INTRODUCTION 

"We will build the New World Order piece by piece right under their noses" 
(the American people). "The house of the New World Order will have to be built 
from the bottom up rather than from the top down. An end run around sovereign- 
ty, eroding it piece by piece, will accomplish much more than the old fashioned 
frontal attack." Richard Gardner, leading American Socialist, Foreign Affairs, the 
journal of the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR), April 1974. 

In this, my third book ("The Committee of 300" and "Diplomacy By 
Deception,") I tell how Gardner’s statement gives notice of the Fabian Socialist 
agenda for the United States. The ideas, thoughts and people who have worked 
diligently to establish Socialism, the principal, fatal political disease of modern 
nations is explained in clear detail. 

There is an account of the various Socialists goals set by the British Fabian 
Society, whose motto is, "Make Haste Slowly." When asked to explain 
Communism, Lenin replied, "Communism is Socialism in a hurry." Socialism has 
no where to progress but to Communism, is something I have often said. The 
book explains why so many of the ills that plague our society today have their ori- 
gin in careful Socialist planning and execution. 

Socialism is inherently evil because it forces people to accept deliberately 
engineered changes they have neither requested nor want. The power of 
Socialism is disguised in soothing terms and hides behind a mask of humanitari- 
anism. It is also found in far reaching, fundamental changes in religion, which the 
Socialists have long used as a potent vehicle for gaining acceptance, after which 
they spread their influence inside churches to the detriment of all religions. 

The goal of Socialism is the liquidation of the free enterprise system, which 
is true capitalism. Scientific Socialism goes under several disguises, and its pro- 
moters call themselves Liberals or Moderates. They wear no badge and are not 
recognizable, as they would be if they called themselves Communists. 

There are more than 300,000 Socialists inside the United States Government, 
and careful estimates have it that in 1994, 87 percent of the members of Congress 
are Socialists. Executive orders are an unconstitutional Socialist ruse to use the 
legislative route to make the Constitution of the United States of no effect, where 
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direct methods are not possible to bring about desired Socialist changes blocked 
by the Constitution. 

Socialism is revolution without openly violent methods but never the less 
does the utmost violence to the psyche of the nation. It is a movement governed 
by stealth. Its slow advance on the United States from its home base in England 
was almost imperceptible up to the 1950s. The Fabian Socialist movement 
remains distinct from so called Socialist Party groups and its forward crawl was 
thus almost imperceptible to the majority of Americans. "When you wound a 
Communist, a Socialist bleeds" is a saying that dates back to the early days of 
Fabian Socialism. 

Socialism ardently welcomes proliferation of central government power 
which they strive to secure for themselves, always pretending it to be for the com- 
mon good. The United States and Britain are full to the brim with false prophets 
pushing the New World Order. These Socialist missionaries preach peace and 
humanitarianism and common good. Fully aware that they could not overcome 
the resistance of the American people to Communism by direct means, the insid- 
ious Fabian Socialists knew they had to move silently and slowly, and avoid alert- 
ing the people to their real objectives. Thus was ’scientific Socialism’ adopted as 
the way to overcoming the United States and making of it the leading Socialist 
country in the world. 

How far Fabian Socialism has succeeded, and where we stand today is told 
in this book. Presidents Wilson, Roosevelt, Eisenhower, Carter, Kennedy and 
Johnson were eager, willing servants of Fabian Socialism. Their mantle was 
passed to President Clinton. Democracy and Socialism go hand-in-hand. All 
United States presidents since Wilson have repeatedly stated that the United 
States is a Democracy, when in fact, it is a Confederated Republic. Fabian 
Socialism directs the destiny of the world in a way which is disguised to render it 
unrecognizable. Socialism is the author of graduated income tax, the destroyer of 
nationalism, the author of so-called "free trade." 

This book is no dull account of the philosophies of Socialism, but a dynam- 
ic, dramatic telling of how it became the foremost menace to free men every- 
where, but more especially, in the United States, which has still to confront it, 
head-on. The bland, smooth surface of Socialism hides its true intent: A Federal 
World Government under Socialist control, in which We, the People, will be their 
slaves in a New World Order of the New Dark Age.

HOW FABIAN SOCIALISM BEGAN 
AND SUBSEQUENT HISTORY 

"Like all Socialists, I believe that the Socialist Society evolves in time into a 
Communist Society." � John Strachey, Labor Party Ca binet Minister. 

"In American newspaper jargon, John Strachey would be described as 
’Marxist No. 1’ and the title would be deserved." "Left News," March 1938. 

Fabian Socialism began with the Fabian Society, which in their words, "con- 
sists of Socialists who allied themselves with the Communist Manifesto of 1848," 
written by Karl Marx, a Prussian born Jew who lived the better part of his life in 
Highgate, London. In the "Basis of the Fabian Society" we learn the following: 

"It therefore aims at the reorganization of society by the emancipation of 
land and industrial capital from individual ownership and vesting them in the 
community for the general benefit. In this way only can natural and acquired 
advantages of the country be shared by the whole people..." 

This was the principal that Fabian Socialism exported to the United States, 
one which they have tirelessly forced upon the American people to the great detri- 
ment of the nation. 

Marx died in solitary "digs" in October of 1883, without ever realizing the 
vision he shared with Moses Mendelssohn (Mendelssohn is generally recognized 
as the father of European Communism), and was buried in the small, walled 
Highgate Cemetery in North London. That the Communist Manifesto gave life to 
Socialism, was admitted by Professor Harold Laski, the man most closely identi- 
fied with the movement from its inception, and up to the time of his death in 1950. 

But Socialism actually, was born with the founding of the Ethical Society of 
Culture, formerly the Fellowship of New Life, in New York. Although the politi- 
cal economy of John Stuart Mill as expressed in Henry George’s Socialist book, 
"Progress and Poverty" the spiritual side of Socialism should not be ignored. 
Webb and his wife Beatrice ran the Fabian Society from its beginning. Most of 
the members of the Fellowship of New Life which preceded the Ethical Society 
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of Culture, were Freemasons affiliated with Madame Blavatsky’s occult 
Theosophy to which Annie Besant also subscribed. 

Not that Laski was in any sense a "spiritual man," being more like Marx than 
Ramsay McDonald, who went on to become prime minister of England. Laski 
was a most powerful influence on scores of British political, economic and church 
leaders, and is credited with having compellingly influenced Presidents Franklin 
Delano Roosevelt and John F. Kennedy. Victor Gollancz, the Socialist publisher, 
said on many occasions that Socialism is necessary for world domination: 
"Socialism centralizes power and makes individuals completely subject to those 
who control that power," the publisher said. 

Having withdrawn from the Fellowship of the New Life, Fabian Socialism 
tried several paths already trodden by Communists, Bakounists, Babuovists 
(anarchists) and Karl Marx, always vehemently denying any connection with 
these movements. Consisting mainly of intellectuals, civil servants, journalists 
and publishers like the great Victor Gollancz, Fabian Socialism had no interest in 
getting involved with street fighting anarchist revolutionaries. The founder mem- 
bers of Fabian Socialism perfected the technique first used by Adam Weishaupt 
� that of penetrating the Catholic Church and then "boring away from inside 
until just an empty husk was left." It was called, "penetration and permeation." 
Apparently neither Weishaupt nor Gollancz thought Christians would be smart 
enough to see what was happening. 

Gollancz was reported as saying: "Christians are not exactly bright, so it will 
be easy for Socialism to lead them down the garden path through their ideals of 
brotherly love and social justice." Fabian Socialism targeted political, economic and 
educational organizations, in addition to the Christian Church. Later Gollancz’s Left 
Wing Books gave special discounts to Christians who were interested in Socialist 
ideas. On the selection committee of the Left Book Club were Gollancz himself, 
Professor Harold Laski, and John Strachey, a Labour Party member of Parliament. 
Gollancz, who also owned The Christian Book Club, was a strong believer in 
Bolshevik Russia as an ally of Socialism. At the urging of Beatrice Webb, he pub- 
lished one of the Fabian Society’s best sellers, "Our Soviet Ally." 

Fabian Socialism set out from the very beginning of its history to penetrate 
and permeate the British Labor and Liberal Parties, and, as it turned out, also the 
Democrat Party in the United States. It was relentless in its zeal and energy to cre- 
ate "feminist" Socialism, at which it was to become highly successful. Socialism 
succeeded in gaining the ascendency of school boards, town councils and labor 
unions under the guise of bettering the lot of the working man. Fabian Socialism’s 
determination to capture education mirrors what Madame Zinoviev had long 
counseled in Bolshevik Russia. 

In 1950, Gollancz published, "Corruption in a Profit Economy" a widely 
read work by Mark Starr. Starr was a product of Fabian Socialism, and although

considered a bit rough around the edges (he began life as a coal miner,) he was 
not rejected by the Ivy League Socialists of Harvard and Yale, to which the Fabian 
Society had gained access in its orderly progression up the ladder from its hum- 
ble beginnings in London. Starr emigrated to the United States in 1928, after earn- 
ing his Socialist credentials at the National Council of Labour Colleges. 

Tutored by the formidable Margaret Cole, the founder of the Fabian 
Research Center, Starr was THE link between the Fabian Society in London and 
the burgeoning Socialist movements in America. Starr served at the Brockwood 
Labor College from 1925-1928, at an early age subjected to a Socialist education 
second to none. The Socialist Garland Fund gave Starr a grant of $74,227, a con- 
siderable sum of money in those days. He later became educational director of the 
International Ladies Garment Workers Union (ILGWU) from 1935 to 1962. His 
work on labor politics and labor education was outstanding in the cause of 
Socialism. As far as Starr was concerned, education meant teaching that private 
profit was wrong and should be abolished. 

In 1941, Starr was appointed vice president of the American Federation of 
Teachers, an avante-garde Socialist teachers body of the day. After taking 
American citizenship, Starr was named by President Harry Truman to the United 
States Advisory Commission, authorized by Public Act 402, "to advise the State 
Department and the Congress on the operation of information centers and 
libraries maintained by the United States Government in foreign countries, as 
well as on the exchange of students and technical experts." This was indeed a 
"coup" for Socialism in the United States! 

Fabian Socialism attracted many of the upper elite of society in Britain and 
the United States. It is said of American Socialists that they "aped their English 
betters, admiring their command of the language, their quick turn of phrase and 
their genteel respectability, perhaps personified by Professor Graham Wallas, Sir 
Stafford Cripps, Hartley Shawcross and Richard Crossman." 

Professor Graham Wallas lectured at the New School for Social Research in 
New York City, a Socialist "think tank" founded by the "New Republic" maga- 
zine, that catered for leftwing professors, of which the United States had more 
than its share. Wallas was one of the earlier intellectuals to join the then nonde- 
script Fabian Society, which, back in 1879, faced a very uncertain future and was 
not considered to be a threat to Government or Church. Wallas’ early interest in 
education is mirrored by one of his earliest jobs �  that of County School 
Management Committee of the School Board. As we shall see in other chapters, 
the Fabian Socialists hierarchy considered control of education the kingpin in 
their strategy to capture the world. 

That ideal was further reflected by Wallas’ teaching appointment at the 
London School of Economics, founded by Sydney Webb, and then still a fledg- 
ling Socialist institution of learning. Wallas had only four students in his class. 
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Wallas believed that the way to Socialize a country was through applied psychol- 
ogy. The way to Socialize America, Wallas contended, was to take the mass of the 
population by the hand like children (he did not have a very high regard for the 
standard of education in the United States) and like children, lead them one step 
at a time down the road to Socialism, to which I would add, and ultimate slavery. 
Wallas is an important name in this account of Socialism, as he wrote a book 
which was adopted, word-for-word by President Lyndon Johnson, as Democrat 
Party official policy. 

The sinister creeping progress of Socialism that began to blanket England, 
might have been avoided, but for WWI. The flower of Christian British youth 
who would have resisted the onward march of this alien concept, lay dead in the 
fields of Flanders, their lives uselessly thrown away on a nebulous ideal of "patri- 
otism." Numbed by the horrific loss of their sons, the older generation did not 
care about what Socialism was doing to their country, believing that "there will 
always be an England." 

Social psychology was a weapon used deftly used to deflect attacks on 
American Fabianist organizations. Americans for Democratic Action (ADA), said 
it was not part of the Fabian Society, and its mouthpiece, "The Nation" sought 
vehemently to deny attempts to tie the two in with each other. 

In 1902, Wallas was teaching outright Socialism at the Philadelphia 
University summer sessions. He had been invited to the United States by wealthy 
American Socialists who attended Oxford summer schools in 1899 and 1902, the 
period when the summer school indoctrination classes were at the height of their 
popularity with rich Americans who had nothing better to do. The year 1910 
found Wallas as the mentor of American Socialist leaders like Walter Lippmann, 
delivering the Lowell Lectures at Harvard. Graham Wallas was recognized as 
being among the Big Four Socialist intellectuals in Britain, and as such, he was 
sought out by the American Socialist Ray Stannard Baker, the emissary Colonel 
Edward Mandel House sent to the Paris Peace Conference to represent him, and 
find out what the delegates were doing. 

Between 1905 and 1910, Graham Wallas wrote "The Great Society" which 
was to become the blueprint for President Johnson’s program of the same name, 
and which embodied social psychology principles. Wallas made it very plain, that 
the object of social psychology was to control human conduct, thus preparing the 
masses for the coming Socialist State that would ultimately lead them into slav- 
ery � although he was careful not to spell it out t hat far. Wallas became a con- 
duit into the United States for Fabian Socialists ideas, much of them going into 
Roosevelt’s "New Deal," written by Socialist Stuart Chase, Kennedy’s "New 
Frontier" written by Socialist Henry Wallace and Johnson’s "Great Society" writ- 
ten by Graham Wallas. From these facts alone, the tremendous impact of Fabian 
Socialism upon the American political scene can be gauged. 
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Like Professor Laski, Wallas had the same good disposition and kindly 
nature which was to make such a big impact on political and religious leaders in 
the United States. Both men were to be the Fabian Society’s most successful mis- 
sionaries to universities and colleges all across the United States, not to mention 
their impact on the leaders of the aggressive "feminist" movement which was just 
getting started. 

Thus, from the beginning of Fabian Socialism in America, this dangerously 
radical movement was falsely clothed in a mantle of benigness that was able to 
deceive "the very elect," to paraphrase the Bible. It was a cover for revolution on 
both sides of the Atlantic while remaining aloof from the violence generally asso- 
ciated with the word, "revolution." History will one day record that the Fabian 
Socialist revolution far exceeded in scope and breadth the violent Bolshevik 
Revolution. While the Bolshevik Revolution ended more that fifty years ago, the 
labian Socialist revolution is still gathering momentum and growing ever 
stronger. This unobtrusive movement has literally "moved mountains," and vast- 
ly changed the course of history, and nowhere more so than in the United States. 

The two guiding lights who remained in control of Fabian Socialism to the 
end of their days were George Bernard Shaw and Sydney Webb. Later, they were 
joined by men like Graham Wallas, John Maynard Keynes and Harold Laski, 
whose dream of a Socialist conquest of Great Britain and the United States they 
knew could only be realized by the progressive weakening of the financial system 
of each country, until they collapsed into a total welfare state. We see this now in 
effect having overtaken Britain which has become a bankrupted, welfare state. 

Fabian Socialism’s second course of action was against the constitutional 
separation of powers mandated by the United States Constitution. Professor Laski 
and his colleagues felt that if Fabian Socialism could remove this obstacle, they 
would have the key to dismantling the entire Constitution of the United States. 
Thus, it was imperative that Socialism train and deploy special change agents 
who would be in a position to undermine this, the most important provision in the 
Constitution. The Fabian Society set about doing just that, and the success of their 
mission can be seen in the shocking manner in which Congress blithely surren- 
ders its powers to the executive branch in a manner which can only be described 
not only as reckless, but 100 percent unconstitutional. 

A good example would be Line Item Veto powers given to the President 
Clinton in defiance of the Constitution. Another good example was the surrender 
of powers in trade negotiations which properly belong in the House of 
Representatives. As we shall see in the chapters dealing with NAFTA and GATT, 
this is precisely what Congress has done, thereby wittingly or unwittingly � it 
matters not � playing right into the hands of the S ocialist enemies of this Nation. 

Sydney Webb and George Bernard Shaw are the men who set the Fabian 
Socialist course: penetration and permeation, rather than anarchy and violent rev- 
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olution. Both were determined to ensure that the public be ted to believe that 
Socialism didn’t necessarily mean LEFT, and certainly not Marxism. Both jour- 
neyed to Bolshevik Russia at the height of the terror, ignoring, rather than com- 
menting on the butchery that was public knowledge. Of the two, Webb was the 
more impressed with the Bolsheviks and wrote a work, "Soviet Socialism � A 
New Civilization?" It came out later, after a Soviet foreign office official defect- 
ed, that Webb apparently did not actually write the book, which was the work of 
the Soviet Foreign Office. 

Shaw and Webb became known as the "demons of Socialism waiting to be 
exorcised," before Socialism could unfold its wings and as Shaw put it, "rescue 
Communism from the barricades." Although Shaw pretended not to care about 
FORM, he nevertheless expressed the belief that Fabian Socialism would become 
a "constitutional movement." Even with the "greats" of Socialism pouring into 
the movement, Toynbee, Keynes, Haldane, Lindsay, H.G. Wells and Huxley, 
Shaw and Webb kept their grip on the London Fabian Society and steered it in the 
direction they had chosen so many years before. 

The nearly always penniless Shaw had his indigence relieved through mar- 
riage to Charlotte Payne Townshend, a lady of considerable means, which was, as 
some would have it, is the reason why the irascible Shaw married her. This is born 
out by the fact that before the marriage vows were exchanged, Shaw insisted that 
he be taken care of in the form of a large prenuptial settlement. 

Shaw was no longer given to soap box orations nor basement meetings, but 
aspired to mix socially with Socialism’s upper crust. Men like Lord Grey and 
Lord Asquith became his good friends, and while Shaw still took one or two trips 
to Moscow, he cooled toward Communism. Although an avowed atheist, this did 
not stop Shaw from cultivating those whom he felt could be used to further his 
career, such as Lord Asquith in particular. Shaw did not take orders from anybody, 
let alone the "newcomers" like Hugh Gaitskell, future prime minister of England, 
and a protege of the Rockefeller family. Shaw definitely considered himself as 
"old guard" along with Sydney and Beatrice Webb. These tough, hardened pro- 
fessional Socialists weathered many a storm over policy and never flinched in the 
face of often considerable outside opposition and "family feuds." 

Fabian Socialism began life in 1883 as a debating society, "Nueva Vita" 
(New Life) with meetings in a small room at 17 Osnaburgh Street, London. It was 
not unlike the start of the German Nationalist Socialist movement which Hitler 
later took over. One of the aims of "Nueva Vita" was to bring together in an amal- 
gam, the teachings of Hegel and St. Thomas Aquinas. 

But the word "Socialism" was not new, having been around since 1835, long 
before "Nueva Vita" began its infant steps in 1883, the very evening that Marx went 
to his death. The leader of the group � numbering f our people � was Edward 
Pease, and their aim was to use education as a vehicle for Socialist propaganda, 
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which was to have such a profound effect on education and politics on both sides 
of the Atlantic. This would seem to have been a tall order for a group of men who 
did not have the required public school education, a necessity for would-be lead- 
ers in Victorian England, and yet, an examination of the Fabian Society shows 
that is exactly what they accomplished. 

In rather grandiose style, the young men named their group after Quintas 
Fabian, a Roman general of note, whose tactics were said to be based upon wait- 
ing patiently for the enemy to make a mistake and then striking hard. The 
Irishman, George Bernard Shaw joined the Fabian Society in May of 1884. Shaw 
tame from the Hampstead Historical Club, a Marxist reading circle. It is odd how 
both Shaw and Marx came to Socialism within a short distance of each other � 
Hampstead Heath is not that far from Highgate. And both frequented the British 
Museum. (I happen to know this area well, having lived in the area of Hampstead 
and Highgate and spent many years of study at the British Museum.) So in a 
sense, my perception of what Fabian Socialism was about, may have been clear- 
er because of these circumstances. 

Never admitting to knowing Marx, although he courted his daughter Eleanor, 
Shaw is suspected of having been Marx’s "front runner" to bring Socialism home 
to audiences he, Shaw, addressed more often that not, four times a week, any- 
where he could find them. A study that I made in the British Museum leads me to 
believe that Communism invented Socialism as a vehicle for its radical ideas that 
would not otherwise have gone down well in England or the United States, the 
two countries most prized for conquest by Communism. 

There is little doubt in my mind that Shaw was Marx in "disguise" as 
Socialism was Communism "in disguise." My theory gains added weight when 
we learn that Shaw attended the Socialist International in London in 1864, as a 
Fabian delegate. As we know, Marx was the creator of the Socialist Internationals 
at which his flawed theories were preached ad-infinitum alongside outright 
Communist propaganda. Karl Marx never tried to hide the unholy alliance 
between the Communist International and his own Socialist International, but 
Shaw and the Webbs, and later, Harold Laski, vehemently denied any connection 
with Marxism or Communism. 

Endless hours were spent by the Fabians splitting hairs whether it was 
"Social Democracy" or "Democratic Socialism" which was to be the battle cry. 
In the end it was "Democratic Socialism" that was to be used in the United States 
with such stunning success, Shaw’s idea that Socialist intellectuals (in which cat- 
egory he included himself) would lead the charge at election time, while labor 
would provide the money. This was successfully co-opted by ADA, who flooded 
Congressional committees with "experts" shuttled to and from Harvard, to con- 
found and confuse Senators and Representatives, unschooled and inexperienced 
in the ways of Socialist treachery and treason. 
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Socialism IS NOT ABOUT EQUALITY AND FREEDOM. Nor is it about 
helping the middle class and working people. On the contrary, it is about enslave- 
ment of the people by gradual, subtle means, a fact that Shaw once admitted to in 
an unguarded moment. Graham Wallas’ book "Great Society" and Lyndon Banes 
Johnson’s "Great Society" were the same thing, and on the surface, looked as if 
the people would be the beneficiaries of government largess, but in truth, it was 
merely an enslavement trap baited with Socialist honey. AS LONG AS SOCIAL- 
ISM IS ALIVE, COMMUNISM CANNOT BE DEAD, AND THAT IS WHERE 
SOCIALISM IS LEADING THIS NATION � INTO THE STEEL T RAP OF 
COMMUNISM. 

We need to remind ourselves what the great President Andrew Jackson said 
about the hidden enemy in our midst: "Sooner or later your enemy will show him- 
self, and you will know what to do....you will be confronted by many unseen ene- 
mies of your hard-fought liberty. But they will show themselves in time � time 
enough to destroy them." Let us hope that the American people, blinded by false 
Socialists policies of four presidents, will have the scales removed from their eyes 
before it is too late. 

A second Marxist in disguise was Sydney Webb, so disdainfully dismissed 
by Sir Bertrand Russell in later years as a "clerk in the Colonial Office." Webb 
was angry in his denials that he had ever met Marx, but as it was with Shaw, there 
is circumstantial evidence that Webb did indeed meet with Marx quite regularly. 
Unlike Shaw who married late, Webb married Beatrice Potter quite early on, a 
wealthy, formidable women who was to advance his career more than he ever 
cared to admit. 

Beatrice was the daughter of a Canadian railroad magnate, who had fallen in 
love with Joseph Chamberlain, but rejected by him due to class difference. In 
those days, having money didn’t mean automatic admission to the best circles. 
One had to come from the "right" background, which usually meant a public 
school education (A "public school" in England is the same as a private school in 
America). From their very first meeting Shaw and the Webbs were on the same 
wavelength, and became an excellent team act. 

The Socialist revolution proposed by the Fabian Society was to cast a long, 
dark shadow across England and later the United States. Its aims differed little from 
those set out in the Communist manifesto of 1848: "It therefore aims at the reorga- 
nization of society by the emancipation of land and Industrial capital from individ- 
ual and Class ownership and vesting them in the community for general benefit. It 
accordingly works for the extinction of private property in land... It seeks to 
achieve these ends by general dissemination of knowledge as to the relations 
between the individual and Society in its economic, ethical and political aspects." 

There was no denouncement of religion, no long-haired anarchists running 
around with bombs. Nothing like that. Fascists, were also welcome, witness the 
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fact that Sir Oswald Mosely and his wife, nee Cynthia Curzon, were both firmly 
committed Socialists before they were called to Fascism. Shaw, the "old guard" 
Socialist had high praise of Hitler in the years leading up to WWII. Instead of 
showing its true colors, Fabianism put on genteel airs and graces that belied its 
dangerous revolutionary intent: the unwritten constitution of England and the 
written Constitution of the United States were to be subverted and replaced by a 
system of State-run Socialism, through a process that was known as "gradualism" 
and "penetration and permeation." 

There are some similarities here between Hitler and the Fabianists: in the 
beginning, nobody took the slightest notice of them. But unlike Hitler, for Shaw 
and Webb, the vision was one where the world would evolve into a New World 
Order in which everyone would be happy and contented, this having been brought 
about without resort to violence and anarchy. 

The Fabians began to spread their wings and by 1891 were ready to publish 
their first "Fabian News." It was during this period that Beatrice Webb began 
teaching radical feminism and developed the Fabian Research program, later used 
with great success by Justice Louis Brandeis and known as the "Brandeis Brief." 
This consisted of volume after volume of "research" material, enough to swamp 
opponents, covered with the thinnest of legal briefs. Not much encouragement 
was given to nondescript unimportant new members: Webb and Shaw felt their 
movement was one for the elite � they were not inte rested in mass movements 
of people without money and influence. 

For this reason they turned their attention to Oxford and Cambridge 
Universifies, where the sons of the elite were educated and who were later to take 
the Fabian message (suitably disguised as "reforms") into the heart and soul of 
the Parliament. The Fabian Society’s goal was to get Socialists installed in posi- 
tions of power, where their influence could be counted on to bring about 
"reforms." 

This program, somewhat modified, was practiced in the United States also, 
and produced Roosevelt, Kennedy, Johnson and Clinton � Socialists all. Such 
agents of change were trained in the Fabian way of combining sociology with pol- 
itics to open doors. Mere numbers was never its style. One of their elite, Arthur 
Henderson, who was Britain’s Foreign Minister in 1929, was the guiding, leading 
light in getting diplomatic recognition for the monstrous Bolshevik regime, with 
the United States following suit a few years later. 

The first Fabian Society cell in Oxford opened in 1895, and by 1912 there 
were three more, with students forming more than 20 percent of the 
membership. 
This was perhaps the most profound period for the Fabian Society’s growth; stu- 
dents being inducted into Socialism, many of whom went on to be world leaders. 

The little movement that nobody paid any attention to in 1891, had arrived. 
One of the most dangerous radical, revolutionary movements of the 20th century 
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had taken root in England, and was already starting to spread to the United States. 
Laski, Galbraith, Attlee, Beaverbrook, Sir Bertrand Russell, H.G. Wells, Wallass, 
Chase and Wallace; these were some of the Fabian Socialists who were to have a 
profound effect in shaping the course the United States was to take. 

This was particularly true of Professor Laski. Few in the government of the 
thirty years that Laski spent in America, ever became aware of the depth of his 
penetration into education and the very government itself. This was a man who 
put the tenets of Socialism into daily practice. Laski lectured in many of the States 
and at the Universities of Oregon, California, Colorado, Columbia University, 
Yale, Harvard and Roosevelt University, in Chicago. During all of this time, he 
constantly urged the adoption of a Federal program of "social insurance" which 
he omitted to say, would lead to the Socialist goal of a TOTAL welfare state. 

In later years, Laski, Wallas, Keynes, and many of the Fabian Society polit- 
ical leaders and economists would go to the Tavistock Institute of Human 
Relations to learn the methods of John Rawlings Reese, which became known as 
"inner conditioning" and "long range penetration." It was to this school that 
Henry Kissinger was also sent. 

Gradually, as was their custom, Fabianists began to penetrate both the Labor 
and Liberal Parties, from where they exerted great influence in the socializing of 
the Englishman, formerly sturdily independent and not known to accept govern- 
ment aid. While the Webbs claimed credit for the "penetration" technique, the 
claim was rudely upset in 1952 by Colonel I.M. Bogolepov, who said that the 
entire plan was written for the Webbs in the Soviet Foreign Office, as had much 
of the material in the many books the Webbs claimed to have written. Bogolepov 
went on to say that much of the material in Webb’s books he had personally writ- 
ten. "They changed it just a bit here and there, otherwise it was a copied verba- 
tim," the colonel said. 

As is so often the case when leftist or socialist heroes are debunked, the press 
covers up and praises the exposed one with masses of irrelevant verbiage until the 
charge is all but forgotten. We see this almost daily in the press with regard to the 
moral character and political ineptitude of President Clinton. "He is theirs, and no 
matter what is said of him, they will not let the mud stick," an intelligence col- 
league of mine said. And wash Clinton they do. In analyzing reports of Clinton’s 
questionable morality and political mistakes, one cannot help but be impressed by 
the Fabian Socialist damage control: "wash" the target and smother the attacker 
in verbiage that has little relevancy to the issues. 

In studying the history of the Fabian Society in the British Museum in 
London, I was struck by the awesome progress of the tiny band of unknowns who 
went on to bring some of the most important politicians, writers, teachers, econ- 
omists, scientists, philosophers, religious leaders and publishers into the Fabian 
Society’s orbit, while the world seemed never to notice its existence. Why the 
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profound changes that were coming into being were not cause for alarm can be 
explained. Every single move made by Fabianists was cloaked in the mantle of 
"reforms" and the Fabian technique of equating "reforms" with "beneficial," 
"just," or "good" was the key to their success. 

The same things held good for American Socialists. Every major move made 
by the Socialist Fifth Column in Washington is disguised as "reforms," that are 
going to benefit the people. The trick is as old as the hills, yet voters fall for it 
every time. Roosevelt’s "New Deal" was lifted straight out of a Fabian Socialist 
book of the same title written by Stuart Chase, yet, seemingly, it was accepted as 
a genuine "reform" of the system. Even Woodrow Wilson’s recognition of the 
treasonous Kerensky government, was clothed in language crafted to intentional- 
ly deceive the American people that "reforms" going on in Russia were for the 
benefit of the common people. Johnson’s "Great Society" was another 
"American" program lifted straight out of a book written by Graham Wallas, 
called ’The Great Society." 

With the London School of (Socialist) Economics established, although 
nowhere near as pretentious in the beginning as the title sounded, Fabian 
Socialists became increasingly influential in shaping monetary policies on both 
sides of the Atlantic. The facility was vastly upgraded when the Rockefeller foun- 
dation gave it a substantial grant. The method of funding Socialist institutions 
through grants by the wealthy elite, and its day-to-day programs for the poor, is 
believed to be the idea of Shaw, which he activated after he attended a lecture at 
the London School of Economics. 

Basically, making the poor pay for "local" programs came down to starting 
trade unions among the working class, and then using member’s dues to facilitate 
and fund Socialist programs. It is rather like the Freemasons, who are prone to let 
us know that they contribute generous amounts of money to charities. But the 
money usually comes from the public, not from Mason coffers. In the United 
States the Shriners are famous for donating money to hospitals, but the money 
comes from the public by street parades the Shriners hold. None of their OWN 
money goes to hospitals. 

The "Four Pillars of the House of Socialism," written by Sydney Webb short- 
ly after WW I, became the blueprint for future Socialist action, not only in Britain, 
but also in the United States. The plan called for the destruction of the system of 
production of goods and services based on competition, unlimited taxation, mas- 
sive state welfare, no private property rights and a One World Government. These 
objectives did not differ all that much from the principles laid down by Karl Marx 
in the Communist Manifesto of 1848. The differences lay in method of applica- 
tion, style, rather than in substance. 

In detail, state-financed welfare was to be the first principle. The right of 
women to vote was included (the birth of women’s rights movements), all land to 
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be nationalized, with no private property rights. All industries "serving the peo- 
ple" (rail, power, light, phone, etc.) to be nationalized, "private profit" to be elim- 
inated from the insurance industry, confiscation of wealth via taxation to be 
stepped up and finally, the concept of a One World Government was spelled out: 
International economic controls, international courts providing international leg- 
islation governing social affairs. 

A cursory examination of the Communist Manifesto of 1848 reveals where 
the "research" for the "Four Pillars" was done. While "Four Pillars" dealt quite 
exclusively with socializing Britain, many of its ideas were put into practice by 
Wilson, Roosevelt, Johnson, Carter, and now, Clinton. "Labour and the New 
Social Order" had made the big time in the United States, where its thoroughly 
revolutionary aims went unrecognized, even as Hitler was being held up as the 
greatest threat to the world. Whether we like it or not, the policies and programs 
instituted by Wilson, Roosevelt, Kennedy, Johnson, Carter and Reagan all bore 
the stamp, "Made in England By the Fabian Society." This is truer with Clinton 
than with any of the former presidents. 

Ramsay McDonald, sent to the United States to "spy out the land" went on 
to become Britain’s first Fabian Society Socialist prime minister. McDonald set 
the pattern for future prime ministers to surround themselves with Fabian 
Socialist advisors, a tradition carried on by Margaret Thatcher and John Major. 
Across the Atlantic, Fabian Socialists surrounded President Wilson and presented 
a program to socialize the United States. It was an altogether spectacular achieve- 
ment for those few men under the leadership of Pease, who set out to change the 
world at the turn of the century, and did so by making full use of "presidential 
advisors." 

One of the rising stars in the Fabian Society’s inner circle was Sir Stafford 
Cripps, a nephew of Beatrice Webb. Sir Stafford played a major role in advising 
American Socialists on how to get the United States to join in WWII. In 1929, 
Cripps had been a guiding light for the upper-crust entre into Fabianism, this, in 
spite of the fact that Fabianism and Communism had become blurred along the 
edges, and several leading conservatives of the day warned that there was little to 
choose between Fabian Socialism and Communism, other than the lack of mem- 
bership cards for Fabian Socialists. 

The year 1929 also saw the rise of another star who was destined to shake the 
economic and financial policies of many nations, including his own England, but 
perhaps more importantly, those of the United States. John Maynard Keynes had 
become a virtual Fabian Society icon thanks to men like Gollancz, with his giant left 
publishing house and Left Book Club, and Harold Joseph Laski. (1893-1950) 

Rare Fabian Society papers I saw in the British Museum were of the opinion 
that without the blessing of Laski, Keynes would not have amounted to much. 
Laski was once described in these papers as "everybody’s idea of a Socialist." 
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Even the great H.G. Wells bowed the knee to Laski, calling him, "the greatest 
Socialist intellectual in the English-speaking world." 

Laski came from Jewish parents in moderate circumstances and it is said the rise 
of Hitler was what turned him to a militant for Jewish rights in Palestine. Clashes 
with Earnest Bevin, Socialist prime minister of Britain were frequent and furious. On 
May Day, 1945, Laski, as chairman of the British Labor Party, made a speech in 
which he reiterated that he did not believe in the Jewish religion, because he was a 
Marxist. But now, Laski said, he believed the rebirth of the Jewish nation in Palestine 
was vitally necessary. This was confirmed by Ben Gurion himself. 

Laski’s opinion was conveyed to President Truman and Rabbi Stephen Wise 
on April 20,1945. Truman had inherited Roosevelt’s hardline stand in favor of 
Jewish aspirations, as dictated by Laski, and when trouble began brewing over the 
question of Jewish settlers being allowed into Palestine, Truman sent a copy of 
what many believed was a Fabian-Socialist report on the status of refugee camps 
in Europe, urging then Foreign Secretary Bevin to let 100,000 Jews emigrate from 
these camps and settle in Palestine. 

Truman’s message caused Bevin to take deep umbrage with both Laski and 
Truman. Bevin’s image of Jews was neither pro nor anti. His views were decid- 
edly tempered by those of Clement Attlee, then Prime Minister of England. As 
Bevin saw it, the Jews were not a nation, while on the other hand, the Arabs were. 
The Jews don’t need a state of their own," Bevin said. He told Laski that he 
would not pay the slightest attention to Truman’s suggestion, putting it down to, 
"pressure from the New York Jewish vote." Bevin’s refusal to see it (Laski’s and 
Truman’s way) resulted in endless squabbling. 

Bevin adhered to his policy based on his belief that "the Arabs were essen- 
tially indigenous to the region and pro-British, while a Zionist state meant an 
intrusion of an alien, disruptive element, which would weaken the region and 
open the doors to Communism." Even when Weitzman went to meet with him, 
Bevin refused to offer more than a monthly quota of fifteen hundred Jews who 
could go to Palestine. From this had to be deducted the number of illegal Jewish 
immigrants who entered Palestine each of the months. This was one of the very 
few occasions that Fabian Socialism and Laski suffered a severe defeat. 

Ayn Rand is said to have used Laski as her model for her 1943 novel, "The 
Fountainhead," and Saul Bellow wrote, "I shall never forget Mosby’s observa- 
tions on Harold Laski: on packing the Supreme Court, on the Russian Purge tri- 
als, and on Hitler. "Laski’s influence is still felt in the United States, forty-four 
years after his death. His association with Roosevelt, Truman, Kennedy, 
Johnson, Oliver Wendell Holmes Jr, Louis Brandeis, Felix Frankfurter, Edward 
R. Murrow, Max Lerner, Averill Harriman, and David Rockefeller was to pro- 
foundly change the course and direction on which the Founding Fathers had set 
this nation. 
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Laski taught as a Professor of Political Science at the London School of 
Economics and was chairman of the British Labor Party when Aneuran Bevan 
was Prime Minister. Laski was like George Bernard Shaw; he would not hesitate 
to walk up and introduce himself to anyone he wanted to meet. He cultivated 
friendship with the most important people in the furtherance of Socialist causes. 
His personality was described by close associate Richard Crossman as, "warm 
and gregarious, a man who made it to the top on his own, a public intellectual." 
It is said of Laski that he was generous and kind and that people liked to be with 
him, all the while the indefatigable Socialist crusader. 

A notable milestone of progress for Fabian Socialism came in the 1940s with 
the Beveridge Report on a series of essays simply entitled, "Social Security." The 
year 1942 was chosen precisely for psychological reasons. Britain was facing its 
darkest days of WWII. Now was the time for Socialism to offer hope. Laski 
offered the scheme to John G. Winant, United States ambassador to the Court of 
St. James. Mrs Eugene Meyer of the Washington Post described the attention of 
Roosevelt. In Britain, Fabian Society notables like Lord Pakenham made hun- 
dreds of high-profile speeches in favor of the miracle of abolishing want and 
deprivation. The British public was ecstatic. 

But five years later found the British government "borrowing" heavily from 
the United States to make social security work. John Strachey, so idolized by the 
Fabian Socialists, discovered that no matter how much he regulated the amount 
of social security, increasing it when needed, it was still not enough to generate 
purchasing power, so Strachey, the No. 1 Marxist and Minister of Food Supply, 
had to ration supplies. The Socialists had almost bankrupted the country, in one 
year, 1947, spending $2.75 billion on their Socialist programs, the money "bor- 
rowed" from the United States! The "loans" were the work of Laski, and Harry 
Dexter White of the United States Treasury, and a Soviet informant. 

It is truly amazing that the American people stood silent in the face of the 
kind of financing of Socialist pipe dreams that they were expected to carry. The 
only reason which comes to mind as to why the American people did not protest 
is, quite simply, that the truth was hidden from them. The Federal Reserve "lent" 
Britain $3 billion dollars in the 1920s so that the "dole" (welfare) system could 
continue, while at home, war veteran’s pensions were cut by $4,000,000 a year as 
a partial contribution. Could such a thing ever happen again? Informed opinion is 
that not only can it happen again, but that the reaction from the American people 
would be the same; for the most part, one of total indifference. 

But even with the unstinting, albeit unofficial help of Harry Dexter White, 
Socialism could not on its own fund its grandiose schemes and when the Congress 
finally discovered the full extent of White’s financial help for Socialist Britain, Sir 
Stafford Cripps had to come right out with it and tell the British people that hence- 
forth, social security would have to be funded through taxing their incomes. In the 
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period 1947-1949, taxes mounted, food became scarce, incomes dwindled, and 
although one Fabian brain trust after another worked tirelessly to come up with a 
solution that would make Socialism work � other tha n borrowing money from 
the United States � they always came back to the sa me thing: deficit spending or 
scrap Fabian Socialist programs as unworkable. 

Britain was reduced from a profitable Tenderer of goods and services and bro- 
kerage agents for other nations, to a beggar nation. In short, Socialist programs were 
responsible for the destruction of its centuries old, thriving economy. Britain began 
to resemble a banana republic. Grabbing at straws, the Labour Party (its leadership 
Fabian Socialists almost to a man) thought it could make things work by more 
nationalizing and more rationing, but the electorate did not give the Fabian Society 
the chance, turning Labour out of office in general elections in 1950. 
The Fabian Society’s legacy? An empty treasury, gold reserves gone, pro- 
duction down to an all time low, it sought to distance itself from the discredited 
Labor Party on the grounds that "the Fabian Society is not a political party." 
Speaking in the House of Commons, a notable Socialist, Albert Edwards said: 
"I have spent years discoursing on the defects of the capitalist system. I do not with- 

draw those criticisms. But we have seen the two systems side by side. And the man 
who would still argue for Socialism as the means of ridding our country of the 
defects of capitalism is blind indeed. Socialism just does not work." 

Yet, in spite of the total and abject failure of Socialism in practice as opposed 
to theory, there were still those in the United States who were determined to thrust 
failed Socialist policies down the throats of the American people. Roosevelt, 
Truman, Kennedy, Johnson, Nixon, Bush and Carter seemed determined to ignore 
the Great Socialist Debacle on the other side of the Atlantic, and, urged on by their 
Socialist advisors, plunged ahead with American versions of the same old failed 
Fabian Socialist theories and policies. 

Still tied to Britain through a common language and a common heritage, the 
Socialists were able to enmesh the United States in their dream of a One World 
Government through the so-called Atlantic Alliance or Atlantic Union. Ignoring 
the wisdom of President George Washington’s Farewell Address, successive 
American governments went ahead with what was essentially a Fabian Socialist 
scheme for a world government in which Americans for Democratic Action 
(ADA) played no small part. Also much to the fore in this strictly Socialist enter- 
prise was the Royal Institute for International Affairs (RUA) headquartered at 
Chatham House, St. James Square, London, the "mother" of the American 
Council of Foreign Relations (CFR). 

The "Socialist Hands Across The Sea" drive was bolstered by the presence 
of Owen Lattimore, at Leeds University. Lattimore, a Johns Hopkins professor, is 

best remembered for his treasonous conduct while in charge of the Institute for 
Pacific Relations (IPR), which is blamed for the instigation of United States trade 
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policies toward Japan. That spurred the attack on Pearl Harbor and got the United 
States into WWII, at a time when the German Army had thoroughly trounced the 
so-called "allies" who were staring defeat in the face in Europe. 

The rise of Harold Wilson as the future prime minister of England could be laid 
at the door of the Kennedy administration, which having dispatched Harold 
MacMillan "with one Skybolt" as one commentator put it, the Kennedy administra- 
tion exuded kindness and know how toward the "Oxford Socialist in grey flannels," 
as Wilson was described. Wilson went to America to find a way of sloganeering him- 
self into office, and he found it among the Madison Avenue advertising agents. 
Strange, that Socialism had to turn to capitalism to find out how things are done! 

Yet, no sooner was Wilson installed as prime minister than he told the House 
of Commons that his policies would be socialism as usual: nationalizing of indus- 
tries, "social justice" and of course tax REFORM, a bigger bite out of the incomes 
of corporations, payroll levies and the whole Socialist nine yards. An excited 
Wilson told his Fabian Socialist colleagues that they could be sure of success, 
because "we have an American government in sympathy." 

What Wilson really meant was that the American government appeared more 
willing than ever to pay the bills for extravagant Socialist spending by his Labour 
government. Again, we emphasize in contribute toward "world socialism." 

Prime Minister Wilson, making good use of his American connections, bor- 
rowed four billion dollars from the International Monetary Fund, (the largest fun- 
der of which was, and remains, the United States.) Once again it was demon- 
strated that Socialist programs could not support their own weight, and like the 
dinosaur, would collapse if not propped up. The IMF was established by Lord 
Keynes, who described it as "essentially a Socialist conception." 

But some voices were being raised in the United States against the alarming 
Socialist penetration of government that had begun with Wilson, accelerated with 
Roosevelt, and grown larger and bolder and more outspoken in the Kennedy 
administration. One of those was Senator Joseph McCarthy from Wisconsin. A 
true patriot, McCarthy was determined to root out the Socialists and Communist 
agents of change with which the United States State Department had become 
infested, a battle that McCarthy began in 1948 with the Truman administration, 
and continued with the Eisenhower administration. 

The Fabian Society became thoroughly alarmed. How was it to defend its 
penetration of the United States government and its institutions against public 
exposure? For help, Fabians turned to Americans for Democratic Action, who set 
about mounting a massive campaign of vilification against the senator from 
Wisconsin. Without this force to reckon with, there is no doubt that McCarthy 
would have achieved his goal of exposing just how far the American government 
and its institutions had been taken over by Fabian Socialism, which McCarthy 
mistakenly identified as "Communism." 
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The ADA spent hundreds of thousands of dollars in efforts to curb McCarthy, 
even going so far as to distribute thousands of copies of the Senator’s personal 
finances, in violation of Senate rules, which were disclosed to the Senate 
Subcommittee. The Socialist publication "New Statesman" suddenly became 
concerned with the Constitution and the Bill of Rights � suggesting that the 
McCarthy hearings were imperiling these "sacred rights." The ADA � sponsored 
resolution condemning McCarthy was proof positive that then, as now, the 
Democrat Party was in the hands of international Socialists of the Fabian Society 
variety. ADA was not at all shy about claiming credit for having "stopped 
McCarthy." 

With the downfall of Senator McCarthy, the Fabian Society breathed a col- 
lective sigh of relief: this was about as close to exposure it had come. The one 
man who could have foiled the ADA attack failed to show up at the Senate hear- 
ing. Senator John F. Kennedy, a professed admirer of the senator from Wisconsin 
was reputedly confined to a hospital bed when the vote came up. It has not been 
explained why he failed to pair his vote. Kennedy actually owed his rise to power 
to McCarthy, who refused to campaign for Henry Cabot Lodge, when Lodge was 
running against Kennedy in Massachusetts. 

That fact, not well known, bodes ill for the independence of the United States 
and the Republic for which its stands. In the future, unless Socialism is radically 
checked, and then uprooted, the Pledge of Allegiance might well go something 

like this: 
"I pledge allegiance to the flag of United States and to the Socialist 

Government for which its stands..." 
Let us not think this far-fetched. We should recall the small band of unim- 

portant young men who started their movement in London, a movement that 
spread its dangerous poison across the entire world, were also considered "far- 
fetched" in their day. The Fabian Society was now reinvigorated. With the 
McCarthy threat disposed of, and a new, young, president in the White House, 
one educated by Harold Laski at the London School of Economics and influenced 
by John Kenneth Galbraith, the Socialists looked set fair to make a quantum leap 
into the very sinew and muscle of the United States Government. After all, was- 
n’t Kennedy’s "New Frontier" actually a book written by the great Socialist 
Henry Wallace? 

Wallace had not flinched in putting Socialism’s goals firmly in view: 
"Socially disciplined men will work cooperatively to increase the wealth of 

the human race and apply their inventive skills to changing society itself. They 
will modify (reform) governmental and political machinery as well as the 
momentary and price system, to achieve far wider possibility of social justice and 
social charity (welfare) in the world...men may rightfully feel that they are serv- 
ing a function as high as any minister of the Gospel. They will not be 
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Communists, Socialists or Fascist, but plain men trying to gain by democratic 
methods the professed objectives of Communists, Socialists or Fascists..." 

That the Kennedy administration originally embarked on a program that 
looked even more radical than that of the Roosevelt era, is not disputed. Even the 
fact that the ADA selected his cabinet and advisers almost to a man is well known. 
In Britain, the Fabian Socialists wore broad smiles: their time, it seemed had 
arrived. But their happiness began to be tempered with reservation as news from 
the United States had it that Kennedy was not living up to their Socialist expec- 
tations. 

The ADA’s mouthpiece, "New Republic" said in an editorial published June 
1, 1963: "In general the Kennedy performance is less impressive than the 
Kennedy style." Laski’s vision of "a new Jerusalem" in the English-speaking 
world and the building of a new, Socialist society, seemed to have been put on 
hold � at least for a while. Laski had known how to  manage Labour Party lead- 
ers Attlee, Dalton, McDonald, the Kennedy brothers, the question was, would his 
successors be able to handle the "American side" as well as he had done? 

The rise of Fabianism in the United States could be traced back to the 
Fellowship of New Life and later, to the Boston Bellamy Club, which came into 
being after the visit of Sydney Webb and R.R. Pease, historian of the Fabian 
Society � one of the original four Fabians, to visi t the United States in 1883. The 
Bellamy Club was brought into being by General Arthur F. Devereux and Captain 
Charles E. Bowers, backed by newspapermen Cyrus Field, Willard and Frances 
E. Willard. The club did not have its intention the advance of Socialism. 
Devereux’s main concern was the huge influx of untrained immigrants into the 
United States, which he said, was not ready to receive them. 

General Devereux felt that the situation should be nipped in the bud before 
it got completely out of hand. (He could not have foreseen the horrendous, delib- 
erately contrived immigration situation that developed in the United States in 
1990�thanks to Socialist policies.) As Devereux and  his friends were getting 
ready to found the Boston Bellamy Club, Webb arrived from England in 
September of 1888 and was put in touch with the club’s founders. Sensing an 
opportunity, Webb and Pease were able to include in the club’s principles the 
nationalization of private industry, with the name to be changed to the Boston 
Nationalist Club. The opening meeting was attended by Webb and Edward 
Bellamy. On December 15, 1888, the seed of Fabian Socialism in the United 
States that was to sprout and grow into a huge tree, was planted. 

Advancing into the arts, in 1910, Shaw’s plays were being put on by the 
Theater Guild in New York City by Professor Kenneth MacGowan of the Harvard 
Socialist Club, using methods learned from the Moscow Arts Theater. The League 
of Industrial Democracy, Americans for Democratic Action was still far in the 
future, but the foundations for their organizations had already been laid. 
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Shaw and H.G. Wells were puffed by literary agents all over America, par- 
ticularly in college towns, and socialist magazines, "The New Republic" and 
"The Nation" and "The Socialism Of Our Times," edited by Norman Thomas and 
Henry Laidler, were taking off. 

A frequent contributor to the "New Republic," Laski taught at Harvard all 
through WWI. His unkind critics say thus he was to avoid any possibility of hav- 
ing to serve in some capacity or another in the British war effort. It was from the 
"New Republic" that Woodrow Wilson received support, not only for getting the 
United States into that conflagration, but right throughout its disastrous course. If 
ever there was a "Socialist War," this was it. "New Republic" did not have the 
same concerns for the terrible slaughter going on in Russia under the guise of 
Bolshevising Russia. 

Laski was an enthusiastic admirer of Felix Frankfurter and some of his let- 
ters in praise of Frankfurter revealed the extent of the penetration of Fabian 
Socialism into the United States justice system. While on one of his many visits 
in the United States, Laski urged the ADA and other American Socialists to take 
active measures in getting higher taxation laws passed: newer, higher taxes on 
unearned high incomes was the way to get taxation equitably distributed, Laski 
said. He also kept in constant touch with his friend Judge Felix Frankfurter, urg- 
ing him to press for "reforms" of the United States Constitution, particularly the 
constitutional separation of powers between the executive, legislative and judicial 
branches. 

Laski was constantly at the side of Frankfurter and constantly attacking the 
United States Constitution, derisively referring to it as, "Capitalism’s strongest 
safeguard, a class document." Laski called Roosevelt, "the sole bulwark against 
the Fascist form of Capitalism." That Laski was not charged with sedition for try- 
ing to overthrow the United States Constitution was a big mistake. A frequent vis- 
itor to the Roosevelt White House, he was also very secretive about it, such vis- 
its never mentioned in the press. 

Meetings were always arranged through Felix Frankfurter. During one visit, 
Laski is alleged by his biographer to have told Roosevelt, "Either Capitalism or 
Democracy must prevail" and urged the president to "save democracy." By 
"democracy" Laski obviously meant SOCIALISM, the Socialists having long ago 
adopted "democracy" as the standard bearer of Socialism. During WWII, Laski 
frequently urged Roosevelt to make the world safe by laying a foundation for 
postwar Socialism. The Socialist education Roosevelt received from Laski is said 
to have almost equaled that received by John F. Kennedy while Laski’s pupil at 
the London School of Economics. 

There were some who were aware of what was going on. Congressman 
Tinkham introduced into the Congressional Record, House, January 14, 1941, a 
letter written by Amos Pinchot. The Pinchot letter stated: "Many young Socialists 
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declare that what is generally called the Roosevelt Program is in reality the Laski 
program, imposed on New Deal thinkers and finally on the President, by the 
London Professor of Economics and his friends." The only thing wrong with that 
bold statement is that Laski was a professor of political science, not economics. 
Otherwise, the observation was right on target! 

Laski carried on lengthy correspondence with Frankfurter, urging him to be 
vigilant and push the "political psychology" of Fabian Socialism. There can be no 
doubt whatsoever that Laski’s advice to Frankfurter served as the basis for sweep- 
ing changes made by the Supreme Court, changes that completely altered the 
course and the character of the United States. If ever it could be said that the 
"New Deal" had a father, that father was not Roosevelt, but the Fabian Society’s 
Professor Harold Laski. 

Even to this day, so few Americans are aware of the vast influence Fabian 
Society Professor Laski had on Roosevelt. Six months after Pearl Harbor got the 
United States into WWII as planned, Eleanor Roosevelt invited Laski to be the 
keynote speaker at the International Students Congress that was set to take place 
in September of 1942, the one that Churchill refused to let Laski attend. 

Congressman Woodruff of Michigan put it very succinctly, when he 
denounced Laski as having "a key to the back door of the White House." Had 
patriots been able to access the private letters between Laski, Frankfurter and 
Roosevelt, they might have aroused enough righteous indignation to get Laski 
expelled from the country, a fate he richly deserved. 

Graham Wallas was another leading Socialist whose influence over 
Frankfurter and Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes is said to have turned American 
jurisprudence upside down. It is said that through William Wisemen, head of MI6 
North American Desk, Laski got Frankfurter appointed to one of the very first 
purely Socialist-oriented panels: The Mediation Commission On Industrial 
Unrest. 

In Britain, Fabianism penetrated every comer, every nook and cranny of the 
civil and military scene. No facet of society was immune to its penetration, which 
is the path it was to follow in its invasion of the United States. Truly, Socialism 
is a more deadly enemy than was ever faced by George Washington and his troops 
during the American War of Independence. This ongoing war never ceases, day 
or night, the battle for the hearts, minds, and the souls of the American nation goes 
forward. 

One of the bulwarks against Socialism penetration is the Christian religion. 
Clemment Atlee, a leading Fabianist who went on to become prime minister of 
England put the successes of the Fabian Socialists down to its penetration of 
labor. But Irish Catholic labor was never penetrated by Webb, Shaw, or any of the 
other leading lights of the Fabian Society. There is much hope in this for us today 
as we seek to find ways of halting Socialism’s relentless march across the North 
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American continent, a march that will end in the camps of Communist slavery, for 
indeed, Socialism is the road to slavery. 

The slippery, slimy, treasonous methods adopted to spread Socialism is no 
place better demonstrated that in the prominent Socialists who were never recog- 
nized as such. These leading lights appeared in positions of great power, while 
never openly admitting their Socialist aspirations. A few names will help to illus- 
trate the point: In Britain: 
The Rt. Hon L. S. Amery. Lectured at Livingston Hall, an important education 
center. 
Professor A.D. Lindsay, lecturer at Kingston Hall, an important education center. 
Annie Besant, leader of the Theosophist movement, 
Oswald Mosley, M.P., and Fascist leader in England. 
Malcolm Muggeridge, author, scholar, lecturer. 
Bertrand Russell, elder statesmen, the Committee of 300, Kingsway Hall lecturer. 
Wickham Steed, perhaps one of the most famous of all British Broadcasting 
Corporation (BBC) commentators whose opinions influenced millions of the 
BBC’s listeners. 
Arnold Toynbee, Kingsway Hall lecturer. 
J.B. Priestly, author. 
Rebecca West, Kingsway Hall lecturer. 
Anthony Wedgewood Benn, Kingsway Hall lecturer. 
Sydney Silverman, lecturer and parliamentarian. 

On the American side, the following personalities kept their Socialist beliefs well 
hidden: 

Archibald Cox, Watergate special prosecutor. 
Arthur Goldberg, Secretary of Labor, United Nations Rep. etc. 
Henry Steel Commager, writer and publisher. 
John Gunther, writer, reporter for LIFE magazine. 
George F. Kenan, specialist on Bolshevik Russia. 
Joseph and Stewart Alsop, writers, newspaper columnist opinion-makers. 
Dr.  Margaret Meade, anthropologist, author. 
Mart in Luther King, Southern Christian Leadership Conference civil rights 

leader. 
Averill Harriman, Industrialist, roving representative, prominent Democrat. 

Birch Bayh, United States Senator. 
Henry Fowler, under Secretary, United States Treasury. 
G. Mennen Williams, industrialist, Department of State. 
Adlai Stevens, Politician. 
Paul Volcker, Federal Reserve Board. 
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Chester Bowles. 
Harry S. Truman, President of the United States. 
Lowell Weicker, United States Senator. 
Hubert Humphrey, United States Senator. 
Walter Mondale, United States Senator. 
Bill Clinton, President, United States. 
William Sloane Coffin, Church leader. 

There are hundreds more names, some prominent, others not so prominent, 
but the foregoing are enough to make the point. The careers of these people fit 
very neatly the type of enemy described by President Andrew Jackson. 

One person who contributed a great deal to the spread of Socialism in Britain 
and the United States was the famous Malcolm Muggeridge. The son of H.T. 
Muggeridge, Malcom enjoyed a distinguished career writing for "Punch," with 
good connections in Moscow. The fact that he was a nephew of the great lady, 
Beatrice Webb, did not hurt. Muggeridge wrote for the "New Statesman" and the 
"Fabian News" and was much sought-after as a speaker at the Society’s weekend 
schools. Malcolm Muggeridge became one of the main draw-cards for Socialism 
in the United States, and was often featured very prominently on television inter- 
views.

 WHAT SOCIALISM IS: 

WHY IT LEADS TO SLAVERY 

"Where the ends they seek are concerned, Socialism and Communism are 
virtually interchangeable terms. Indeed, Lenin’s party continued to call itself, 
’Social Democrat’ until the Seventh Party Congress of March, 1918, when it sub- 

stituted the term, ’Bolshevik’ as aprotest against the non-revolutionary attitude of 
the Socialist parties of the West."...Ezra Taft Benson� A Race Against Time, 

Dec. 10, 1963. 
"Through restructuring, we want to give Socialism a second wind. To 

achieve this, the Communist Party of the Soviet Union returns to the origins and 
principles or the Bolshevik Revolution, to the Leninist ideas about the construc- 
tion of a new society." Mikhail Gorbachev, in a speech at the Kremlin in July 
1989. 

These highly revealing comments, and other which we shall quote as we pro- 
ceed, put Socialism in its proper perspective. Most modern day Americans have 
only a vague idea of what Socialism is about, viewing it as a semi-benign move- 
ment whose goals are a general improvement of the living standards of the ordi- 
nary people. Nothing could be further from the truth. Socialism has one place to 
go, and that is Communism. We have been besieged by the media, led to believe 
that Communism is dead, but some thinking will convince us otherwise. 

The Fabian Socialists closely followed the Communist Manifesto of 1848, 
but in a more genteel, less abrasive manner. Their aims however, were the same: 
A world revolution which would end in a One World Government � New World 
Order in which capitalism would be replaced by Socialism in a welfare state, in 
which every individual would be beholden to a dictatorial Socialist hierarchy for 
everything in life. 

There would be no private property, no constitutional government, only 
authoritarian rule. Every individual would be beholden to the Socialist state for 
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his sustenance. Outwardly, this would in theory be of great benefit to the ordinary 
people, but an examination of the Socialist experiments in England, reveals the 
system as a complete, unworkable failure. As we show elsewhere, Great Britain 
of 1994 has totally collapsed because of the Socialists and their welfare state. 

The Fabian Socialists set out to achieve their goals in England and the United 
States by placing intellectuals in key positions from where they were able to exert 
undue influence in changing the direction of both countries. In the United States, 
the two prime agents in this regard undoubtedly were Professor Harold Laski and 
John Kenneth Galbraith. In the background, one of the "old guard" of British 
Fabianism, Graham Wallas, was director of propaganda. Together, they wrote the 
"Basis of The Fabian Society of Socialists." 

’The Fabian Society therefore aims at the reorganization of society by the 
emancipation of land and Industrial Capital from individual and class ownership, 
and vesting of them in the community for the general benefit...The Society 
accordingly works for the extinction of private property in land.. .The Society fur- 
ther works for the transfer to the Community of such Industrial capital as can be 
conveniently handled by Society. For the attainment of these ends the Fabian 
Society looks to the spread of Socialist opinions, and the social and political 
changes consequent thereon...It seeks to achieve these ends by the general dis- 
semination of knowledge as to the relation between the individual and the Society 
in its economic, ethical and political aspects." 

In 1938, the aims and objects of the Society were somewhat altered: 
’The Fabian Society of Socialists." 
"It is therefore the aims at the establishment of a society in which the eco- 

nomic power of individuals and classes shall be abolished through the collective 
ownership and democratic control of the economic resources of the community. 
It seeks to secure these ends by the methods of political democracy. The Fabian 
Society shall be affiliated with the Labour Party. Its activities shall be in further- 
ance of Socialism and the education of the public along Socialist lines by the 
holding of meetings, lectures, discussion groups, conferences and summer 
schools; the promotion of research into political, economic and social problems 
and periodicals; and by any other appropriate means." 

One is at once struck by the number of times "community" appears, along- 
side the playing down of individual rights. In this, it appears that Fabian 
Socialism set its face against Christianity from the earliest gatherings of the orig- 
inal few in London. The determination to nationalize industrial projects that 
served the public was very evident and bore a striking resemblance to what the 
Communist Manifesto of 1848 said on the subject. It was also evident that the 
purpose of Fabian Socialism was to establish a National Cooperative Common 
wealth Society, in which everyone would have the same rights to the economic 
wealth of the nation. 
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The Boston Bellamy Club, which opened in 1888, succeeded the Fellowship 
of New Life with its Theosophical learnings and became the first Fabian Socialist 
enterprise in the United States. The Basis was somewhat different: 

"The principal of the Brotherhood of Humanity is one of eternal truths that gov- 
ern the world’s progress on lines which distinguish human from brute nature. No 
truth can prevail unless practically applied. Therefore those who seek the welfare of 
man must endeavor to suppress the system founded on brute principles of competi- 
tion and put in its place another based on the nobler principles of association..." 

"We advocate no sudden or ill-considered change; we make no war upon 
individuals who have accumulated immense fortunes simply by carrying out to a 
logical end the false principles upon which business is now based. The combina- 
tions, trusts, and syndicates of which people at present complain, demonstrate the 
practicability of our basic principle of association. We merely seek to push the 
principle a little further and have industries operated in the interests of the 
nation�the people organized, the organic unity of t he whole people." 

The prose was the work of Sydney Webb, and Edward Pease, Fabian Society 
historian, who traveled to the United States in the 1880s to set in motion 
American Fabian Socialism. The mildness of the tone and the choice of words 
belies its iron-hard inner core of revolutionary aims. The use of the word 
"reforms" was intended to disarm critics as were Fabian publications like "The 
Fabian News" which advocated "reforms" that would prove particularly injurious 
to the United States Constitution. It paved the way for the ongoing revolution that 
is changing the United States from a Confederated Republic into a Socialist 
Welfare State. (It was George Washington who described the United States as a 
Confederated Republic). 

In the "American Fabian" of 1895, (unlike the disguised Socialists who 
infest the United States House and Senate and the Judiciary and who act as advis- 
ers to the President) the Fabian Socialist aims for America were rather plainly 
stated: 

"We call our paper, ’The American Fabian’ for two reasons; we call it 
’Fabian’ because we desire to make it stand for the kind of educational Socialist 
work which is so ably done by the English Fabian Society...We call our paper, 
’The American Fabian’ because our policies must in a measure differ from those 
of the English Fabians. England and America are alike in some things; in some 
things they are utterly unlike. England’s constitution readily admits to constant 
though gradual modification. Our American Constitution does not readily admit 
to such change. England can thus move into Socialism almost imperceptibly. Our 
Constitution being largely individualist must be changed to admit Socialism and 
each change necessitates a political crisis." 

Thus from the very beginning it was clear that the main challenge to intro- 
ducing Socialism to the United States was the Constitution and that from that day

onwards, it became the target of Socialist attacks on the institutions that make up 
the Confederated Republic of the United States of America. As we shall see, to 
this end, callous, hardened Socialists like Walt Whitman Rostow were employed 
to undermine the very foundation of the nation. As trained observers were quick 
to recognize, Fabian Socialism was not just a nice, friendly debating society run 
by professors and educated ladies, who talked with polished accents and project- 
ed an air of sweet reason ableness. 

Fabian Socialism developed the art of dissembling and lying without seeming 
to lie. Many were deceived in England, and later, in the United States, where we are 
still being deceived on a grand scale. But there were occasions when Socialist lead- 
ers could not contain themselves, such as the occasion of the 1936 Eastern Spring 
Conference of Professional Schools for Teachers. Roger Baldwin explained the dou- 
ble meaning of words so often used by Fabian Socialists: "progressive" meant ’"the 
forces working for the democraticizing of industry by extending public ownership 
and control," while "democracy" meant "strong trade unions, government regulation 
of business, ownership by the people of industries that serve the public." 

Senator Lehman was another Socialist who was unable to contain his eager- 
ness to introduce Fabian Socialism into the United States. Speaking on the occa- 
sion of the American Fabian League Anniversary Symposium on "Freedom and 
the Welfare State," Lehman had this to say: 

"A hundred and seventy years ago the welfare state concept was translated 
into the basic law of this land by the founders of the republic...The founding 
Fathers were the ones who really originated the welfare state." Lehman, like so 
many of his Socialist colleagues in the Senate, had not the foggiest notion of the 
Constitution, so it was not surprising that he got it mixed up with the Preamble to 
the Constitution, which was never made a part of the Constitution simply because 
our Founding Fathers rejected the concept of a welfare state. 

The Preamble to the Constitution: "to create a more perfect union and to pro- 
mote the general welfare..." Sen. Lehman seemed to be engaging in wishful think- 
ing for this clause is not part of the United States Constitution. He also appeared to 
be engaging in the favorite Socialist technique of twisting words and their meaning. 

There is a General Welfare Clause in the United States Constitution and it is 
found in Article 1, Section 8 of the delegated powers of Congress. But in this set- 
ting it means the general welfare of ALL citizens, that is to say, their state of well 
being which is a far cry from the Socialist meaning of a general handout, the dole, 
i.e. individual welfare provided by the state. 

Probably the first time the American Socialists tried to implement their plan 
to attack industrial capital, came with a crafty scheme proposed by Rexford Guy 
Tugwell. The scheme involved appointing consumers to the twenty-seven indus- 
try boards that were to be set up under what was called "The National Recovery 
Act." Tugwell was really trying to do away with the profit motive; stripped of its 
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seemingly benevolent intention of reducing prices to consumers, the real intention 
was to slice the profits of the entrepreneurs and increase the wages of the work- 

ers accordingly, but the scheme was declared unconstitutional by a unanimous 
decision of the Supreme Court. In 1935, the Court was not yet packed with 

"Liberal" (i.e. Socialist) judges. 
Roosevelt was quick to change that "imbalance." It is safe to say that the 

Supreme Court in the 1920s-1930s really saved the United States from being 
taken over by the Fabian Socialists who had come pouring into every level of 
government, banking, industry, and the Congress, in an effort to literally over- 
whelm the country. 

Socialists, in their endeavor to get past the Constitution with so called "laws" 
like the unconstitutional Brady bill, do not know that the United States 
Constitution is "the perfect equipoise, equilibrium or balance of the common 
law." The way in which the Constitution was drafted was that all of its provisions 
meet in the center to neutralize each other, which why bills the Socialist try to slip 
through on the premise that they can divide the Constitution, are null and void. 
The Constitution has to be read as a whole, it cannot be isolated and parted to fit 
the weird aspirations of men like President Clinton. This is what Ramsey 
McDonald came up against, and it is what totally frustrated Professor Laski. 

The Fabian Society of London and its American counterpart were not known 
for letting obstacles stand in their way. To get around constitutional safeguards, 
the American Fabian League came up with the idea that any of their proposals that 
ran counter to the constitution should be subjected to a referendum. Obviously, 
with their considerable resources, and with almost the entire jackal press in their 
pockets, the Fabians felt sure that they could swing public opinion their way. Just 
look at what they did in standing behind George Bush’s totally illegal Gulf War. 

Being aware of the true nature of Socialism and its aims, makes it easier to 
understand why the Bolshevik Revolution was bought and paid for by City of 
London and Wall Street bankers, backed by government action which seemed 
always to help the Bolsheviks. The Bolshevik Revolution which was so beloved 
by Gorbachev, was not an indigenous revolution of the Russian people. Rather, it 
wais a foreign ideology, forced upon the Russian nation at the cost of millions of 
lives. Bolshevism was neither wanted nor requested by the Russian people; they 
had no say and no defense against this monstrous political, social and religious 
force that overcame their land. 

It is just so with Socialism, which forces human beings to accept deliberate- 
ly engineered changes of a most far-reaching nature which they don’t want 
and 

which are carried out against their wills. Take the so-called Panama Canal treaty 
as an example. The only difference between Bolshevism and Socialism is that in 
the lormer, brute force and terror tactics are used, while the Socialist does his 
work slowly and stealthily, the intended victim never knowing who the enemy is 
nor what the end result will be. 
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In "World Revolution" we find the true aims of the Communists and their 
Socialist twin: 

"The goal of world revolution is not the destruction of civilization in a mate- 
rial sense: the revolution desired by the leaders is moral and spiritual revolution, 
and anarchy of ideas by which all standards set up through the nineteen centuries 
shall be reversed, all honored traditions trampled underfoot, and above all, the 
Christian ideal finally obliterated." A study of Franklin Roosevelt’s book, "On 
Our Way," yields substantially the same conclusions. 

Emma Goldman, one of the Socialist’s bright stars, engineered the murder of 
President McKinley. This was the "direct" method favored by Communism, but 
in the last two decades we have seen the type of Socialist anarchy that uses calum- 
ny, slander, traducery, maligning and denigration of individual members of the 
House, Senate and the Presidency, who have attempted to reveal the dreadful 
Senator Joseph McCarthy, Senator Huey Long, Vice President Agnew � the list 
is much longer but these names should suffice to make the point. 

Fabian Socialist "nobility" is far from being true. They want to gain control 
of education and the publishing business for the sole purposes of altering the 
minds of the people by falsely changing the premises upon which opinions are 
made, individually, and en-mass. A small group of Fabian Socialists set out to 
accomplish this by moving silently and stealthily, thereby not alerting the audi- 
ence they wished to capture, as to their real purpose. It can be said with a certain 
degree of accuracy, that today, in 1994, this small group has come a long way in 
that they virtually control the destiny of the English-speaking world. 

The Bolshevik Revolution would never have got off the ground were it not 
for the full backing and financial resources of leading Socialists in Britain and the 
United States. The rise of Bolshevism, and how it was financed by Lord Alfred 
Milner and the Wall Street banks, controlled on a day-to-day basis by Milner’s 
emissaries, Bruce Lockhart and Sydney Reilly of British intelligence MI6, is 
detailed in "Diplomacy By Deception." 

In the United States the Socialist purveyors hang other signs outside their polit- 
ical shop windows. No one ever calls himself or herself a Socialist, at least not in 
public. They wear no badge, registering themselves, "Liberals," "Progressives" and 
"Moderates." Power hungry moves are disguised in terms of "peace" and "human- 
itarianism." In this regard, the American Socialists are no less devious than their 
British controllers. They adopted the British Fabian Socialist attitude toward nation- 
alism, declaring it to be irrelevant and not essential to achieving what they call, 
"Social equality," i.e. Socialism. American Socialists joined with their British 
cousins in declaring that the best way to break down nationalism and advance the 
cause of Socialism is via a graduated income tax program. 

Fabian Socialists can be identified by the company they keep and the pro- 
grams they support. This rule of thumb is very helpful in singling out its secretive 
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men and women. In the United States they work at a slower pace than their British 
counterparts, never showing the direction in which they are traveling. One of their 
number, Arthur J. Schlesinger Jr., who won a Pulitzer prize for his Socialist lead- 
ership, wrote, ’There seems no inherent obstacle to the GRADUAL (emphasis 
added) implementing of Socialism in the United States through a series of ’New 
Deals’ which is a process of backing into Socialism." (Partisan Review 1947) 

We should be aware that traditional liberties we take for granted are gravely 
threatened by Socialism, which brings far-reaching, damaging, changes on the 
installment plan. All the while, thanks to their control of the book industry, pub- 
lishing in general and the press, we are going through a non-stop process of being 
conditioned through "psychopolitics" to accept these Socialist-mandated changes 
as inevitable. The deadly, destructive Socialist programs forced upon the United 
States, beginning in the Wilson presidency, have always appeared to be beneficial 
and helpful, while in reality, destructive and divisive. 

Socialism can be fairly described as a dangerous conspiracy cloaked in a 
mantle of reforms. Almost without exception, their programs have been, and are 
always described as "reforms." The Socialists "reformed" education, and they are 
"reforming" health care. They "reformed" the banking system, which "reform" 
gave us the Federal Reserve Banks. They "reformed" trade laws and broke down 
protective tariffs that had provided most of the revenue needed to run the coun- 
try, right up until 1913. 

In education, the Fabian Socialists seek to create a "mediocre majority" that 
has the semblance, but not the substance, of being educated. 

The Fabian Socialists fought a secret war to gain control of education, which 
began in the 1920s and triumphed in 1980 with the passage of the Department of 
Education signed into law by President Carter. This great victory for Socialism guar- 
anteed that henceforth only mediocre students would leave high school. That was the 
sum and substance of Socialist "reform" of education. There is a misconception 
abroad that we are smarter today than our forbears. Yet, if we look at the school cur- 
riculum in 1857, we find this is an absolutely false idea. The subjects in which high 
school students had to be proficient enough to graduate included: 
"Thompson’s Arithmetic" 
"Robinson’s Algebra" 
"Davie’s Algebra" 
"Davie’s Geometry" 
"Comstock’s Philosophy" 
"Willard’s History" 
"Cutter’s Physiology" 
"Brown’s Grammar" 
"Mitchell’s Geography" 
"Sander’s Series"

Looking at the curriculum of colleges in the late 1880s leaves one astound- 
ed by the complexity and number of subjects taught. In those days students stud- 
ied history and knew all about Napoleon and Alexander the Great. There was no 
such thing as sheer guesswork, i.e., "multiple choice" questions. Students could 
answer the questions in their exam papers or they could not. If they did not know 
them, they were failed and had to stay back to do further study. 

There were no elective methods to get by what you did not know. Today, 
there is one elective after another, which leaves students uneducated and unpre- 
pared for the outside world. Mediocrity is the result, and that is the desired goal 
of Fabian Socialism educational "reforms," to produce a nation with a mediocre 
educational level. 

The great Socialist mischief that laid education in the United States low came 
with the U.S. Supreme Court case, "Brown vs. School Board, Topeka, Kansas." 
In this case the Socialists arranged matters so that educational standards were set 
just above the lowest common denominator, slightly above the more backward 
elements in the class room. This was the level at which all children were hence- 
forth to be taught. Obviously, the upper range of intelligent students were held at 
the mediocre levels. 

So far has education regressed in the United States, that even those whom we 
think we elect to serve us in Congress, do not understand the language of the 
Constitution of the United States and our Senators, in particular, grow more 
incompetent in the Constitution with each passing year. 

Returning to the Bolshevik Revolution. The deception was the Socialist 
leaders in England gave the false impression that it was a "Socialist" revolu- 
tion meant to improve the lot of the Russian people and put paid to the tyran- 
ny of the Romanovs. In fact, the Romanovs were the most benign of all mon- 
archs in Europe, with a genuine love and caring for their people. Deception is 
the hall mark of Socialism. Its motto. "Make Haste Slowly" is deceptive, 
because Socialism has not gone slowly and it is not a friend of the working 
people. Socialism is Communism proceeding more cautiously, but the goals 
are the same, although the means differ in some instances. The common goal 
of Communism and Socialism is to liquidate the true capitalist free enterprise 
system and replace it with a strong central government which has control of 
every aspect of production and distribution of goods and services. Anyone 
who stands in their way is immediately labeled "reactionary," "rightwing 
extremist" a "McCarthy reactionary," "fascist," "religious extremists" and so 
on. When you hear these words spoken, then you know the speaker is a 
Socialist. 

Communism and Socialism have as their common objective an ushering in 
of a federal, One World Government, or as it has become more popularly known, 
the "New World Order." Learn what their leaders had to say:

"I am convinced that Socialism is correct. I am an adherent of 
Socialism...We are not going to change Soviet power, of course, or abandon its 
fundamental principles, but we acknowledge the need for changes that will 
strengthen Socialism" � Mikhail Gorbachev. 

"The ultimate aim of the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR) is to create a 
One World Socialist system and make the United States an official part of it." � 
Senator Dan Smoot, "The Unseen Hand." 

"The American people will never knowingly, accept Socialism, but under the 
name of Liberalism, they will adopt every fragment of the Socialist program, until 
one day America will be a Socialist nation without knowing how it hap- 
pened...The United States is making greater strides toward adopting Socialism 
under Eisenhower than under President Franklin D. Roosevelt. � Norman 
Thomas. "Two Worlds." 

To understand the full plan and purpose of Florence Kelley’s "legislative 
action" of American Socialists, one must first carefully read the Declaration of 
Principles of the Fabian Socialists and international Socialism: 

"It’s purpose is to secure a majority in Congress and in every State legisla- 
ture, to win the principal executive and judicial offices, to become the dominant 
party, and when in power, to transfer the industries to ownership by the people, 
beginning with those of public character, such as banking, insurance etc." 

In the United States, the vast majority of Socialists are found in the Democrat 
Party, with a smattering of "progressives" in the Republican Party. In this sense, 
Fabian Socialism is a political party, albeit by adoption, as it was in England with 
the takeover of the Labour Party. It will be recalled that Kelley was the driving 
force behind the highly destructive false psycho judicial "Brandeis Briefs" which 
changed the way rulings are arrived at by the Supreme Court. Kelley was a close 
friend of Socialist lesbian Eleanor Roosevelt. (The "Brandeis Briefs" method 
totally sabotaged our legal system and is another example of unwanted, undesir- 
able Socialist-originated changes being forced on the people of the United States.) 

In pages 9962-9977, Congressional Record, Senate, May 31, 1924, we find 
the Socialists and Communists aims spelled out even more plainly: 

"In short, American Communists themselves admit that it is impossible to pro- 
mote revolution in this country unless the rights of the States are destroyed, and a 
centralized bureaucracy, under an entrenched cast of bureaucrats similar to those in 
Europe, for Communists (and Socialists) the basic conditions for revolution." 
While this is slanted toward the Communist goals, let us not forget that it is also 
the Socialist’s goal, differing only by method and in degree. 

To which I would add that under Presidents Johnson, Carter, Bush and Clinton, 
the Socialist agenda for the United States has gone into high gear. Clinton will be a 
single-term president, but will do more to strongly promote Socialist plans, and do 
more actual damage than either Roosevelt, Eisenhower or Johnson. 
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It is plainly evident to those who seek the truth that Communism is not dead. 
It is only taking a temporary respite and is presently waiting in the wings while 
Socialism catches up. What we have today is what Karl Marx called "Scientific 
Socialism." It was also called "psychopolitics" by Professor Harold Laski. 
President Kennedy adopted "scientific Socialism�his  "New Frontier" program 
taken directly from the British Fabian Society blueprint, "New Frontiers," by 
Henry Wallace (New York, Reynal and Hitchcock 1934). 

"Psychopolitics" was summed up by Charles Morgan in his book, "Liberties 
of the Mind:" 

"...we are all being conditioned to accept limitations of freedom...I fear that 
unconsciously, even if we are ready to accept this new infection...There is no 
immunity in the great mass of our people and no consciousness of danger.. .One 
can think of many ways in which the population as a whole is being conditioned 
or prepared for this mental change, this loss of individuality and identity." A clear- 
er explanation of Socialism boring away from within would be hard to find. 

The Socialists have been practicing psychopolitics upon the people of 
England and the United States since the appearance of the Communist Manifesto 
of 1848. That is why we find in 1994, our senators arguing over the merits of one 
"national health plan" over another, instead of rejecting outright the whole idea 
as a Socialist subterfuge. It was Lenin who said that a national health plan is the 
arch of Socialism. Likewise, we had the Senate debating the merits of the so 
called Brady bill, instead of rejecting it out of hand as a Socialist subterfuge to get 
around the Constitution of the United States. An entire book could be written on 
this subject alone. 

The Kennedy administration contained 36 Fabian Socialists. Two were cab- 
inet members, three were White House aides, two were undersecretaries and one 
was an assistant secretary of state. The remainder were in policy making positions 
of vital importance. That is why so many Kennedy-era policy decisions ran con- 
trary to the best interests of the United States and its people and seemed oddly at 
variance with what Kennedy said he stood for. 

Since the death of Kennedy, Socialism has taken deep root in the United 
States, always watered and nurtured by those who are called "Liberals," 
"Moderates" and nursed with great bouts of "tolerance." Colonel Mandel House, 
and Sir William Wiseman, director of the North American desk for British intel- 
ligence M16 "ran" President Wilson, who became the first openly Socialist 
American President to sit in the Oval Office. 

Fabian Socialism dominated six United States presidents, starting with 
Woodrow Wilson. The Socialists goals never varied, particularly in what they 
described as "the difficulties to be overcome," and these were, and in some 
instances still are: 
1. Religion, especially the Christian religion. 
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2. National pride of nation states. 
3. Patriotism. 
4. The United States Constitution and States constitutions. 
5. Opposition to a graduated income tax. 
7. Breaking down trade barriers. These goals are described in their blueprint, 
American Fabian Techniques," based on obscurantism. 

The Fabian Socialist movement was only interested in recruiting the elite of 
British society, men like Clement Atlee, Sir Stafford Cripps, Herbert Morrison, 
Emmanuel Shinwell, Ernest Bevin, Lord Grey, Lord Asquith and Ramsey 
McDonald, who went on to work their will on England from Parliament. While these 
names may be foreign to American readers, these men played a vital role in directing 
the course the United States was to take, and as such, are worthy of mention. 

An interesting sidelight on the Fabian Society is that its committee deter- 
mined that no more than 5 percent of the population were worthy of becoming 
good Socialist leaders. Some British Fabian Socialists played vital roles in chang- 
ing the course and direction of the United States and we shall return to this aspect. 
Fabian Socialist MacDonald, who went on to become prime minister of England, 
was dispatched to the United States in 1893, to spy out the land. On his return on 
January 14, 1898, MacDonald told his committee members, ’The great bar to 
Socialist progress in the United States is its written Constitution, Federal and 
State,  which give ultimate power to a law court." 

MacDonald further stated that it would be necessary to work diligently to 
carry out the directive of Edward Bellamy, an American Fabian Socialist. Most of 
us will know him as the author of the book, "Uncle Tom’s Cabin" which was 
drafted by his mentor, Colonel Thomas Wentworth, a noted Abolitionist and as 
ardent a Fabian Socialist as one could find. 

Bellamy was an true believer and follower of the British Fabian Society and 
one of its first American Fabian chapter members. Writing in the "American 
Fabian" in February, 1895, three years before MacDonald delivered his fact-find- 
ing report of his tour of the United States, Bellamy stated, "...our Constitution 
being largely individualistic must be changed to admit Socialism, and each 
change necessitates a political crisis. This means the raising of great issues." 

Didn’t Wilson raise "great issues" and didn’t Roosevelt, Truman, 
Eisenhower, Kennedy, Johnson and Bush do the same thing and isn’t it remark- 
able that Clinton is constantly "raising great issues?" This is the methodology of 
Socialism: raise "great issues" like the so called "healthcare reform" and behind 
the clouds of dust raised by the issue, do the dirty, underhand work of undermin- 

 ing the Constitution of the United States. 
Herein lies the root explanation of the political actions taken by Presidents 
Wilson, Roosevelt, Truman, Eisenhower, Kennedy, Johnson, Bush and 

Clinton. 
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MacDonald’s proposals followed very precisely the model laid down by Bellamy. 
MacDonald stressed that the need to alter the Constitution of the United States 
should be preeminent in the thinking of Fabian Socialist. We stress once again 
that Fabian Socialism differed somewhat from European Socialism, more espe- 
cially in that it claimed to have no party affiliations. This would be true, if we 
ignored the fact that by "penetration and permeation" it took over the British 
Labour and Liberal Parties and has now taken over the Democrat Party of the 
United States. 

MacDonald reported that the underlying principles of the United States 
Constitution rested on the rights guaranteed by the Fifth Amendment, especially 
the right to own property as a corollary to Isaac Newtons’ Natural Law. Therefore, 
said MacDonald, changing the Constitution was to be done in an obliquely, high- 
ly secretive way and over a period of many years. He also pointed to the block to 
Socialist tactics of penetration and permeation posed by the separation of powers 
between the three departments of government. 

MacDonald’s words were an echo of what Bellamy had proposed in February 
of 1895. At least Bellamy was better educated in the constitution than are the vast 
majority of judges and politicians in this day and age. He readily admitted that the 
Constitution of the United States was not flexible. This shows up the ignorance 
of Judge Ruth Ginsberg, lately appointed to the Supreme Court by Socialist 
President Clinton, who told a Senate Judiciary Sub-Committee hearing that the 
Constitution is "flexible," whereas it is immutable. 

The great vision of Fabian Socialism of the 1890s was to "revise" the United 
States Constitution, that is, "reform" it. Although it appeared on the surface that 
such a task was beyond its abilities, Fabian ability to work silently and secretly 
was unfortunately under estimated and overlooked. It reminds me of the popular 
Frank Sinatra song about some ambitious ants and a rubber tree. The ants had no 
chance of taking the tree away in one operation, but they nevertheless accom- 
plished the impossible, carrying it away, leaf by leaf, until the rubber tree was 
demolished. I believe this is a good analogy of how Fabian Socialism has been 
working since 1895 (a task which still is ongoing) to carry off the United States 
Constitution piece by piece. 

Bellamy and MacDonald might be described as "visionaries," but they were 
Fabian Socialist visionaries with definite ideas about how to succeed. The meth- 
ods described by "The American Socialist" called for establishing a Socialist elite 
in the United States, and then schooling the elite cadre on how to take advantage 
of every local, state and national crisis for the covert ends of Socialism and to gain 
support for such ideas through a well-organized penetration of the press. The 
crystallizing of American Fabian Socialism began in earnest in 1905. 

’The American Socialist" also called for forming a cadre of Fabian Socialist 
professors who in later years would act as advisors for a series of presidents, 
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thereby steering them in the direction of the grand design to socialize the United 
States. These far-left-of-Marx and Lenin professors were drawn mainly from the 
ranks of Harvard University Law School. "Educational work" was undertaken by 
the elite Harvard Socialist Club, which when overlaid on the British Fabian 
Society � one of the few times they were bold enoug h to show their Socialist col- 
ors � revealed a close match.  

Charter members of the Harvard Socialist Club included Walter Lippmann, 
one of those selected by MacDonald and Bellamy to establish a Socialist elite 
cadre in the United States. Lippmann spent years penetrating the business world. 
The role played by Lippmann in turning this country toward Fabian Socialism 
will be explored at another time. As we shall see, Socialists in the inner circles of 
power were an enemy more to be feared than Communism, although the 
Americans public was never allowed to see it this way. As I have so often said in 
the past, "the enemy in Washington is more to be feared than the enemy in 
Moscow." 

The average American, when he did hear anything about Socialism under its 
own label, was repelled. In the 1890s, the American Fabian Society was a fledg- 
ting, organization much in need of guidance, especially in the technique of going 
slowly and obscuring its goals. Thus, when Socialism was mentioned at all, it 
conjured up visions of weird sexual practices � whi ch today, Socialists are striv- 
ing to make culturally acceptable � and how to make  the dole (welfare) afford- 
able for everybody. Thus, it was not taken seriously, except by a handful of schol- 
ars who saw it as a greater danger than Bolshevism, at least to America. 

And when Engels, the deceptive practices role model of Socialists and 
Marxists visited the United States in 1886, a mistake was made by promoting his 
vitriolic, book, "Origin of the Family" which later became the Bible for the abor- 
tionists, the homosexuals and the so called "women’s lib" movement of Molly 
Yard, Patricia Schroeder, Eleanor Smeal. There is some proof that the purpose of 
the visit by Engels was to lay the foundation of the new, American Fabian 
Socialist Club. 

Similarly, when Eleanor Marx � Karl Marx’s daughter  who was known to 
be the mistress of George Bernard Shaw � toured the United States with anoth- 
er lover, this time the live-in Edward Aveling, public reaction was highly unfa- 
vorable. The public uproar about "free love" caught European Socialists by sur- 
prise, having no idea just how entrenched Christian values were in American soci- 
ety at that time. They had miscalculated in espousing "free love" (the basis of 
abortion, i.e. free love without responsibility) and their attacks on the values of 
the family brought nothing but angry responses. 

This taught the American Socialists a big lesson: More haste was a losing 
philosophy. It had to be "make haste slowly." But the Socialists never gave up, 
never lost sight of their goals, and as a result, today, the evils of Socialism domi- 
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nate America on every hand, gaining strength, culturally, religiously and social 
acceptance as they never did when Engels and Eleanor Marx and Edward Aveling 
were touting their wares. Readers are probably aware that Aveling was the offi- 
cial translator from German to English of "Das Kapital," the best known of the 
works written by Marx. 

In order to deflect criticism away from Socialism, the British Fabian Society 
decided to form a group in the United States that became known as the American 
Economic Association which convened on September 9, 1885. Only the elite 
cadre of American Socialists in the making were invited to attend. (It was fol- 
lowing this meeting that the British Fabian Socialists decided that Mac Donald 
would have to visit the United States to ascertain what problems were in the way 
of Socialism, and how to overcome them.) 

The American Economic Association drew all the leading Socialist and 
would-be Socialist leaders of the day to Saratoga, New York on September 9, 
1885. Many of the "distinguished guests" as they were described in the New York 
newspapers, were leading Socialist professors, among them, Woodrow Wilson 
who was to become the first openly Socialist president of the United States. 

Others in attendance were Professors Ely, H. R. Adams, John R. Commons 
and E. James, Dr. E. R. Seligman of Columbia, Dr. Albert Shaw and E.W. Bemis, 
who went on to become the leading disciples of Socialism in America. None were 
known outside of their limited academic circles, and Socialism was not given any 
thought as a serious threat to the American way of life. This was a mistake that 
was to be made many times in the future, one which is being repeated today. From 
this small beginning has grown the oak tree of Socialism in the United States, 
whose spreading branches now threaten the Confederate Republic of the United 
States. Wilson, then at Bryn Mawr College, went on to teach Socialism at the 
Philadelphia University Extension in 1902, disguised as Political Science. 

There he was immersed with other leading Socialist in promoting Socialist 
ideas in teaching. Included in the list of Socialist professors were British Fabian 
Society members, Sydney Webb, R.W. Alden and Edward R. Pease; Ely and 
Adams, two of his American associates we have already mentioned. Other promi- 
nent American Socialists who fed Wilson on a diet of their Socialist ideas were 
Morris Hilquitt and Upton Sinclair. Their contacts with British Fabian Socialists 
extended to meetings held at Oxford between 1805 and 1901. 

Dr. Seligman of Columbia University sponsored the meetings and is credit- 
ed with the foresight of having the presidency go to Wilson. The similarity 
between the rise of Wilson and Clinton is quite remarkable: Both were strongly 
Socialist by persuasion, both were surrounded by a large number of Socialist 
intellectuals, and both had Socialist ideals indelibly imprinted on them though 
contact with Oxford University. 

Wilson was greatly influenced by such a Fabian Socialist publications as, 
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The New Freedom." Moreover, he was the first United States President to accept 
university professors as advisors � a radical depar ture from past traditions and 
an outright Socialist strategy� methodology of forc ing unwanted unacceptable 
changes upon the American people. The rationale was that nobody would suspect 
academics of infamous purposes. 

Very early on, Wilson was backed by British Fabian Socialist Dr. Albert 
Shaw who got Wilson elected by splitting the vote, running Theodore Roosevelt 
on an independent ticket, the so-called Bull Moose Party. As Dr. Seymour said at 
the time, "Roosevelt’s defection put Wilson in the White House." The subterfuge 
included House "denouncing" Roosevelt as "a wild radical," and it worked. 
Wilson became the President of the United States and his friend Albert Shaw was 
appointed to the Labor Committee as a reward when Wilson entered the White 
House. 

Although carefully concealed from the public, the British Fabian Socialist 
selected Wilson, based on his propensity for Socialist issues, and on the strong rec- 
ommendation of House, whose brother in-law Dr. Sydney Mezes, was a long-time 
affiliate of the British Fabian Society and president of the City College of New 
York. Mezes played a prominent role in pre and post WWI Socialist planning. 

Added to this was that a large percentage of members of the Fabian Society 
were Marxists, one of the most notable in the London Fabian Society was 
Professor Harold Laski, who went on to play a profoundly disruptive role in 
socializing of the United States, right up to the time of his death in 1952. It is not 
disputed that Bernard Baruch, who went on to be Wilson’s absolute controller 
during his years in the White House, was also a Marxist. 

The entire agenda for Woodrow Wilson’s presidency was set by Socialist 
advisors, both here and in Britain. One of the first of Wilson’s Socialist efforts 
was to federalize powers that were prohibited to the federal government, being 
reserved to the several States. These included the police powers of health, educa- 
tion, labor and police protection guaranteed to the States by the 10th Amendment 
to the United States Constitution. 

In later years Professor Harold Laski was to put great pressure on President 
Roosevelt to break down and destroy through executive action the separation of 
powers between the legislative, executive and judicial branches of government. 
This was the key to the back door of breaking down and making the Constitution 
of "no effect." One of the main items on the Wilson agenda was the destruction 
of Customs tariffs, which, up to 1913 had provided the United States with enough 
income to pay the bills of the nation and still have a surplus. The hidden agenda 
was to destroy this source of income and replace it with the Marxist-inspired 
graduated income tax. Apart from what else it would achieve, the Marxist gradu- 
ated income tax was designed to forever burden the middle class. It will be 
recalled that one of the principle obstacles that Ramsey MacDonald said had to 
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be overcome was resistance to graduated income tax. Thanks to President Wilson, 
the British Fabian Society was able to impose this onerous burden on the 
American people, thus realizing one of their cherished ambitions. 

It is necessary to say this, and to say it loud and clear: Communism, although 
the originator, did not bring graduated income tax to the United States. This was 
solely the work of the British Fabian Society. For the past 76 years the American 
people have been dunned into believing that Communism is the biggest danger to 
a free world. We hope that in the pages of this book will be found enough evi- 
dence to point out that the danger from Socialism, transcends anything thus far 
seen from Communism. Socialism has wrought a thousand more times havoc 
within the United States than Communism ever did. 

Twice found to be unconstitutional by the United States Supreme Court, 
graduated income tax was proposed to Wilson by the British Fabian Society and 
its passage, urged by the American Fabian Socialists, was finally realized by 
1916, just in time to pay for WWI. While the American people had their attention 
focused on events in Europe, the Sixteenth Amendment was slipped through 
Congress, aided and abetted by a whole flock of Socialist legislators. 

The Sixteenth Amendment not ever having been ratified by all of the States, 
remains outside the pale and ken of the Constitution, but that has not stopped its 
Socialist backers from having their way. Wilson attempted to equate democracy 
with the Democratic Party, while in fact, there could be no such party. The cor- 
rect title should be the Democrat Party. We cannot have a "Democratic Party" in 
a Confederate Republic or a Constitutional Republic. 

Wilson’s book "The New Freedom" (actually written by Socialist William B. 
Hayle) denounced capitalism. "It is contrary the common man" Wilson said. At a 
time when the United States was enjoying prosperity and industrial progress such 
as never seen before, Wilson called the economy "stagnant" and proposed a rev- 
olution to get things moving again. Strange reasoning indeed � that is if we over- 
look the fact that Wilson was preaching unadulterated Socialism: 

"We stand in the presence of a revolution � not blo ody revolution, America 
is not given to spilling blood � but a silent revol ution, whereby America will 
insist upon recovering in practice those ideals which she has always professed, 
upon securing a government devoted to the general and not special interests." The 
most important thing that was omitted in the speech was that this was to be a 
SOCIALIST REVOLUTION, one of stealth and boundless in its deceit, based 
upon British Fabian Socialist ideals and principles. 

Wilson then made a prophetic prediction � at least,  seemingly prophetic, 
except that upon close examination, he was merely spelling out the Socialist 
agenda for the United States: 

"...We are upon the threshold of a time when the systematic life of the coun- 
try will be sustained, or at least supplemented, at every point by government 
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activity. And we now have to determine what kind of a governmental activity it 
shall be; whether, in the first place, it shall be directed from government itself, or 
whether it shall be indirect, through instrumentalities which have already consti- 
tured themselves and which stand ready to supersede government." 

The people of America remained largely ignorant of the fact that a sinister 
force was at play, totally foreign to themselves and the Constitution, which had 
somehow insinuated itself into power by placing a chief executive in the White 
House, a leader totally beholden to a ruthless and power-hungry group as could 
be found anywhere in the world � including Bolshevi k Russia � that power 
bring the Fabian Socialists in Britain and the United States. 

This trend has continued until today, and as we are seeing, now has President 
Clinton as its eager, and anxious to please chief executive. The "high hopes" of 
the ants seeking to carry off the rubber tree plant is slowly, and inexorably, being 
realized. A great nation, the United States of America, seems totally unaware of 
the criminality behind Socialism and ignorant of its purposes, and is therefore ill 
prepared to call a halt to the criminal depredations taking place before its very 

How was it possible for Wilson to have deceived the American people on 
such a monstrous matter as graduated income tax, something foreign to the 
Constitution, and which the country had been able to do without up to 1913? For 
answers we need to look again at Socialist ability to implement their program by 
stealth, by deceit and by outright falsehood while couching it in language that 
seemed to indicate the poisonous dish it was preparing was for the good of the 
people. 

The first hurdle Wilson had to overcome was disbanding trade tariffs that had 
protected America’s trade and made it a prosperous nation, with living standards 
the envy of the world, On July 4, 1789, President George Washington told the 
First Congress of the United States, "A free people should promote such manu- 
factories as tend to render them independent on others for essential, particularly 
military supplies." 

These wise words set in motion a system of tariff barriers that imposed 
Customs duties on countries wishing to sell their goods in the United States mar- 
ket, the antithesis of so-called "free trade" which was nothing more than a sub- 
terfuge devised by Adam Smith to allow Britain to dump its goods on the market 
with no reciprocity for American goods on the English market. The impression 
was somehow cultivated � possibly through control o f the press � that the 
United States had developed the living standard of its people on the basis of "free 
trade," whereas, in reality, the opposite was true. 

We saw this deception come to the fore during the Perot-Gore Debate, when 
Gore,  falsely and with malice aforethought against the people of the United 
States, denounced tariff barrier protectionism as the cause of the 1929 Wall Street 
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Crash. Perot was not versed in the Smoot � Hawley A ct to defend it against the 
lies of the Vice President. 

"Free trade" was spelled out as a Marxist doctrine in a speech made by Marx 
in 1848. This was not a new thing, but one first proposed by Adam Smith to 
undermine the economy of the young American nation. A wise Washington real- 
ized that protection of America’s fledgling industries was needed. This wise pro- 
tection policy was carried on by Lincoln, Garfield and McKinley. For 125 years, 
Americans benefited greatly from this wise policy, until the Wilson Socialist 
wrecker’s ball was used to change the face of the United States: 

Even as late as up to WWII, only two percent of the economy of the United 
States depended on foreign trade, yet, to hear it now, the United States will per- 
ish if it does not do away with the last vestiges of our wise tariff barriers. What 
Wilson did was treason and the Congress committed sedition by going along with 
his devastating attack on the living standards of the American people. 

For the most part the Wilson administration badly mauled the Constitution. 
No soon had the Fabian Socialists got Wilson elected, than he called for a Joint 
Session of the Congress. By 1900, a mostly Republican government had main- 
tained existing trade barriers and erected fresh tariff barriers to protect the 
American farmer, industry, and producers of raw materials. The agitation against 
protective tariff barriers had its origin in London among members of the Fabian 
Society Socialist, who were in control of the Royal Institute for International 
Affairs (RIIA). Ideas for breaching the tariff barriers were fed to Wilson via the 
seditious Mandel House, directly from London. 

The anti-tariff propaganda that spewed forth from London in a never ending 
stream, and which had begun in earnest in 1897, and the following is an example: 

"The American manufacturer reached the highest level of inefficiency in 
1907, following a noticeable decline which began in 1897, in several important 
fields, American manufacturers cannot hold their own against foreign competitors 
in the domestic market. This fact should be brought to the attention of the 
American people on the basis that because of tariffs, they are paying a higher 
price for goods than would be the case if tariff barriers which impede trade were 
removed. The phrase, ’the mother of all trusts’ might be a useful way to describe 
protectionism, especially if linked to the rising cost of living which can be attrib- 
uted to protectionist policies." Note: The Fabian Society’s Research Department 
began churning out papers they called "tracts" as if they were allied with 
Christian missionary efforts. These thousands of "tracts" were later assembled 
into books and position papers. The above quotation is taken from a tract pub- 
lished in 1914. 

What this lying propaganda did not say was that there was no link between 
the rising cost of living between 1897 and 1902, since tariff rates had no effect on 
domestic prices. But this did not stop a concerted attack by the major newspapers, 
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owned by foreign investors (particularly the New York Times) from blasting tar- 
iff protection as a cause in the rise in the cost of living. This was echoed by the 
"London Economist" and other magazines owned by City of London bankers. 

Sedition was not confined to Democrats. Many so-called "progressive 
Republicans" ("progressive" and "moderate" have always meant Socialist) joined 
in the attack on protective tariffs. How did the Socialists succeed in getting the 
Congress to go along with their plans to wreck our trade, the envy of the world? 
They did it by combining sociology with politics, which technique pushes 
Socialists to high positions, from where they can exert the utmost undue influence 
on national issues of vital importance. 

As an example, take the matter of diplomatic recognition for the barbarous 
Bolshevik government. Thanks to the good offices of Arthur Henderson, in 1929 
British recognized the Bolshevik butchers as the legitimate government of Russia. 
They then turned their attention to the United States, and thanks to Socialists 
installed in high places, got the United States to do likewise. These actions by the 
leaders of the English � speaking world, gave the B olsheviks prestige and 
respect to which they were obviously not entitled, and opened doors to diplomat- 
ic contacts, trade and economic matters that would otherwise have remained firm- 
ly shut for decades � perhaps for all time. 

Fabian Socialists, both in the United States and Britain appeared in such a 
benign light and their highly-cultured background and great personal charm made 
it very hard to believe those who were warning that these affable, social elite were 
a subversive group desirous of stripping the right to own property and threaten- 
ing to carry off the United States Constitution, piece by piece. It just didn’t seem 
possible to think of this elite group as revolutionaries and anarchists � which in 
essence is exactly what they were. 

A prime example of this was Colonel Edward Mandel House, who was not only 
properly conventional in every sense of the word, but conservative in manner and 
speech � at least while in earshot of the public, b ut one who moved in circles that 
were far from what one would imagine a group of anarchists to look like. 

It was this group of "affable anarchists" who elected Woodrow Wilson. As 
House saw it, United States citizens were little better than dolts, who could be 
deceived by appearances. So certain that the voters would not see the nomination 
of Wilson as a candidate "Made In England," House sailed for Europe on the day 
that Wilson was nominated at the Democrat convention in Baltimore in 1912. "I 
feel no need to watch the proceedings" House told Walter Hines, who had intro- 
duced him to Wilson the year before. On his arrival in England, House told a gath- 
ering of Fabian Socialists of the RIIA, "I was confident that the American people 
would accept Wilson without question." And so it was. 

Wilson went on to become the president, his main task being to undermine 
the Constitution as mandated by Ramsey McDonald, without the American peo- 
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ple ever becoming aware of it, in true Fabian Socialist style. House had often 
expressed his hatred of the Constitution in private discussions with his secret 
backers on Wall Street. He called the United States Constitution, "a creation of 
18th century minds, not only outmoded, but grotesque," adding, "it ought to be 
scrapped at once." We shall return to the man Wilson called his greatest friend. 

As House put it, "Wilson was elected to carry out a Socialist agenda without 
alarming the people." How this was to be done was laid out in a fictionalized ver- 
sion of the blueprint of Fabian Socialist long range goals. "Philip Dru, 
Administrator" was a remarkable confession of Socialist planning and strategies 
to be used against the American people, very revealing in how Socialists expect- 
ed the presidency of the United States to be subverted and undermined. 

Published by Fabian Socialist B.W. Huebsch, the book should have set alarm 
bells ringing across America, but unhappily, failed to make clear to the American 
people what House stood for. It set the agenda for the Wilson presidency as clearly 
as if it had been presented to the Congress by House himself. "Philip Dru" (actual- 
ly House) proposed that he become the ruler of America by a series of Executive 
Orders. Among the tasks "Dru" set himself was establishing a panel of economists 
to work on the destruction of tariff law which would eventually, "lead to the aboli- 
tion of the theory of protection as government policy." The panel would also work 
out a system of graduated income tax and institute new banking laws. Note the sly 
use of the word "theory." Protective tariffs were no mere theory: Customs duties 
had earned the United States a living standard that was the envy of the world. Trade 
protection was an established doctrine set in place by George Washington, which 
had proved its worth for 125 years, and was not mere theory. 

How could "Dru" call tariff protection a "theory?" Obviously, it was an 
attempt to denigrate and belittle the concept and open the way for the Socialist 
ideal of "free trade" which would begin the decline of the living standards of the 
American people. It a was also where Wilson got his income tax idea from, which 
once in place, would further erode the middle class living-standard. 

Wilson violated his oath to uphold the United States Constitution on at least 
50 separate occasions. In Wilson, the Committee of 300 had found the ideal man 
to begin the Socializing of America, just as in later years, they found another ideal 
candidate for their anarchistic purposes in Bill Clinton. A second parallel between 
Wilson and Clinton is to be found in the type of advisers with whom they sur- 
rounded themselves. 

In the Wilson inner circle were prominent anarchists-Socialists and 
Communists Louis D. Brandeis, Felix Frankfurter, Walter Lippmann, Bernard 
Baruch, Sydney Hillman, Florence Kelley and of course, Edward Mandel House. 
House, a close friend of Roosevelt’s mother, lived two blocks away from N.Y. 
State Governor Franklin D. Roosevelt and met frequently to give him advice on 
how to pay for his coming Socialist programs. 
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The first attack on the Constitution was Ramsey McDonald’s declaration that 
the Constitution had to be altered. The second attack was carried out by House, 
whose father had made millions of dollars during the Civil War by doing the bid- 
ding of the Rothschilds and the Warburgs. After his meeting with Wilson in 1911 
through the good offices of Walter Hines, House was certain that he had found the 
right man to carry out the job of altering the United States Constitution as man- 
dated by McDonald on January 14, 1898. 

House began to cultivate Wilson, who was flattered by the attention of a man 
who seemed to know everybody in Washington. There is a distinct parallel 
between House and Mrs. Pamela Harriman, who saw in Clinton the ideal man to 
carry out a wide variety of Socialist reforms without alarming the people. Mrs. 
Harriman also knew everybody in Washington. 

House knew that Wilson would need tutoring by an ardent Socialist, so he 
arranged for Wilson to meet Harvard law professor Louis D. Brandeis. The meet- 
ing was to prove ominous for the future well being of the nation, as Brandeis was 
committed to making the Constitution of no effect using the legislative route, 
Brandeis was already writing his predilections into law by "interpreting" the 
Constitution in such a manner as to make it of no effect based on sociological 
premises and not Constitutional law. 

The third Fabian Socialist attack on the United States Constitution came with 
the founding of the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) in January, 1920 by 
Fabian Socialist Philip Lovett. Huebsch, the publisher of "Philip Dru, 
Administrator" was a founder member of this Socialist body whose main purpose 
in life was to alter the United States Constitution by what Florence Kelley called 
"the legislative route." 

Although it is denied, investigations showed that there were four known 
Communists on the ACLU board. In the 1920s, Kelley and her associates worked 
hard to destroy the United States Constitution through a series of false fronts such 
as the National League of Women’s Voters, and we shall return to that later. This 
was the beginning of the "defeminising" of women by the Socialists. 

Many of the most important Socialist (and Communist) leaders in the United 
States were closely associated with the ACLU, while some even sat on its nation- 

al committee. One of these was Robert Moss Lovett, a director and a close friend 
of Norman Thomas and Paul Blanchard who were allied with "Protestants and 

Other Americans United for the Separation of Church and State." 
Thomas was a former clergyman turned Communist. Lovett’s charming 

manner and pleasant demeanor belied the fact that under his affable manner 
lurked  a dangerous anarchist-radical of the worst stripe. In an intemperate fit, 
Lovett once blew up and revealed his true character: "I hate the United States, I 
would be willing to see the whole world blow up, if it would destroy the United 
States." Lovett personified the highly dangerous side of the Fabian Socialist. 
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In researching statements made by Communists against the United States, I 
was never able to find one so venomous in intent as that made by Lovett of the 
ACLU. It might be worthwhile to give a short history of the ACLU at this point 
in the book: 

The ACLU grew out of the 1914-1918 Civil Liberties Bureau, which was 
against militarism. One of its first directors was Roger Baldwin who had spent 
time in prison for evading the draft. In a very revealing advisory letter to mem- 
bers, affiliates and friends of the ACLU, Baldwin used traditional Fabian Socialist 
deceptive tactics to conceal the real intent and purpose of the ACLU: 

"Do steer away from making it look like a Socialist enterprise. We want also 
to look like patriots in everything we do. We want to get a good lot of flags, talk 
a great deal about the Constitution and what our forefathers wanted to make of 
the country and show that we are really the folks that really stand for the spirit of 
our institutions." If ever the later emblem of the British Fabian Society fit, this 
was it � the wolf in sheep’s clothing par excellenc e. 

In 1923 Baldwin forgot his own advice, revealing his true colors: 
"I believe in revolution � not necessarily the forc ible seizure of power in 

armed conflict, but the process of a growth of class movements determined to 
expropriate the capitalist class and take control of all social property. Being a 
pacifist � because I believe non-violent means best  calculated in the long run to 
achieve enduring results, I am opposed to revolutionary violence. But I would 
rather see violent revolution than none at all, though I would not personally sup- 
port it because I consider other means far better. Even the terrible cost of bloody 
revolution is a cheaper price to pay to humanity than the continued exploitation 
and wreck off human life under the settled violence of the present system." 

In 1936 Baldwin explained some of the terminology used by Fabian 
Socialists: 

"By progressive, I mean forces working for the democraticizing of industry 
by extending public ownership and control, which alone will abolish the power of 
the comparatively few who own the wealth...Real democracy means strong trade 
unions, government regulation of business, ownership by the people of industries 
that serve the public." 

Just how far the Socialists have come down the road to enslaving the United 
States can be seen by visiting any factory. On the walls of the office will be seen 
a bewildering array of "permits" empowering one thing or another. OSHA, EPA 
and "Equal Opportunity" inspectors have the "right" to come in unannounced at 
any time, interrupt and even stop operations, while they carry out an inspection to 
see whether the conditions laid out in their "permits" have been violated. 

The deceptive language used by Baldwin did not mean what the average 
American took them to mean. Baldwin was practicing Fabian Socialist techniques 
on an elite "rearguard" group who would lead American gently by the hand down 
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the road to slavery. This is Socialism at its very worst. No one could have 
explained the aims and methods of Socialism better than the chairman of the 
ACLU, which today, has not altered its stance and methods one single iota. 
Although its membership never exceeded 5,000 between the 1920-1930s, the 
ACLU nevertheless succeeded in infiltrating and permeating every aspect of 
American life, which it then proceeded to turn upside down. 
The foremost task of the ACLU in the 1920s was to legally block the large 

number of arrests and deportation of Communists, anarchists. In the early 1920s 
the Socialists were starting their drive to subvert the United States Constitution 
through underhand means, using foreign-born aliens to preach � and carry out 
acts of sedition. Harvard Socialist Professor Felix Frankfurter acted as the 
legal guide for the ACLU, whose Roger Baldwin, described anarchists, 
Communists, seditionists as "victims of the law, members of labor and welfare 
movements who are being insidiously attacked by unscrupulous men working 
under the cloak of patriotism." 

Frankfurter � assisted by Harold Laski from behind the scenes � helped 
President Wilson set up a Mediation Committee, which Committee prompted by 
Frankfurter, kept on using the Constitution to qualify the seditionists, anarchist, 
avowed enemies of the United States for protection under the United States 
Constitution. It was a sordid tactic which has worked remarkably well: Since 
1920, the MISUSE of the United States Constitution to grant "rights" and protec- 
tion to every Dick, Tom and Harry trying to undermine the Confederated 
Republic has burgeoned to a dreadfully alarming degree. 

Others who threw their weight behind "persecuted immigrants" and "victims 
of the law" in which category was recorded every leftist, arsonist, Socialist agita- 
tor, murderer and seditionist, were Professor Arthur M. Schlesinger Sr. and 
Harvard Law Professor Francis B. Sayre, Wilson’s son-in-law. It was the begin- 
ning of a huge campaign to trammel underfoot the real purpose and intent of the 
United States Constitution, and it was crowned with success beyond the wildest 
dreams of the sappers of Socialism in this country. 

This was a period when the United States was trying to rid the country of a 
flood of Communists who came here to commit acts of sedition in an attempt to 
Communize and Socialize the country. Socialist Upton Sinclair wrote reams in 
defense of hard-core seditionists and Harvard Law School sent some of its best 
Socialists into the fray, including its dean, Roscoe Pound. The news media, 
including magazines like ’The Nation" and the "New Republic" did their level 
best to cloud the straightforward legal issues by constantly referring to "the Red 
scare." 

In 1919, the Overman committee on Bolshevism of the United States Senate, 
after exhaustive enquires, came to the conclusion that Fabian Socialism was a 
grave threat to the citizens of the United States, especially to women and children. 
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The ACLU has been in the vanguard of "defeminising" women under the guise of 
"women’s rights. "The ACLU has successfully protected the prime movers of 
Socialism, by rushing to their defense whenever they fear the real leaders and pur- 
poses of Socialism might be exposed. That is the primary purpose of the ACLU: 
Deflect the attacks on the Socialist intellectual leadership, the "reformers" with 
"good intentions" and the Harvard Law professors in the rear. 

From 1920, the modus operandi of the ACLU has remained the same, and 
can better be described by itself: 

"Against those indiscriminate federal, state and local measures which though 
aimed at Communism, (note the exclusion of Socialism) threaten the civil liber- 
ties of all Americans; to make an effective civil rights program the law of the land; 
against both governmental and private pressure group censorship of movies, 
books, plays, newspapers, magazines, radio and to promote fair procedures in 
court trials, congressional and administrative hearings." 

The ACLU left no doubt that it intended to rewrite the Constitution "by the 
legislative route." Nor can there be any doubt that this important Socialist appa- 
ratus has changed the face of America In an interview with Fareed Zakaria of 
"Foreign Affairs," Lee Kuan Yew, former prime minister of Singapore, was 
asked: "What in your view has gone wrong with the American system?" 

"It is not my business to tell people what is wrong with their system. It is my 
business to tell people not to foist their system in discriminately on societies in 
which it will not work," Yew replied. Zakaria then asked, "Do you not view the 
United States as a model for other countries?" to which Lee responded: 

"...But as a total system, I find parts of it (the United States) totally unac- 
ceptable. . .vagrancy, unbecoming behavior in public, the expansion of the right 
of the individual to behave as he pleases has come at the expense of orderly soci- 
ety. In the East the main objective is to have a an orderly society so that every- 
body can have maximum enjoyment of his freedom. This freedom only exists in 
an ordered state and not in a natural state of contention and anarchy." 

"...The idea of inviolability of the individual (in the United States) has been 
turned into dogma. And yet nobody minds when the army goes and captures the 
president of another state and brings him to Florida and puts him in jail. (This was 
in reference to the bandit-action of former President George Bush kidnaping 
General Noriega of Panama). 

Zakaria then asked: "Would it be fair to say that you admired America more 
than 25 years ago? What, in your view, went wrong?" Lee answered: "Yes, things 
have changed. I would hazard a guess that it has a lot to do with the erosion of the 
moral underpinnings of society and the diminution of personal responsibility. The 
liberal, intellectual tradition that developed after WWII claimed that human 
beings had arrived at this perfect state where everybody would be better off if 
they were allowed to do their own thing and flourish. It has not worked out and I 
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doubt if it will. Certain basics about human nature do not change. Man needs a 
certain moral sense of right and wrong. There is such a thing called evil and it is 
not the result of being a victim of society..." 

There can be no doubt about the crucial role played by the ACLU in stretch- 
ing existing "rights" and inventing rights that do not exist in the Constitution to 
the extent that the United States today is in a virtual state of anarchy. Take as an 
example the "Gay Pride" parade staged in San Francisco on Father’s Day Sunday, 
June 19, 1994. 

The choice of day and date was no accident, but a deliberate, studied insult 
Christianity, the tradition of marriage and family. The parade consisted of lesbians 
roaring around on motorbikes, naked, and semi naked, (so-called "Dykes on 
Bikes") men in obscene drag costumes and hordes of other men with their geni- 
tals fully exposed and lopping about as they ran hither and thither. This was an 
altogether disgusting display of vulgarity on city streets that would never have 
been tolerated before, and should not now be tolerated. 

But let anybody bring up the disgusting "parade" and perhaps suggest suit- 
able action to curb such ugly, utterly baneful displays in the future, then they will 
be sure to find the ACLU charging in to protect the "civil rights" of the most 
unmoralized, amoral sector of the population. The deplorable "parade" was 
praised by the San Francisco Chronicle, which also carried a rave review of a 
movie about two lesbians "falling in love." The paper described this disgusting 
piece of amorality as "suitable for straights." Thus far have we, as a society, sunk 
to the bottom of the Socialist cesspool. Fabian Socialists have always been great 
admirers of Karl Marx. They do not readily admit to this "hero worship" lest the 
sheep that they so despise should become alarmed. During my five year stint of 
intensive study at the British Museum in London, I examined Marx’s economic 
writings in some depth. I could do this because Karl Marx had spent 30 years 
studying in the same British Museum, and some of my mentors knew which 
books he liked and read the most, told me what they were. 

What I discovered about his writings was how little of it was original 
thought. This is common to most of the great Socialist "thinkers." All of Marx’s 
theories about economics, stripped of dense verbiage surrounding them, can be 
boiled down to seven or eight basic mathematics equations that I could do when 
I was in the eighth grade. 

All that Marx’s theories add up to is the precept that capitalists who finance 
business ventures end up stealing large sums of money from the workers. This 

completely ignores the real premise that having taken all the risks in starting up 
the venture, the investor is entitled to his profit. That, in essence, is the sum and 

substance of Marx’s and his verbiage-ridden theories. 
Ranking second only to the ACLU was the League of Industrial Democracy 

(LID). Founded in 1905, which came out of the Inter-collegiate Socialist Society, 
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the League was to play an important role in distorting education, industry and 
labor. LID was supported by Eleanor Roosevelt all of her life, as did Florence 
Kelley and Frances Perkins. Eleanor Roosevelt promoted "social democracy" 
inside and outside of the organization along with Frances Perkins, her husband’s 
New York State Commissioner of Labor and a great friend of Socialist Justice 
Harlan Stevens. 

Morris Hillquit served as LID treasurer from 1908 to 1915. Lovett, the 
ACLU leader for so long, was always closely affiliated with the League for 
Industrialized Democracy, once calling that period of his Socialist career as, "the 
happiest days of my life." Morris Hillquit had very early on in his socialist career 
advocated "industrial socialism." 

Hillquit and Eugene V. Debbs always followed the London Fabian Society 
model of not having programs and platforms, but rather in using educational insti- 
tutes as a captive audience and so inspire students with Socialist ideas and 
philosophies that they would later be able to infiltrate existing political parties. 
Courses in Socialism were discreetly introduced, at least in the early 1900s, but 
by the 1970s, in true Fabian Socialist orthodoxy, the process had been consider- 
ably speeded up in many institutes of learning 

It is said that the League of Industrial Democracy revitalized American 
Socialism, which in 1900 was flagging. At that point, several prominent members 
of the elite in American society, visited the Fabian Socialists in England. Among 
them were religious leaders, teachers and politicians: Paul Douglas who went on 
to be Senator Douglas, Arthur M. Schlesinger whose son rose to prominence in 
the Kennedy and Johnson administrations, Melvyn Douglas the actor and his 
wife, Helen Douglas, and Walter Raushenbusch, a former minister at the Second 
Baptist Church of New York. Raushenbusch was a devoted disciple of Giuseppe 
Mazzini, John Ruskin, Edward Bellamy and Marx. Mazzini was a world leader of 
Masonry. Ruskin was a self-styled "Old School Communist" who taught at 
Oxford. Bellamy was the leading Socialist in America at that time. 

Raushenbusch gave up preaching Christianity for preaching Socialist poli- 
tics, which he tried to indoctrinate in as many fellow Baptists as he could reach. 
LID was on the list of United States military intelligence as a subversive organi- 
zation, but along with many similar Socialist and Communist organizations, 
Woodrow Wilson ordered the military to destroy the lists it was holding, which 
was a loss that could not ever be made again good. The fact that Wilson had no 
powers under the Constitution that allowed him to give such an order, was tossed 
aside as inconsequential by the Socialists in his administration at Harvard and on 
Wall Street. 

But it was neither German agents in WWI nor Russian agents in the Cold 
War era, but British Fabian Socialists who penetrated and permeated every 
aspect of government, its institutions and the presidency itself. Education was rec- 
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ognized as the way that Socialism could be advanced, so a great effort was made 
to capture the "student market." When the Lusk Committee was investigating 
New York’s Rand School, reference was made to this: "We have already called 
attention to the Fabian Society as a very interesting group of intellectuals who 
engage in a very brilliant campaign of propaganda." 

Apparently the Lusk Committee was somewhat taken in by the false air of 
candor that permeated LID publications and no violent revolutionary types were 
allowed to sully its membership lists. The Lusk Committee, distracted and look- 
ing for Communists �just as the United States has b een doing ad infinitum � 
completely missed the highly subversive and dangerous LID. It never ceases to 
amaze observers just how skillfully the Socialists were able to deflect attention 
away from themselves by repeatedly referring to "the Red scare" and denigrating 
all efforts to ensure internal security as based on a non-existent "Communist 
threat." We are still largely being fooled in the same way in 1994 as was the Lusk 
Committee in 1920. 

After WWI, LID teamed up with several prominent Socialist organizations 
in the United States, among them the ACLU, Federated Press and the Garland 
Fund which was cited by military intelligence as being kindly disposed toward 
funding Communists and some decidedly Socialist organizations. Robert Moss 
Lovett of the ACLU was a director in all of the aforementioned bodies including 
"Protestants and other Americans United for the Separation of Church and State." 

LID members were encouraged to disavow Socialism in public and disavow 
their parent, the Fabian Society, founded by Sydney and Beatrice Webb. This was 
standard Socialist practice: deny, deny, deny. When one the Fabian Society’s most 
honored member was asked if he was a Socialist, John Kenneth Galbraith replied 
"of course not." During WWII, when it was obvious that Roosevelt would do any- 
thing to get the United States committed to the war against Germany, LID felt it 
expedient to changes its stance and in 1943 published a statement that said LID 
had as its goal increasing an understanding of democracy through education, and 
not making war. 

What LID did not say was the "democracy" it had in mind was what Karl 
Marx called "scientific Socialist democracy." That the United States was a repub- 
lic and not a democracy, was merely waved aside. Thus by subterfuge, by stealth 
and by cunning, LID became the leading Socialist body in the United States, ded- 
icated to the downfall of the Republic. The history of LID shows that it played a 
key role in bringing Socialist "reforms" to the front burner in both the Wilson and 
Roosevelt administrations. 

When Roosevelt was Governor of New York, he appointed Frances Perkins 
to be his Industrial Commissioner. (We give the remarkable achievements of 
Perkins in the chapters on women Socialists.) Perkins called on LID economist 
Paul H. Douglas to draft an unemployment relief program which was adopted by 
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Governor Roosevelt. One of her collaborators was Dr. Isadore Lubin, a dedicated 
Socialist, who along with Perkins, pushed for preferential treatment for the Soviet 
Union, advice that Roosevelt was quick to accept. 

Perkins and Lubin began the long process based on British Fabian Socialist 
strategy of transforming the United States from a Capitalist into a Socialist state, 
via a welfare state. Included in this plan was the "national health insurance plan" 
lifted straight out of the Soviet Union. It is worthy of note that "health care 
reform," nationwide old age pensions and unemployment insurance, were all part 
of the plan to alter the structure of the United States, in which "social security" 
was no small part. 

In 1994 we have another female Socialist, Hillary Clinton, latching onto the 
term, "health care reform" as though it were her own invention, when in fact it 
was the term used by Presotonia Martin Mann, one of the most devoted female 
Socialists on the American scene, who in turn had borrowed it from the British 
Fabian Socialist leader Sydney Webb. The phrase was a masterpiece of applied 
psychology on a level with another piece of applied psychology intended to 
deceive, the "Social Security Act," invented in England and brought to this coun- 
try by Father Ryan. The Fabian Socialist blueprint was then adapted for American 
conditions by Prestonia Martin as we find in her book, "Prohibiting Poverty," 
championed by Eleanor Roosevelt. 

LID never claimed any credit for its behind the scenes in the endeavors of 
Perkins and Martin, as indeed it never claimed that Felix Frankfurter was one of 
its very own. The extensive damage to the United States done by LID is remark- 
able, given the relative smallness of the group. This is precisely the way Fabian 
Socialism works � blend into the background, infilt rate all of government and 
important decision-making bodies, and then promote (always from the back- 
ground) a rising political star to initiate Socialist designed programs. 

This is the way Socialism worked in the 1920s, and still works in this way in 
the United States, which is how the Socialists and their Marxist/Communist 
allies, came perilously close to taking over the United States in the 1920s and 
early 1930s. Near perfect examples of Socialism working through rising politi- 
cians were Wilson, Roosevelt, Johnson, Bush and now, President Clinton and his 
wife, Hillary Clinton. Clinton was selected by the British Fabian Society, but the 
job of "puffing" him was given in secret to Socialist Pamela Harriman. 

One term President Clinton has the task of rushing Socialist programs of far 
reaching and devastating consequences into law. His successes by mid 1994 
include, the largest income tax increase in the world, One World Government 
trade agreements, and possibly "national health reform." Three times before, 
British Fabian Socialism has changed the face of America by using leadership 
groups and "advisors" to the president, and via the courts, to achieve Socialist 
objectives. It was left to LID to supply the personnel Perkins and Roosevelt need- 
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ed to implement the "New Deal." Of more than a passing interest is that the "New 
Deal" was a carbon copy of a British Fabian Socialist book. The fourth drive to 
Socialize America has come with the Clinton presidency. 

One of the "greats" of LID was Walter Reuther. But in typical Socialist fash- 
ion, Reuther chose to deny that he was a Socialist. In a "Face the Nation" inter- 
view in 1953, Reuther was pointedly asked about his Socialist background. He 
trotted out the standard Socialist excuse, "...that I was when I was very young and 
very foolish, and I got out very quickly, for which I am very thankful." But the 
truth was far from that. Reuther had in fact served on a committee of the LID of 
which he had been a member since the early 1940s. In 1949 he was an honored 
guest at a Fabian Socialist dinner party in London. 

LID members played a leading role in pushing Socialist programs through 
the Senate, and their effect on schools knew no boundaries. Theodore "Ted" 
Sorenson, who went on to be a key player in the Kennedy administration, was a 
lifelong Socialist who got his appointment through LID’s Senator Paul Douglas. 
Other United States Senators who had qualified in Socialism with LID, were 
Senators Lehman, Humphrey, Neuberger and Morse (from "conservative 
Oregon.") To the list can be added Senators Jacob Javitts, and Philip Hart. 
Although they vigorously denied it to a man, in 1950, former Attorney General 
Francis Biddle (a former chairman of Americans For Democratic Action (ADA) 
- successor to LID named them as known members of LID and its successor, the 
ADA. 

An examination of Javitt’s Senate voting record shows that he supported LID 
and ADA in 82 out of 87 Socialist measures on which he voted. Of Eastern 
European parents who settled on the lower East Side of New York in the garment 
district, Javitts joined LID in his early adult years, and became one of LID’s high- 
ly prized speakers, while staunchly denying any connection with Socialism in his 
personal beliefs and connections with Socialist groups like LID. Never the less, 
Javitts was the keynote speaker at the 1952 LID-sponsored seminar under the title, 
"Needed, A Moral Awakening In America." "Non Socialist," Walter Reuther, also 
attended the function which studiously avoided discussing corruption in labor 
while vigorously attacking employer-corporations and businesses in general. 

Congressional Record Senate, October 1962, carried a long list of Socialists 
prominent in government, health, education, women’s rights movement, religion, 
trade unions. The list contained the names of more than 100 professors and edu- 
cators from some of the nations’ most prestigious colleges and universities. The 
list named of more than 300 members and former members of LID who had 
spread out and infiltrated every branch of government, law, teaching, foreign pol- 

icy advisors, churches and so-called women’s rights organizations. When LID 
underwent a name change to Americans For Democratic Action (ADA), many 
former LID members could be found in the ADA membership list. 
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The Inter-Collegiate Socialist Society (ISS), which preceded LID, opened 
doors to universities and gave opportunities to spread Socialist programs among 
impressionable students. It was the hidden Socialist agenda that was to change the 
face of education in the United States. 

None of this was apparent at the birth of this Fabian Socialist enterprise. The 
first ISS meeting was held at Peck’s Restaurant in New York, on September 12, 
1905. Those in attendance included Colonel Thomas Wentworth, Clarence 
Darrow, Morris Hillquit and two young Socialist authors Upton Sinclair and Jack 
London. The two authors were enthusiastic Socialists who went across the coun- 
try preaching the Fabian Socialist gospel at universities and Socialist clubs. 

Another notable of a somewhat rougher hew who attended the Peck’s 
Restaurant dinner party was William Z. Foster, who went on to play a leading role 
in the Communist Party of the USA. Foster’s love of Karl Marx had been amply 
demonstrated for a number of years. Not revealed until 25 years later was the true 
purpose of the dinner party: It was in fact the first meeting of the American Fabian 
Society. 

Hillquit will best be remembered as the driving force behind the American 
Socialist Party formed in 1902. Two years later, the Socialist Party gained 
400,000 votes in the election � mostly from garment  trade workers who had 
flocked to the United States from Russia in the early 1890s, bringing with them 
an assorted gaggle of revolutionists and anarchists. Yet, in spite of its ugly revo- 
lutionary face, the Socialist Party of America attracted an astonishing number of 
the elite from the top-drawers of New York society. But the Fabian Socialists in 
Britain advised caution � making haste so hastily w ould bring disaster and so it 
was that the "party" was quietly disbanded. 

As the London Fabian Society secretary Edward R. Pease put it: "European 
countries with their great capitals have developed national brains. America, like 
the lower organisms, has ganglia for various purposes in various parts of its 
gigantic frame." Pease was from the elite in the Fabian Society who could not 
abide America, having never forgiven the Colonists for having inflicted so severe 
a defeat on the armies of King George III. In spite of this studied insult, a num- 
ber of prominent Americans went to London and signed on with the Fabian 
Socialists. 

The long-range objectives of the British Fabian Society relative to the United 
States had still to be defined and developed. A president who would be wide-open 
to Socialist ideas had yet to be found and appointed, so that the well concealed 
Socialist techniques of gaining power via the surreptitious route could be imple- 
mented. As Ramsey McDonald had said, the United States would be very diffi- 
cult to Socialize � but not impossible. 

The main stumbling block was of course, the Constitution. Coupled with that 
was the huge size of the country and the six different racial groups with widely 
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diversified religious beliefs. Education and good paying jobs, it was deemed, 
were two other hurdles that had to be surmounted. As Webb put it, "motherhood 
and apple pie" stood in the way of the ambitious promoters of Socialism. London 
ordered the Socialist Party to disband and fade away to regroup under another 
name at a time better suited for its methods to guarantee success. 

Forming a political party was not on the Socialist agenda. The ISS model of 
"leagues" and "societies" was to be followed. It was by subterfuge that they 
hoped to eventually co-opt existing political parties, but never again would they 
try to form a party of their own. So in 1921,the League of Industrial Democracy, 
(LID)and ISS was founded and it became the British Fabian Society’s Socialist 
headquarters in the United States. 

One of the subtlest ways devised by American Socialists to hide their inten- 
tions and their tracks was to appoint Socialist professors as presidential policy 
makers. The technique began with Wilson and has continued ever since. The pro- 
fessor policy makers seldom announced their agenda, instead wrote position 
papers which they signed. The position-papers had a strictly limited circulation, 
which kept the general public right out of the picture. 

Outside of the circle of professors were other notables who played a major role 
in the Wilson presidency. Of these, Walter Lippmann, stood head and shoulders 
above the rest. The British trained Fabian Socialists was ranked their No. I apostle 
in the United States, who, together with Mandel House, had fashioned the "14 
points," the first attempt by an American president to shape a "new world order." It 
is generally recognized that Wilson’s war speech delivered to the Congress of the 
United States on April 6, 1917, rang down the curtain on old order, forcing the 
United States to take the first steps down the long Socialist to slavery. 

Wilson laid the foundation of lies on which American Socialism was to be 
built. Americans are the most lied to people on earth. Since Wilson came on the 
political scene, and of course, even before that, the whole Socialist structure con- 
sisted of lies upon lies upon lies. One of the biggest lies is that we belong to the 
United Nations. Others lies say abortion is legal, that school busing and so-called 
"gun control" is legal; GATT, NAFTA, the Gulf War, Waco, FEMA, "King" 
George Bushs’ raid on Panama and kidnaping of its head of state and Mandela’s 
rule of South Africa, are but the tip of an enormous iceberg of layer upon layer of 
Socialist lies. 

Perhaps one of the more singular of its big lies is that Socialism strives to 
better the lot of the common people and, unlike capitalism, Socialists are not 
interested in personal wealth. Socialists are always preaching about the evils of 
capitalism. But a quick look at some of the leading Socialists quickly reveals that 
the leadership is drawn from the most elite elements of our society, people using 
Socialist causes to feather their own nests. 

Nothing was too base and no cesspool too deep to plumb for Franklin D. 
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Roosevelt and his family in the pursuit of money. The Delanos (Roosevelt mar- 
ried Sara Delano) made a fortune out of the opium trade. One of Roosevelt’s clos- 
est "advisors," Bernard Baruch, and his partner had monopoly on the copper 
industry that enabled Baruch to make millions upon millions of dollars out of 
WWI, while the "common man" was dying by the millions in the mud and blood 
of the trenches in France. 

Roosevelt was on the board of the International Bankers Association up to 
the time that he became Governor of New York. During his tenure as a banker, he 
secured loans for European nations amounting to billions of dollars at a time 
when the American worker was struggling to pay off mortgages, and later during 
the depressions years, find a job. Roosevelt was a consummate Socialist liar, up 
there with the best of them. He didn’t tell the American people that the money 
would go to bankers whose factories would churn out goods to sell on the 
American markets, thanks to the abolition of tariff barriers by his predecessor, 
Wilson. It is estimated that 12 million men lost their jobs thanks to the Wilson � 
Roosevelt assault on our trade barriers designed to protect American jobs. 

One glaring example out of thousands of Roosevelt big lies is found on pages 
9832-9840, Congressional Record, Senate, May 25,1935: "...and owing to his 
announcement to the convention that he was for the Democratic platform 100 per- 
cent, it was hardly feasible that the people would understand if he immediately, 
with his subservient Congress, reduce the tariffs (Customs duties on imported 
agricultural products and ancillary manufactured goods) with 12 million men out 
of work. So he and his big banker friends and big business (meaning Committee 
of 300 companies) immediately conceived the idea of starting the N.R.A � the 
so called National Recovery Act, better known today as the ’National Ruin Act’." 

"It was reported that Bernard Baruch and his friends established 1800 facto- 
ries in foreign countries and the Republican tariffs were a little too high for them 
to make our market with cheap foreign labor to satisfy their big money ideas. So 
why not, under the guise of a war on depression foist upon the people the National 
Racketeer Association and place Barney Baruch’s partner, Brigadier ’Crackup’ 
Johnson in charge of seeing that prices were raised to the levels of 1928 while at 
the same time setting the prices of agriculture between 1911 and 1914." 

"The farmers would not notice the disparity and if they did � since under 
the circumstances he could control the newspapers, the radio, the movies and 
every avenue of information of people with taxpayer’s money, fill their ears with 
propaganda he desired..." Roosevelt the American Socialist leader and his 
international banker friends aided by sedition committed by the Federal Reserve 
played with the lives of the people of the nation and willfully brought on the 1922 
recession, the 1929 Wall Street crash, WWII and beyond. Roosevelt desired 
greater powers as president than his power-mad predecessor Wilson had enjoyed. 

Although the American people did not know it � and millions still do not 
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know it�Wilson engineered the United States into WW I and his unelected advi- 
sor, Mandel House, set the stage for WWII. Roosevelt made quite sure that the 
process of international banks lending billions to European powers to start wars 
was continued. According to documents made available to me in the British 
Museum, Lord Beaverbrook, the great British Fabian Socialist, practically used 
the White House as his Washington office, showing Roosevelt how to pour bil- 
lions and billions of dollars into Germany to finance Hitler’s rise to power. 

Wilson showed no scruples in placing openly-avowed Socialists in key posi- 
tions in his administration, from where they were able to do the maximum to 
advance the cause of Socialism in the United States. Fred C. Howe, one of the 
Wilson Socialist appointees was made Commissioner of Immigration at New 
York. His favorite pastime was to release seditionist and anarchists being held at 
the port of New York pending deportation. 

Another "ex-officio" House appointment was Walter Lippmann as secretary 
of a "brain storm" group put together to make up plausible war aims and reasons 
why the United States should get into WWI. It was Lippmann who invented the 
slogan, "peace without victory," which became the basis of the Korean and 
Vietnam Wars. The appointment of scandal monger Ray Stannard Baker as con- 
fidential correspondent to Wilson at the Treaty of Versailles talks, was another of 
those "crucial appointments." 

It was said that Baker was chiefly responsible for making Wilson so depen- 
dent on the British Fabian Society that he was unable to make any decisions of 
his own at the Paris Peace Conference, without first consulting Sydney Webb, 
founder of the Fabian Society, Graham Wallas, Bertrand Russell and George 
Lansbury. It was this group that constantly talked of Wilson’s administration as a 
"democratic" administration. Baker’s dispatches to Wilson in Washington, delib- 
erately referred to "your democratic administration." 

The Paris Peace Conference foundered on the Constitution. Some 59 enlight- 
ened Senators, fully aware of the intentions of the Socialist, refused to pass the 
League of Nations Treaty, recognizing it as a One World Government document 
that sought to put the League above the United States Constitution. At that junc- 
ture, House is said to have told Sydney Webb that the only was to get around the 
United States Constitution was to permeate all future United States administra- 
tions with key Socialists who would take a "bi-partisan approach to matters of 
major consequence." Ever since those words were spoken, "bi-partisan 
approach" became a euphemism for a Socialist approach to matters of vital con- 
sequence to the American people. 

In order to breathe life into the new "bi-partisan" idea, House held a dinner 
party at the Majestic Hotel in Paris on May 19, 1919 for selected Fabianists and 
American Socialist. Invited guests included Professors James Shotwell, Roger 
Lansing (Wilson’s Secretary of State), John Foster and Allen Dulles, Tasker Bliss 
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and Christian Herter, who was later to place Mao tse Tung in power in China. On 
the British side, John Maynard Keynes, Arnold Toynbee, and R.W. Tawney, all 
leading practitioners of Fabian Socialism and its standard bearers, also attended. 

The group said that to get around the United States Constitution, it would be 
necessary to set up an organization in the United States under the direction of the 
Royal Institute of International Affairs (RIIA). The American branch was to be 
called the "Institute of International Affairs." Its mandate given by its London 
parent, was "to facilitate the scientific study of international questions." The 
Fabian International Bureau was to act as advisors to both the RIIA and its 
American cousin, which, in 1921, changed its name to ’The Council on Foreign 
Relations" (CFR) 

These three institutions were set up with three main purposes in mind: 
1. Do and end run around the United States Constitution. 
2. To use these organizations to influence and deceive the United States 

Congress and the public. 
3. To divide opposition to Socialist causes in the House and Senate by the sub- 

terfuge of "bi-partisan study committees." 
4. Destroy the separation of powers between the legislative, executive and judicial 
branches of government, as recommended by Professor Harold Laski. 
Mandel House was the originator of "fireside chats," an essential propagan- 
da tool by widely used Roosevelt, and he "suggested" most of the Socialist cabi- 
net appointments. In many instances he consulted with Professor Charles W. 
Elliot of Harvard � that hotbed of Socialism which has played such a crucial, if 
secret, role in our history. This is not surprising, given the fact that Harvard was 
totally dominated by Fabian Socialist Harold Laski, whose frequent lectures at 
Harvard, set the tone for heavily Socialist leaning teaching methods. 

Much of the views held by House, appeared in the "New Republic," a maga- 
zine much favored by American Socialists, including Wilson himself. House had 
many Socialist intimates among the Socialist Register. One of them, Joseph Fels, 
was prevailed upon by House to lend 500 English pounds to Lenin and Trotsky on 
one occasion when they were stranded in London before they met with Lord Alfred 
Milner. Baruch once said, "House has a hand in every cabinet appointment and all 
other important appointments." This was indeed an understatement. 

It is believed that Wilson was fully aware of the activities of Socialist Nina 
Nitze who served as the chief paymaster for German spies operating in the United 
States. That did not apparently bother Wilson or House, any more than it was later 
to affect the judgment of Presidents Kennedy and Johnson, who appointed Nina’s 
brother, Paul Nitze as Secretary of the Navy in both administrations and chief 
spokesman at various disarmament conference. Nitze is known to have tipped the 
balance of power in favor of Russia at each and every one of the disarmament 
conferences, at which time he represented the United States. 
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Again, according to documents in the British Museum, the financing of 
Hitler was done via the Warburg family on both sides of the Atlantic; in Europe, 
particularly through the Socialist Mendelssohn Bank of Amsterdam, Holland, 
Schroeder Bank in London, and Frankfurt, Germany, while the same bank han- 
dled the Hitler-financing scheme through its New York branch. The transactions 
were monitored by the Committee of 300 legal firm of Sullivan and Cromwell, 
whose senior partner was Allen Dulles of the notorious Dulles family. The Dulles 
brothers rode herd over the Senate and the State Department to ensure that dis- 
senting voices of some who perchance might stumble upon the arrangement con- 
tracted in Hell, would be smothered before they could alert the nation. 

These kinds of financial arrangements were common also to the runup to 
WWII. I came across some documents in the British Museum in London during 
my five-year study period relating to the way the Socialists worked both sides of 
the fence. Telegrams sent by the German Ambassador in Washington to his home 
office superiors in Berlin, stated that from 1915, J. William Byrd Hale was one of 
their very own, being employed by the German Foreign Office at a salary of 
$15,000 per annum. 

Hale, one of the inner circle at Turtle Bay, an exclusive summer colony where- 
in resided the elite of the elite of American Socialists. Among them were Professor 
Robert Lovett and a large number of other Harvard Law School professors. House 
lived close by in Manchester. All were described by an adoring press of the time as 
"polished products of Harvard and Groton," but the press was so blinded by these 
glamorous persons that it failed to state that they were also Socialists out of the top 
drawer of the Fabian-American Society. Lovett adored the work of self-styled "old 
school Communist" John Ruskin, and William Morris. 

Hale, a dedicated "Christian" Socialist, made his mark with Wilson in 
Mexico while orchestrating the theft of Mexican oil for his top Socialist col- 
leagues. (See "Diplomacy By Deception" for a full account of this scandalous 
robbery of the Mexican people.) It transpired that Hale actually represented the 
German Foreign Office until June 23, 1918, this, while thousands of American 
Citizen Militia soldiers were dying "for the cause of freedom." Thereafter this 
"Christian" Socialist went to Germany as the correspondent for the American 
Press Service. His much slanted, pro-Socialist reports figured prominently in 
newspapers of the period which can be found in the archives of the British 
Museum. 

Though these transactions the elite of the Socialist world grew fat and sleek. 
Not that there was anything new in this disgusting arrangements. In the runup to 
the Civil War, and it was during its entirety, Communism and Socialism made 
huge strides in America, a fact not mentioned in our history books and kept well 
hidden from the public in the massive Hollywood extravaganzas about this, the 
must tragic of all wars. 
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A common thread runs through the Fabian Socialist movement: a passionate 
desire to pull down and destroy everything. This is confirmed in pages 4594- 
4595, Congressional Record, February 23, 1927, under the title "General 
Deficiency Bill." This page in our history delineates the Socialists and 
Communists and their efforts to tear down the Confederated Republic of the 
United States of America. There is plenty of information how the Socialists coop- 
erated with their Communist brothers, in the booklet, "Key Men of America." 

Socialism is world revolution much more than was Communism, only at a 
slower pace and on a more sedate level. But the revolution desired by the Socialists 
is the same: spiritual anarchy, destruction of nineteen centuries of Western civiliza- 
tion, scattering of traditions, and an end to Christianity. If this is doubted by the read- 
er, then a reading of Franklin D. Roosevelt’s book, "On Our Way" will convince the 
skeptics that Socialism differs only from Communism in method. 

Bolshevism was the violent, radical experiment that tried to rid Russia of 
Christianity: In the United States, other more subtle means are being employed, 
such as banning of prayer in schools, the so called "Separation of Church and 
State," and in the classrooms, where myriads of Socialist teachers are brainwash- 
ing students in a manner fit to promote the silent revolution the Socialist are car- 
rying out. Bolshevism, Marxism. Socialism, all have the same common purpose, 
and they go hand in hand with "liberalism," "pacifism," "tolerance," "progres- 
sive," "moderate," "peace," democratic," "people’s," and subterfuge issued to 
dissemble and disguise the true purposes of Socialism. 

These terms are intended to dupe the unwary so that Socialism not be asso- 
ciated with revolution. But the purpose of Socialism and Bolshevism are the 
same: the destruction of civilization built upon nineteen centuries of tradition and 
Christianity. The goals of Socialism are: 
1. The abolition of government. 
2. The abolition of patriotism. 
3. The abolition of property right. (While the Communists would banish it out- 

right, the Socialist choose the stealthy sneaking course of taxing private 
property rights out of existence. 

4. The abolition of inheritance. (Again, the Communists would banish it out- 
right, the Socialist by means of inheritance tax laws). 

5. Abolition of marriage and the family. 
6. Abolition of religion, especially Christianity. 
7. Destruction of national sovereignty of countries and national patriotism. 

Woodrow Wilson knew of these aims, yet he did not recoil from them nor 
from becoming a tool of the international Socialists, embracing American 
Socialist programs with enthusiasm, for which he needed powers not granted to 
him by the United States Constitution. Wilson was not averse to using the sly 
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methods of Socialist to attain his goals. For instance, he was successful in getting 
the United States into WWI by classifying it as a "patriotic duty" to defend 
America, which was never at any time threatened by Germany! 

Wilson was not the first power-hungry president, although he was the first 
openly Socialist one. The dubious distinction of power-grabbing belongs to 
President Lincoln who was the first to come out with proclamations, now called 
Executive Orders. President George Bush followed right along in Roosevelt’s foot- 
steps, using the same unconstitutional methods to feather his nest, diving into every 
cesspool where there was money to be made at the cost of the American people. 

A so-called "Republican, "Bush did as much to harm the "common people" 
of the United States as Roosevelt had done, and Wilson had done before him. 
Beware of party labels. George Washington called political parties "baneful and 
unnecessary" and modern history shows them to be divisive. Tyrants have suc- 
ceeded because of political parties and their "divide and rule" mentality. The 
Constitution of the United States provides for impeachment of men like Wilson, 
Roosevelt and Bush. In fact, patriotic Congressman Henry Gonzalez filed six 
Articles of Impeachment against Bush during the Gulf War, but partisan politics 
stood in the way of the Article 2, Section 4, Article 1, Section 3, being used to 
bring George Bush to justice. 

There were a multitude of causes to impeach Bush, not the least being his 
failure to adhere to the Constitution and obtain a properly-drawn up declaration 
of war. Next, his unconstitutional forgiveness of Egypt’s debt of $7 billion, his 
bribery of Syria and other nations who joined his "Desert Storm" against the 
nation of Iraq: His continued misuse of all three branches of the services in vio- 
lation of the Constitution, and calling himself the commander in chief of the 
armed services, which he was not, is also impeachable. 

It is worth repeating that the Gulf War was illegal. It was fought without a 
declaration of war in defiance of the Constitution. Congress, largely conditioned 
by party sentiments, tried to write up a type of resolution � not a declaration of 
war � that purported to give the semblance of legal ity to Bush’s action. But 
Congress added insult to injury to the American people in that they made the mis- 
take of writing up their version of a declaration of war in consonance with the 
United Nations mandate given Bush, and not in consonance with the Constitution 
of the United States. 

This was absolutely wrong: The United States never constitutionally joined 
the United Nations and a declaration of war by this One World Government body 
CANNOT be on the same instrument or even associated with a declaration of war 
by the Congress. Article 1, Section 9 of the United States Constitution denies and 
or limits the power of Congress to legislate. Congress does not have absolute 
power to legislate and can only do so in consonance with the Constitution. 

The "neither fish nor fowl" resolution passed by Congress behind which 
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Bush tried on to take a semblance of legality for his illegal war, was outside of 
the pale and the ken of the United States Constitution and did not constitute a dec- 
laration of war. An analysis of the way Congress voted shows dramatically, that 
almost to a man, the hundreds of Socialists infesting the House and Senate voted 
for Bush to allow Bush to continue his flouting of the Constitution. Bush should 
have been impeached and tried. If the Constitution were followed in such pro- 
ceedings, there is no doubt that he would have been jailed, as he rightly deserves. 

The powers of the president are contained in Section II of the United States 
Constitution. Actions not in Section II are exercises of arbitrary power. The 
Socialists, starting with House, Frankfurter and Brandeis, and followed by 
Katzenbach et al, have it that the three branches of government are coequal. This 
is a falsehood-just another of the lies that go to make up the huge iceberg upon 
which this nation will be wrecked unless we alter course. Professor Harold Laski 
was the chief instigator of this lie, viewed as the first step toward weakening the 
separation of powers as mandated by the United States Constitution. 

The three branches of government are not co-equal and never have been. The 
House and Senate created the judicial branch, and the House and Senate never 
intended to give them equal powers. Of course if this ever became known, the 
Socialist outflanking of the Constitution "by the legislative route" would be 
thrown out of the window. Perhaps the American people will wake up to the way 
in which judges gerrymander the Constitution before it is too late. 

Congress has superior powers � one of which is thro ugh the purse. Another, 
simple way to get rid of Socialist judges is to enforce Article III, Section I which 
says that judges may not "receive for their services, a compensation which shall 
not be diminished during their continuance in office." 

What this means is that U.S. Supreme Court judges cannot by law be paid in 
debased money, and a better example of debased "money" is Federal Reserve 
notes, commonly (and mistakenly) called "dollars" is not to be found. What a 
blow it would be to the inheritors of the Kelley doctrine if We, the People, closed 
the Supreme Court down for lack of money that is not debased. 

Wilson should likewise have been impeached. His mad grab for power was 
at the instigation of Mandel House, the arch-Socialist enemy of the people of the 
United States who worked in the dark his sinister, scurrilous, evil plans to over- 
turn and destroy the Confederated Republic of the United States of America. To 
this end House had Wilson appoint all manner of elite Socialists to key positions. 

The goals of American Socialism have been well concealed in the past, par- 
ticularly in the period leading up to WWII. That Socialism has achieved many of 
its objectives is clear. They did it by the formation of movements designed to 
break down the morals of America, as witness the startling growth of "free love" 
(love without responsibility) which has thus far cost the lives of more than 26 mil- 
lion murdered babies sanctioned by the Supreme Court’s pro-abortion rulings, all 
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100 percent unconstitutional, as the Constitution is silent on abortion. Where the 
Constitution is silent on a power, it is a prohibition of that power. 

President Clinton is a firm believer in infanticide and like the good Socialist 
he is, supports abortion with all of the might of his administration. It is interest- 
ing that the first time abortion clinics were thought of was when Mrs. Laski, wife 
of Professor Laski of the Fabian Society began to establish birth control clinics in 
England. Mrs Laski’s tactics employed the methods of the notorious Communist 
commissar, Comrade Alexandra Kollontay. 

When Socialists are confronted and exposed in advancing the cause of 
Communism by different tactics, they protest loudly. But the old saying, "wound 
a Communist and a Socialist bleeds" was never truer than it is today. What we 
have in the United States is a secret, upper-level parallel Socialist government 
known as the Council on Foreign Relations that was set up in 1919 by arch- 
Socialists Mandel House and Walter Lippmann, under the direction and control of 
the RIIA in London. 

Many times we see stories in the press about open disagreement between 
Communists and Socialists. This is done to deceive the unwary and keep in line 
those who have been duped into believing that "progressive," "liberal," "moder- 
ate" really mean something other than what their Socialists meaning is. Thus they 
are able to keep in line a vast number of people who would otherwise recoil in 
shock if they knew they were promoting the aims of world revolutionary govern- 
ment. That our new president, accused of being a philanderer, a libertine lacking 
in morals, is acceptable to millions of Americans who are not Socialist, is a tri- 
umph for the methods of Fabian Socialism. 

Their methods are so subtle that their goals are not always at first recognized . 
Lately there has been much discussion (much of it of low caliber showing the pauci- 
ty of an understanding of the United Constitution among the majority of senators) 
about Line Item Veto supposedly the right of the president. This is pure Socialist 
anti constitutional propaganda, and a continuation of the process started by the 
Socialists during the Wilson presidency of surrendering the rights that properly 
belong to the legislature to the president. It is the goal of the Socialists to give the 
president powers that he has not got, nor is entitled to, so that they can proceed to 
steamroller the Constitution out of the way of their New World Order plans. 

The Socialists want the president to have veto powers not granted by the 
Constitution in so-called "enhanced rescission." In typical Socialist fashion, they do 
not come right out and say "we want the president to be able to veto any parts of a 
bill that has passed the House and Senate." This is what is meant by line item veto. 

This subterfuge follows Florence Kelley’s directive that changes must be ear- 
ried out, "by the legislative route" if they cannot be done by constitutional means. 
As we see elsewhere in this book, Professor Harold Laski devoted a great deal of 
his time to discussing with Felix Frankfurter and President Roosevelt, how to sub- 
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vert the constitutional provision that the powers of each branch of government 
granted by the constitution cannot be transferred. Laski frequently lashed out at 
this stumbling block to promoting Socialism, via "the legislative route." The 
shocking hypocrisy of the Socialists is revealed in their insistence on the so-called 
"separation of church and state" idea being strictly enforced. Apparently, what is 
sauce for the goose is not sauce for the gander. 

To turn this kind of power over to the president is an act of suicide � and 
quite possibly, treason. The real issue here is power, and how the Socialist can 
grab more and more of it via a servant of theirs whom they place in the White 
House. There is nothing more dangerous than the Socialist drive to turn over to 
the president powers reserved to the House and Senate.This would produce super 
Wilsons, Roosevelts, Bushs and Clintons and rush the United States headlong into 
a Socialist dictatorship � which we practically hav e already. 

Line item veto powers would become a party politics wrangle, intimidate the 
lawmakers whom the people of the States have returned to Washington to do the 
bidding of the people of the States � not the Feder al Government. Line item veto 
surrender of Congressional powers will ensure future tyrants even worse than 
George Bush whose private war for and behalf of the British crown, cost the lives 
of hundreds of Americans and $200 billion. Line item veto powers for the presi- 
dent would be a great triumph for Florence Kelley. 

Line item veto powers for the president would throw the House and Senate 
into confusion, paralyze their efforts and generally hasten a breakdown of gov- 
ernment in this country � all declared Socialist ai ms. Tensions and passions 
between the legislative branches would boil over and make Congress totally sub- 
servient to a belligerent president hell-bent on following the Socialist agenda. It 
would make of the Constitution of the United States a blank piece of paper, with 
checks and balances reduced to a smoking ruin. 

This nation has suffered far too much already from Socialist excesses of presi- 
dents they have installed (Wilson, Roosevelt, Kennedy, Johnson, Carter, Eisenhower, 
Bush and Clinton.) These presidents have rushed the nation into deadly wars in 
which we should never have become embroiled, at the cost of millions upon millions 
of lives, not to mention the billions of dollars these wars generated, billions that went 
to the Wall Street and City of London bankers, the Bank of International Settlements, 
the World Bank etc., for which the people are still being taxed. 

Line item veto powers plus the illegal so-called Executive Orders will make 
a future tyrant-president of the caliber of Roosevelt and Bush a king, as surely as 
if the title had been bestowed upon them. To give the president constitutional 
power to line items veto bills of congress would require an amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution. The three departments cannot legislate or by any other means trans- 
fer duties or powers to another division of government. The Founding Fathers 
wrote this provision to stop would-be tyrants from seizing powers by this method. 
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If we want an example of tyranny, we need look no further than the assault 
on a Christian church at Waco by the Federal Government in total violation of the 
United States Constitution. There were 87 people murdered at Waco. The 
Tienenman Square "massacre" (a Socialist media description of the event) killed 
74 Chinese. Yet Clinton was prepared to cross swords with China over its "human 
rights" violations occasioned by the Tienenman Square uprising against the 
Beijing government, but thus far has done nothing to bring the perpetrators of 
Waco to justice. This is typical of the gross hypocrisy of a true Socialist. 

Where in the United States Constitution does it say that the Federal 
Govemment has the right to rush into the States and persecute a religious group? 
It is not there! The Federal Government has no business meddling in the States, 
especially when it comes to police powers. The 10th Amendment is perfectly 
clear on this: police powers in health, education and police protection, belong 
exclusively to the States. If the Branch Davidians had perchance committed any 
crime that warranted police action against them, that action should have been take 
by the local police and no one else. The Sheriff’s Department at Waco failed lam- 
entably in its duty to protect the Davidians inside their church properly. 

The Federal Government once again displayed its arrogant attitude toward 
the United States Constitution by violating Article 1 of the Bill of Rights of the 
United States Constitution which states: 

"Congress shall make no law respecting the establishment of religion or pro- 
hibit the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press, 
or the right of people to peacefully assemble, and to petition the government for 
redress of grievance." What happened at Waco was that the Federal Government 
took powers it does not have and went to Waco with the express intention of pro- 
hibiting the free exercise of religious beliefs and freedom of expression. This is 
secular humanism in action which has no place in our Constitution. The Socialists 
are very hot on "separation of church and state" � when it suits their book. What 
happened to "separation of church and state" at Waco? It was not there! 

The Federal Government decided it could simplify religion, which is a com- 
plex subject that defies simplification. On page E7151, Congressional Record, 
House, July 31, 1968, Justice Douglas put the matter this way; 

"...It is impossible for government to draw a line between good and bad (the 
secular humanism nostrum) and to be true to the Constitution, better to let such 
ideas alone." Instead of listening to its own Socialist judges, the Federal govern- 
ment decided it has the right to decide between a "good" religion and a "bad" one. 
Government agents on the ground at Waco took it upon themselves to oversim- 
plify the complexity of religion. Experience through the centuries has shown that 
religion cannot be simplified. Moreover it lies outside of political issues and it 
was never supposed to be simplified. 

The first 10 Amendments of the United States Constitution are a restriction 
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on the Federal Government. In addition, Article 1, Section 9 of the U.S. 
Constitution denies the Federal Government any right to pass legislation on reli- 
gious matters. The Primary powers of the House and Senate are found in Article 
1, Section 8, Clause 1-18. Remember, the Federal Government has no absolute 
powers. The Federal Government has zero right to decide what is a church and 
what is a cult. Apparently, government agents on the ground at Waco, made this 
determination with the assistance of a "cult deprogrammer" of one kind or anoth- 
er. The whole idea of such action is repulsive, not to mention downright illegal. 

For the Federal Government to have this power � whi ch it does not � 
would be to grant it all power to destroy any and all religions � a plank in the 
Socialist program and one of the goals of world revolution. This power is not in 
the First Amendment to the United States Constitution, nor is it found under the 
delegated powers of Congress or of the primary powers of Congress in Article 1, 
Section 8, Clauses 1-18. When the United States Constitution is silent on a power, 
it is a prohibition of that power. 

So where did the FBI and the ATF get their power that allowed them to attack 
a Christian church? Apparently from the President and the Attorney General, nei- 
ther of whom has such powers, and, since they both admit responsibility for the 
dreadful deed at Waco, they ought properly to be impeached. More Americans 
died at Waco than did Chinese students at Tienenman Square. Did the jackal press 
of the United States call the Chinese students a "cult?" Of course not. Neither 
does the Federal Government have the right to call a Christian movement a "cult." 

The United States Constitution was compromised by the actions of the 
Federal Government at Waco. The United States Constitution cannot be compro- 
mised. No government agency is above the Constitution, and the Federal 
Government agencies that took part in the Waco attack broke the law. They had 
no constitutional right to intervene in a matter that fell within the purview of the 
State of Texas, it was not in the purview of the Federal Government. The Federal 
Government talked of the Branch Davidian as "terrorists," but should not have 
had any say in making such a delineation. That was for the State of Texas to do. 

Nowhere in the Bill of Rights has the Federal Government the authority to 
call a Christian church a "terrorist" organization. Authority for the attack at Waco 
is not found in Article 1, Section 8, Clauses 1-18 . It would have taken a CON- 
STITUTIONAL AMENDMENT to a Dow the Federal Government to launch an 
armed attack on the Branch Davidian Church at Waco. To properly understand the 
horror of Waco, one has to read the Declaration of Independence, wherein is 
found a recital of acts of brutality perpetrated against the Colonists by King 
George m Waco is King George III relived � only wor se. 

Congress (the House and Senate) has the power to right this wrong. They can 
order a full-scale Congressional hearing. Congress can also cut off funding for 
those Federal agencies that took part in the modern-day King George III attack on 
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the citizens of the United States. Articles of impeachment are urgently necessary. 
The Congress has to take most of the blame. The Federal agents who took part in 
the storming of the Branch Davidian Church, probably thought they were acting 
under authority of the law, when they were not. Congress is supposed to know 
this, and Congress is supposed to correct the situation, lest it be perpetuated some- 
where else. Birch Bayh, Socialist former Senator from Indiana, was used by the 
Fabian Society to undermine the Constitution of the United States, and he did so 
at every opportunity, as a reading of pages S16610-S16614, Congressional 
Record, Senate clearly establishes. 

Where does it say in Article 1, Section 8 or the delegated powers of Congress 
that the Federal Government has the power to use military vehicles to attack a 
church? Where does it say that Federal agents are empowered to call a church a 
"cult?" This attack on the Christian Church Branch Davidian is a violation of the 
1st, 4th and 5th Amendments and is a bill of attainder of United States citizens at 
Waco. Neither the Legislative, Executive or Judicial branches of the Federal 
Government has the right to call a Christian church � nor for that matter, any 
church simply by calling it a "cult." Since when has the Federal Government had 
the power to decide on these complex religious matters? Since when can the 
Federal Government exercise a Bill of Attainder? 

What the Federal Government did at Waco was take a complex religious mat- 
ter and turn it into a simple matter of a "cult" it did not like. The Executive Branch 
in Article II of the United States Constitution has no power to attack what the 
President and his Attorney General called "a cult." This is not the first time that 
the Federal Government has launched an attack on a religious group it did not 
like. It is no excuse to simply say that the President and his Attorney General take 
the responsibility for breaking the law. 

On pages 1195-1209, Congressional Record, Senate February 16, 1882, we 
see that the Senate tried to act like God in appointing a five-man commission to 
prevent Mormons from voting simply because they were Mormons. This was a 
gross violation of a bill of attainder. The only saving grace about this ugly piece 
of history is that there was a debate in the Senate. The victims of the Federal 
Government at Waco had no such right. On the efforts to block the Mormons from 
voting and we find it on page 1197 � and this is hi ghly relevant to the Waco 
attack, we read, ’That right belonged to American civilization and law long 
before the Constitution was adopted." 

This right existed in colonial times, like the right to bear arms, and these rights 
were made a part of the Constitution through a series of amendments, in addition to 
those in the original instrument. These stood for the protection of rights. They were 
merely a guarantee of rights that already existed before the Constitution, which was 
not the creator of the rights itself. What the Federal Government did at Waco was 
no very different from the type of action advocated by International Socialist Karl 
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Marx � which the Chinese Government observed at Tie nenman Square. The citi- 
zens who died in the blaze at Waco were not given their Constitutional rights to a 
fair trail and due process of law as stated in the 5th Amendment. 

Continuing to read from the Congressional Record, Senate, February 16, 
1882, on page 1200: "For example no one, we presume, will contend that 
Congress can make any law in a Territory respecting the establishment of religion, 
or free exercise of, or abridge freedom of speech or of the press, or the right of 
the people of the Territory peaceably to assemble, and petition the government for 
redress of grievances. Nor can Congress deny to the people the right to keep and 
bear arms, nor the right to a trial by jury, nor compel anyone to be a witness 
against himself in criminal proceedings. These powers, in relation to the rights of 
person, which are not necessary here to enumerate, are in express and positive 
terms denied the General Government; and the right to private property have to 
be guarded with equal care." 

What happened at Waco was unhindered Socialism in action, grossly flout- 
ing the United States Constitution. Since it is clear that neither the Congress 
(House and Senate) nor the Judicial branch, nor the Executive Branch (The 
President) had any Constitutional rights whatsoever to order an armed attack on 
the Branch Davidian Church at Waco, the next question is, what is the Congress 
doing about righting this gross violation of the Constitution and what is it doing 
to bring the guilty among the Federal Government to justice?" 

In a Socialist/Marxist state, Waco would have been merely an exercise of 
government power. But the United States, thanks to its Constitution is not a 
Socialist/Marxist state; it remains a Confederated republic, notwithstanding the 
horrendous assaults upon it by the likes of Fabian Socialists Harold Laski, Felix 
Frankfurter, Hugo Black, Franklin Roosevelt, Dwight Eisenhower, George Bush, 
and now, President William Jefferson Clinton. Waco was a cynical exercise of 
powers not granted to the Judicial or Executive branches of government and 
appears on a level with the excesses of the past concerning religious intolerance. 

Getting back to the attempts by Socialists to transfer powers from one branch 
of government to another. Even without Line Item Veto powers, we already had 
a king instead of a president. I refer to "King" George Bush, whose lust for power 
begat more power and more power until the nation was carried away on the flood 
tide of his mad power grab and landed in a war that was as unconstitutional as any 
in the history of the United States. 

What has been entirely lost in the debate in the House and Senate as to 
whether to "give" the president such power is that being 100 percent unconstitu- 
tional, it would require an amendment to the United States Constitution. The 
Congress (House and Senate) does not have the authority to grant the president 
line item veto powers: This cannot be done by the Congress but only by way of a 
Constitutional amendment. 
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The Founding Fathers meant to prevent the Constitution being circumvented 
by the three departments passing powers back and forth. Article 1, Section 9 of the 
United States Constitution denies or severely limits the power of Congress to leg- 
islate.The Congress cannot pass its duties to the Supreme Court or the president 
without a constitutional amendment. This was meant to stop power-mad Socialist 
like Wilson, Roosevelt, Bush from rushing the country into one war after anoth- 
er, but even that did not stop power mad Wilson, Roosevelt and Bush from doing 
just that. 

Clinton awaits his chance to start another war. He narrowly missed out 
against North Korea, but his turn may yet come before his single term comes to 
an end. Line Item Veto power is another step toward the Socialist goal of "mak- 
ing the United States Constitution of no effect." The Constitutional power of the 
president is found in Section II of the United States Constitution. He has no other 
power. 

The Fabian Society carried on the war that was lost by the armies of King 
George III. They provoked the Civil War and all wars since then, in the hope of 
toppling the Confederate Republic of the United States. The Annals of Congress, 
Congressional Globes and Congressional Record provide a wealth of information 
and detail to confirm this opinion. On page 326, Congressional Globe, House, 
July 12, 1862, we find a speech by the Hon. F.W. Kellogg, "Origin of the 
Rebellion:" 

"National pride has been gratified, also the increase of power, and the certain 
knowledge that in a half of a century more, the United States must be by far the 
most powerful nation on the globe. But the great powers of Europe have wit- 
nessed rapid growth with uneasiness; and defend America, which was never at 
any time threatened by the Germans!" 

The mischief done by modern day American Socialists is tremendous. Jacob 
Javitts saw in what he called "civil rights issues" a golden opportunity to stir the 
racial waters by infiltrating Socialists in such key government bodies as the Equal 
Opportunity Commission. On the international scene, Javitts, using scare tactics 
at which Socialists are so good, was responsible for establishing so-called 
"international banks" and then getting Congress to fund them in an utterly uncon- 
stitutional manner. 

Another big promoter of Socialism in this country was Judge Abe "Fixer" 
Fortas, who more than any other Socialist was responsible for "legalizing" a flood 
of obscene literature and pornography. This was designed to further weaken the 
morality of the nation. Fortas cast the deciding vote on the U.S. Supreme Court’s 
100 percent wrong decision to allow pornography under the guise of "freedom of 
speech." We are told by psychologists and psychiatrists that this led directly to a 
huge increase in crime as this kind of "entertainment" titillates the lower brain 
centers. 
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House and Senate members must bear their share of the blame for this and 
the shocking rise of unemployment and crime in tandem. The House and Senate 
by a two-thirds vote can overturn any Supreme court ruling, and they should have 
done this ten years ago and not wait for the situation to get out of hand, and then 
stand by an allow the Socialists in their midst to blame the problem on "guns." 
There are some really red-hot Socialists in the House and Senate. Representative 
Bill Richardson is a notable example: On pages E2788 E2790, Congressional 
Record, Wednesday July 31,1991, Richardson launched forth a paen of praise for 
one of the worst Socialists on earth: then Representative Stephen Solarz, who 
interfered in the affairs of Rhodesia, South Africa, the Philippines, South Korea 
and every non-leftist country under the sun. As if that were not bad enough, inves- 
tigators looking into the House bank scandal, found Solarz had written the high- 
est number by far of bad checks By comparison with Solarz, Benedict Arnold was 
practically a saint. 

Other Socialist "saints" that have caused this country unlimited harm and 
caused a breakdown not only of our economic, political and judicial systems, but 
who have actively sought to advance the Socialist agenda to the detriment of the 
American people were: Harry Dexter White, John Kenneth Galbraith, Arthur 
Schlesinger, Telford Taylor, Robert Strange Mc Namara, David C. Williams, 
George Ball, Felix Frankfurter, Bernard Baruch, Arthur Goldberg, Alger Hiss, 
Judge Gesell, Ralph Bunche, Nicholas Katzenbach, Cora Weiss, Louis Brandeis, 
McGeorge Bundy, Henry Kissinger, Allen and John Foster Dulles, Sam 
Newhouse and Walt Whitman Rostow. Some of these, and other Socialist "war- 
riors" will be found in the chapters, "Stars in the Socialist Firmament," with an 
account of their deeds. 

Their plans and aims were to slowly, insidiously, induce the United States to 
adopt Socialism, in easy stages that would not be noticed by the people. The pro- 
gram was one worked out by the Fabian Society of London, as detailed by their 
lead players, Professor Laski, Graham Wallas and Kenneth Galbraith. These plans 
were laid out in such a manner as to coincide or dovetail with what "Liberals" 
were doing in America, especially in the fields of education, undermining the 
United States Constitution, the American system of political economy based upon 
sound money and trade protection tariffs. 

These largely coincided with the International Socialist plans for an eventu- 
al One World Government � New World Order. For the Fabians of England to 
adjust their plans to an American timetable was a big undertaking. How success- 
ful they were can be measured in terms of the fact that between the 1920s and 
1930, they almost succeeded in totally Socializing the United States.

SOCIALIST-CONTROLLED EDUCATION: 
THE ROAD TO SLAVERY 

The one sector of life in the United States that has been completely co-opted 
by Fabian Socialism, is education. Perhaps in no other of their fields of endeavor 
to Socialize America did their indirect, stealthy, furtive methodology succeed 
nearly as much as it did in Fabian Socialism’s long march to capture the educa- 
tional system of this nation. The Socialists took over Yale, Harvard, Columbia and 
many other colleges, held to be of direct service to Socialism. They were to be the 
future educational centers and "finishing schools" for Socialists in America as 
Oxford and Cambridge are for the Fabian Society in England. 

In these universities were developed a layer of top-level elite educators whose 
ties to British Fabianism were strong. Among the top in this elite group was Walter 
Lippmann and John Reed, who is buried in the walls of the Kremlin in Moscow. 
Socialist pressure on education expanded with Leftist/Socialist professors threaten- 
ing to give conservative students failing grades for giving wrong answers � wrong 
whenever they clashed with Fabian Socialist ideas. In this manner have traditional 
American Christian conservative views undergone a terrible erosion. An enquiry 
lasting two years (1962-1964) in one California school district, showed the self- 
same pressures operating in classrooms staffed with Socialist teachers, as was in use 
in universities across the nation. Parents were reluctant to complain, because in 
instances where complaints were filed with the school board, their children received 
bad grades and loss of credits. 

As far back as the visit to the United States by Ramsay McDonald, the 
Fabian Socialists in London knew that a frontal assault on education in the United 
States was out of the question. At one of the most memorable of many Socialist 
meetings held in New York in 1905, at Peck’s Restaurant, the Intercollegiate 
Socialist Society (ISS) was formed. This was the bridgehead that was to give the 
Fabian Socialist in America a highway into education. 
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The man the Fabian Society selected for the job of Socializing education in 
America, was John Dewey, Professor of Philosophy at Columbia University, New 
York. Dewey became known as the father of progressive (Socialist) education, 
identified with Marxist bodies such as the League of Industrial Democracy (LID), 
of which he was a president. Dewey first came to the notice of the Socialist hier- 
archy while teaching at the Lincoln School of Teachers College, a hotbed of 
Marxist-Liberalist education, supported by the General Education Board. 

It was here that Dewey met Nelson Aldrich and David Rockefeller. Of the 
two, Dewey reportedly said that David was completely Socialized, committing to 
its philosophies wholeheartedly. The Un-American Committee cited Dewey as 
belonging to 15 Marxist-front organizations. A few years later, Rockefeller 
rewarded Dewey by making him Governor of New York and a member of the 
Council on Foreign Relations (CFR). Although Dewey went on to occupy most- 
ly political positions, it was his indoctrination of Nelson and David Rockefeller 
into Socialisms and Marxism that did the most damage, as millions upon millions 
of dollars were thereafter donated to fighting "religious clause" school cases in 
the Supreme Court and undermining education and infecting America’s school 
system with the Socialist virus. 

The 10th Amendment of the United States Constitution reserves the police 
powers of education, health and police protection to the States. The powers of the 
Federal Government are powers delegated by the States. The first 10 
Amendments to the United States Constitution are a prohibition of power, one of 
the strictest being that education is a matter for the States. 

Until they were able to make progress via the legislative route as Florence 
Kelley (real name Weschnewetsky) had stated, the American Fabian Socialists 
had to go about undermining education in the United States in a typically Fabian 
Socialist way. The Intercollegiate Socialist Society (ISS) meeting at Peck’s 
Restaurant was the first slow step taken to penetrate and permeate education with- 
out disclosing the direction it was to go. When we look back to the seemingly 
slow, almost halting formation of the ISS, it is hard to believe that the very same 
American Fabian Socialist movement who formed, it are today galloping along, 
dragging our education system along with them by the hair of its head. 

There were others who thought just like Justice Douglas, Felix Frankfurter, 
Frank Murphy, William J. Brennan, Arthur Goldberg, Justice Hugo Black and 
Abe Fortas. In addition to being ardent Socialists, Douglas, Murphy and Brennan 
were high-ranking Freemasons. It was during the time 1910-1930 that the 
Supreme Court began taking an untoward interest is so-called "religious clause" 
school education case, from which it had shied away from at least for two 
decades. This was the era when the most damage was done to the American edu- 
cation system, enabling Socialism to make huge inroads which previously seemed 
to be out of the question. 
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While the Supreme Court had outlawed religious education � especially 
prayers from schools � their Masonic brethren had b een very successful in pen- 
etrating and permeating schools with Socialist Mason literature. In 1959, Franklin 
W. Patterson persuaded the principal of a high school in Baker, Oregon, to use 
Socialist-oriented text books in the school. The same thing happened in North 
Carolina were Socialist-Masonic literature was distributed in every classroom of 
every school in Charlotte. 

As House Banking Committee chairman, Louis T. McFadden said: 
"In the matter of education the Fabian Illuminati have followed a theory 

which is none other than that suggested by the souls of Bavarian Illuminism, 
Nicolai, in the eighteenth century. Having secured posts in the school boards of 
the country, it became very easy for the Fabian Socialists to instill their educa- 
tional, de-Christianized principles in the school curriculum. Their attack on reli- 
gious teaching was subtle but deadly, as seen in the Education bill of 1902." 

’They boast openly of having in their ranks several bishops and divines, the 
list being headed by Bishop Headlam, one of the earliest Fabians...Under Fabian 
educational schemes come the formation of the educational groups of the ’nurs- 
ery,’ the latter designed as a kind of a training school for very young prospective 
Socialists. (Then Governor Clinton of Arkansas modeled his Socialist 
"Governor’s School" along these lines)...But by far the most important steps 
taken by the Fabians along educational lines was their inauguration in existing 
universities of ’Universities Socialist Societies.’...The culminating triumph of the 
Fabians in the realm of education was the creation of the London School of 
Economics and Political Science at the London University, where today one of 
the chief lecturers is the Socialist, Harold Laski..." 

One can say of Socialist plans that they infected the realm education with a 
virus that they hoped would spread and radically change our social order. This 
"virus" would get into the spinal cord of "social studies" and "social sciences" 
turning all studies in a leftward direction. This was the basic premise of the 
National Education Association set forth in their 14th Year Book in 1936, from 
which position the Socialist educators have never wavered: "We stand for 
Socializing the individual." 

In pursuance of this, in the 1920s the Socialists who swarmed over the 
United States like a cloud of locusts were intent upon carrying out as many of the 
ideas written up in the Communist Manifesto of 1848, embodied in legislation 
pertaining to education. They hoped to circumvent the constitution by what 
Florence Kelley called "legislative action." On pages 4583-4604, Congressional 
Record, Feb. 23,1927, under the title " General Deficiency Appropriation Bill, we 
find their methods exposed. "...The Communist groups must show children how 
to convert secret hate and pent-up anger into a conscious struggle...Most impor- 
tant is the struggle against the tyranny of school discipline." 
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John Dewey and his disciples tried to limit the learning of vocabulary in 
schools, knowing as they did that the depth of education is commensurate with one’s 
vocabulary. Children should be taught vocabulary, even if it is only taught straight 
out of a dictionary. All government job applicants ought to be obliged to pass an 
English vocabulary test, and this could be extended to State job applicants. Even wel- 
fare applicants should be obliged to take a proficiency test in vocabulary in the 
English language. This would negate the effect of Socialism in education, and thwart 
Socialism’s aim of turning out a mediocre majority of children who will grow up to 
become mediocre adults, "pushovers" for swallowing a diet of Socialism. 

Another specialist tactic is to waste the Nations’ substance through irrespon- 
sible spending so that "destructive" becomes the order of the day. This has the 
effect of steadily raising higher education fees. We see the cumulative effect of 
John Maynard Keynes policies in the number of students who are not going to 
college, and those who drop out as fees get too much for them to pay. In this way, 
the number of students with future leadership qualities is diminished, by intent 
and by design. 

The general thrust of Socialist "education" is to keep intelligence to a mini- 
mum wherever possible, while promoting mediocrity. Of course this does not 
apply to their own chosen future leadership who are selected out of the best and 
brightest Socialists and sent to the "finishing school" at Oxford as Rhodes schol- 
ars. An excellent reference to education as a means of confounding Communism 
and Socialism, is found In the Congressional Record, House, June 26, 1884 on 
page 336, Appendix thereto: 

"I believe the sheet anchor of our form of government is intelligence, hence 
I am an earnest advocate of popular education." Daniel Webster uttered this sen- 
timent of which history has demonstrated the truth when he said, ’it is intelligence 
that has reared the majestic columns of our national glory, and this also can pre- 
vent them from crumbling into ashes.’ The spread of intelligence is to be the 
Government � it will be not only protection against  centralization of political 
and financial power on one hand, but our sure and safe defense against 
Communism, nilhism and revolutionary tendencies on the other." 

"While ours was a comparatively frontier population, with sturdy self- 
reliance and individuality as a common characteristic, our dangers were not many, 
but with a dense population, accumulated wealth, and comparative effeminacy, 
new perils arise, and we must depend upon education and intelligence to counter 
these as far as possible, for, ’as thou so west so shall thou reap’ applies to States 
as well as to men. Next to the Christian religion, the greatest civilizer of men is 
the school. Public schools, like everything else, are criticized, but until something 
better is devised, I am in favor of maintaining and extending them..." 

This great speech was made by The Hon. James K. Jones of Arkansas, and 
shows just how far ahead our representatives were in the 1800s than those who 
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are now in Congress. It also shows up in the clearest possible light why the 
Socialists feel so compelled to take charge of education for their own sinister pur- 
poses, and why the likewise feel the need to negate Christianity. It is clear that 
morality, education and religion go hand-in-hand, and the Socialists know it. 

The Socialists managed to get one of their most important protagonists, 
Hugo Lafayette Black on the bench of the Supreme Court. Black, a Unitarian 
(Godless) church member and a Freemason, should never have been confirmed, 
because it broke all Senate rules. The serious situation posed by Black’s nomina- 
tion was raised by Senators William Borah (R.ID) and Warren Austin (R.NH). 
They pointed out that Black was constitutionally ineligible because he was a 
member of Congress when it enacted legislation raising the salary of Supreme 
Court Judges, and in consequence, he could not be promoted to a post that paid 
more money than he received as a member of Congress. 

The Constitution is perfectly clear on this point: "No Senator or 
Representative shall, during the time for which he was elected, be appointed to 
any civil office under the authority of the United States, which shall have been 
created, or the emoluments where of shall have increased during such time." At 
the time of Black’s nomination he was paid $109,000 as a member of Congress, 
while the Justices salaries were raised to $20,000 a year. Yet, in spite of this clear 
violation of the law, Roosevelt’s Attorney General, Homer Cummings, ruled that 
Black’s appointment to the Supreme was legal! 

The Socialists-Masonics alliance needed Black on the Supreme Court because 
they knew that he was sympathetic to their cause and would always rule in their favor 
on "religious clause" education cases, and their faith in Black was amply rewarded. 
Black was in league with Samuel Untermeyer, Schofield, Gunnar Myrdal, Justices 
Earl Warren and Louis D. Brandeis, Roosevelt and Florence Kelley who were all 
working to bring education under the control of Socialism. 

The supreme and organic law of the land is the law based upon the Christian 
Bible’s teachings. By failing to obey it, the U.S. Supreme Court is in a state of 
transgression. Modern education, on the basis of Supreme Court rulings has bro- 
ken Biblical law. Schools and colleges have become the most dangerous places to 
leave our youth unsupervised and unattended. One of the ways in which the 
Socialists obtained the upper-hand was the non-recognition of religious schools 
- and especially Catholic schools. 

Here, the services of the illegally appointed Justice Hugo Black were invalu- 
able in ruling against cases brought under the so-called "religious clause" by the 
enemies of the Constitution of United States. Black, known to be militantly anti- 
Catholic and anti-church school education in general, followed slavishly Masonic 
"principles" in his court rulings, in fact most of them were taken direct from 
Mason literature. The most noteworthy "principles" which on which Black based 
his rulings, were: 
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Principal No. l "Public school education for all of the children of all of the 
people." 

Principal No. 5 ’The entire separation of Church and State, and opposition to 
every attempt to appropriate public moneys, directly or indirectly, for the support 
of sectarian or private institutions." As we shall see in the chapters dealing with 
corruption of the Constitution, within two years of Black’s nomination, the 
Supreme Court took a huge lurch to the Left and declared unconstitutional State 
funding of religious schools, on the utterly false premise of Jefferson’s Bill for 
Religious Freedom, which was not in the Constitution, but restricted to Virginia. 
That is how the "wall of separation of Church and State," came to be born, total- 
ly unconstitutional based on deception and outright fraud. 

The issue of "federal" aid for religious schools was raised again by 
Representative Graham Barden back in 1940. Barden was a Socialist- 
Freemason, and as we proceed, we shall see just how well Masonry and 
Socialism have combined to wreck education in America. The intention of the 
Barden bill was control over schools so that Socialism could be freely taught. 
This was confirmed by Dr. Cloyd H. Marvin, president of George Washington 
University in a letter dated May 11, 1944, addressed to the House Committee 
on World War Veterans. What Burden was striving to do was to eliminate the 
right of war veterans to attend theological seminaries, especially, Catholic sem- 
inaries, if they so chose. Barden had attended the Fabian Conference of 
Representatives of Educational Associations in 1941, which conference was a 
tool of both Freemasonry and Socialism. 

According to Dr. Marvin, there should not be any private schools, because in 
his words, "we cannot maintain two systems to interfere with regular education 
policies." This was one of the clearest cases on record of Masonry as the driving 
force behind the Conference of Representatives of Educational Association. 
While ostensibly the bill under discussion was primarily about the G.I. bill, nev- 
ertheless its ramifications were very wide, because Rep. Barden attempted to put 
private religious schools out of bounds for those veterans who were attending col- 
lege on the "G.I. bill." 

Dr. Marvin was no ordinary educator. He was a longtime Socialists and 33rd 
degree Mason. At George Washington University he was able to exert a powerful 
influence because of the grant of $100,000 he received from the Scottish Rite of 
Freemasonry. Marvin found a friend in Justice Hugo Black, who owed his 
Supreme Court position to the Masons. After he left the Senate, the Socialists got 
Black’s Senate seat filled by Lister Hill of Alabama, a regular Socialist crusader 
and staunch Mason. For years, Hill was able to block federal funding for private 
schools, especially religious schools. Hill was listed in the Congressional 
Directory, 79th Congress, 1st Session, August 1985, page 18, as a 32nd degree 
Mason. 
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Nowhere was Socialist pressure on education so strongly manifested than 
through the National Education Association, (NEA). With passage of the GI Bill 
there appeared a new attempt to wreck federal funding for private schools with- 
out strings attached, the strings always in the hands of the NEA. On January 10, 
1945, the NEA sponsored new legislation that would not allow federal funding of 
private schools. The legislation was believed drafted by Justice Hugo Black. 
What the measure did was to accomplish through omission rather than direct 
exclusion, the desired goals of the NEA. It was a cleverly drafted piece of legis- 
lation. The same cleverness was displayed in 1940 in the drafting of so-called 
"separation of church and state" legislation. 

Decisions by Socialist-Unitarian Justices who dominated the Supreme Court 
from 1935 to 1965, effectively barred Christian education curricula from public 
schools. In the war hysteria atmosphere of the 1940s, nobody saw fit to point out 
that any interference by the Federal Government in education was an outright vio- 
lation of the 10th Amendment. The far-reaching so-called "separation of church 
and state" ruling of the Court was completely unlawful, not to found in the 
Constitution. There is no constitutional grounds for "separation of Church and 
State" which was used to destroy the basis of religious instruction in the schools. 

The acceptance of this skewed piece of legislation, a strong attack on the 
Constitutional rights of We, the People, had a direct bearing on the quality of 
American education, which went into a tailspin, immediately after this fraudulent, 
unconstitutional ruling. American education was there after overrun by teaching 
all sorts of "rights" that did not exist, "women’s rights," "civil rights" and "homo- 
sexual rights." Following the barring of religious instruction from schools and the 
introduction of "humanism" by John Dewey, a very substantial rise of violent 
crime followed almost immediately. 

America, founded on Christianity, was abducted, held to ransom, violated, a 
victim of Socialist barbarity, battered and bruised, and barely able to crawl on its 
knees in the 1990s, about as far removed from the country that the Founding 
Fathers strove to make it as it was possible to get. In this savage assault on the 
Virtuous Republic of United States, Socialist-Masonic control of education from 
the 1st grade onwards, played the leading role. 

It has been proved over and over again that children start learning in the pri- 
mary grades, 1st, 2nd, 3rd. In middle class homes, where a higher value of learn- 
ing prevails, parents will help their children with reading, but in the lower class 
families, parents invariably don’t help their children, with the result that children 
who read badly are found to gravitate toward criminal activities. There are always 
exceptions, but the foregoing is recognized by educators not blinded by "minori- 
ty" blinkers to be generally true. 

In a rotten conspiracy entered into between the Socialist and President Harry 
Truman, the Plessy vs. Ferguson ruling, the "separate but equal" doctrine of edu- 
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cation, was undermined by President Truman, pretending slyly all the while to 
favor it. The real issue was that neither Truman or anyone in the Federal 
Government had the right to interfere in matters of education, since as we have 
stated elsewhere, the 10th Amendment to the United States Constitution reserves 
the powers of education to the States. The Federal Government is prohibited in 
meddling in education, which belongs solely to the States. 

One of the chief causes of the horrible decline of education in the Nation, can 
be found in the landmark case, Everson vs. Board of Education brought before the 
New Jersey Supreme Court, October 5, 1943. The case arose out of issues made 
by Rep. Graham Barden in 1940 about religious schools receiving government 
subsidies The Everson case was a revival of Barden’s defeated bill. As I have pre- 
viously indicated, the Socialists are tenacious in their efforts to overturn the 
Constitution of the United States, which they view as the principal stumbling 
block to their ardent desire to Socialize the people of this Nation. 

The Everson case was about the State of New Jersey allowing the town of 
Ewing to pay the cost of transporting (voluntarily as opposed to mandatory) 
schoolchildren to all schools, including religious schools. The plaintiff, a Mr. 
Arch Everson, had objected to the funding of transportation for children attend- 
ing religious schools. In this he was supported by the Masons, and the American 
Civil Liberties Union (ACLU), although the ACLU kept well out of sight during 
State court proceedings. Ostensibly, the objection came only from Mr. Everson in 
those proceedings. The Socialists needed to win the case in order to use it as a 
precedent-setting corner stone for future planned assaults on education "religious 
clause" cases they planned to bring if Everson was successful. 

The matter was heard by the New Jersey Supreme Court which allowed the 
town of Ewing to continue funding transportation of children to all schools. 
Backed by the ACLU, which now emerged from hiding, and the Masons, Everson 
took his case to the Supreme Court. It was the chance of a lifetime for Black to 
demonstrate his ignorance of the Constitution and his prejudice against 
Christianity, while striking a blow for Socialism. The Supreme Court ruled 
against the State of New Jersey, with the ACLU coming out in the open as a so- 
called "friend of the court." The ACLU brief was virtually an in to to copy of a 
Mason citation made by Elmer Rogers many years earlier. Overlaid on the Mason 
citation, the ACLU brief was virtually a near-perfect fit. 

The majority decision of the Court was written by Justice Hugo Black. Being 
packed with Socialists and Masons, the Court could hardly have ruled against the 
prejudiced viewpoint of its members, Christian haters violently opposed to the 
teaching of Christian beliefs in schools receiving so-called "Federal" aid. 

Prior to 1946, the "wall between Church and State" had hardly ever been 
used in a legal argument. It was, after all, merely the words of Thomas Jefferson, 
a mere phrase, not found in the Constitution. But after the Everson case, which 
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Justice Hugo Black had been elevated to the Supreme Court specially to rule in 
favor of plaintiff Everson, the courts unleashed a torrent of verbal abuse against 
Christianity in particular, and against religious instruction in schools in general. 

The courts outlawed prayers in schools; banned oral Bible readings, declared 
atheism and secular humanism as religions protected by the First Amendment and 
struck down the custom of allowing children to attend prayer services inside 
school property, all against long standing traditions, customs, such as singing 
Christmas carols, prohibited religious instruction by teachers, and as we shall see 
in the chapters dealing with Law, beyond the ken and the pale of the constitution. 
The Supreme Court took a phrase uttered by Jefferson, "wall of separation 
between Church and State" which has no constitutional standing, and inserted it 
in the Constitution, thereby turning the United States of America into a society in 
which the Christian religion was not allowed to play any role whatsoever in State 
affairs, certainly not what the Founding Fathers had intended. 

So blatantly prejudiced was Black, that his fellow Justices had occasion to 
write about him in unflattering terms. In a diary entry dated March 9, 1948, 
Frankfurter wrote that Justice Harold O. Burton "hasn’t the remotest idea how 
malignant men like Black and Douglas not only can be, but are." This was man- 
ifested in the Everson case, where Black demonstrated his prejudiced determina- 
tion based on hatred of Christ, that religion not play a role in the life of our 
Nation. The rot started with Everson, continued with Brown vs. Board of 
Education and inevitably, Roe vs. Wade, which up until now remains the greatest 
victory and triumph over the Constitution of the United States and the American 
people, ever achieved by the Fabian Socialists. The Supreme Court went 
CROOKED with the advent of Black and has remained so ever since. 

There was never a clearer case of a violation of the 9th Amendment than the 
Everson decision. The 9th Amendment forbids judges from putting their own 
thoughts into matters of law that are not spelled out in the Constitution. This is 
called predilection, and that is precisely what Black and his fellow justices did in 
the Everson case. They twisted and squeezed the Constitution to fit their own 
stinking prejudiced predilections and came out on the side of Socialist-Masonry, 
in utter defilement of the Constitution. 

The Socialists were about to bring their Brown vs. School Board, Topeka, 
Kansas case before the Supreme Court. Justice Vinson had told Truman that the 
Brown vs. School Board case would be disposed of and that "separate but equal" 
education would remain in place. Vinson did this knowing full well that it was a not 
true. Thus when 33rd Degree Mason Socialist Chief Justice Earl Warren read the 
decision on the Brown vs. School Board case, there were gasps of surprise from the 
spectators, some of whom, being in the know, had come to hear the court uphold 
Plessey vs. Ferguson. 

Few present in the court on that fateful day could have been aware of the 
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tremendous blow that had been struck for "standardized," "Socialized" education 
in the most blatant violation cf the Constitution up to that time. It is true to say 
that several attempts had been made in the past to circumvent the Constitution by 
"legislative action" as proposed by the Socialist, Florence Kelley 
(Weschnewetsky). A bill was introduced in 1924, with the intent and purpose of 
violating the 10th Amendment to the United States Constitution, in that the bill 
sought to create a Department of Education, which took its title from the 
Communist Department of Education in Bolshevized Russia. The idea was to 
"nationalize," "standardize" and "federalize" education in the United States as it 
was in the USSR. 

What the bill sought to achieve was force every child in America to read the 
same, "standardized" text books, which would include a good leavening of Marxist, 
Socialist, Leninists text books, so that children would emerge from the school sys- 
tem as good little Socialists ready to march into the One World Government � New 
World Order. Leading Socialist of the Fabian Society had always said that to stan- 
dardize education was the quickest way to break down the natural barriers against 
Socialism in America, arising from the big land mass, geographical, weather, local 
customs, local school boards. Webb had remarked that diversity was a problem for 
socialism, and diversity existed in America in abundance, which made the country 
difficult to penetrate with Marxism, Communist, Socialism. 

That is why our Founding Fathers in their foresight and wisdom, made sure 
that the powers of education remained with the States and prohibited to the 
Federal Government. This system of States education was a safeguard against 
anarchy and nilhism from within the Nation. Although they failed in this instance, 
Socialists never gave up on their attempt to seize control of education, and their 
chance came with the treasonous conduct of President Jimmy Carter and sedi- 
tionists in the House and Senate, who got an Education bill federalizing education 
passed, in violation of the 10th Amendment. As a result, the illegal U.S. 
Department of Education was created. 

Carter will go down in history as a president who committed wholesale trea- 
son and sedition. "I will not lie to you" said Carter, and then set about imple- 
menting Socialist legislation that robbed the States of making their own decisions 
on education, and robbed the people of the Nation, of the Panama Canal. The 
13th, 14th and 15th Amendments to the Constitution of the United States were 
never ratified, so any legislation passed by the Congress in pursuant of these 
amendments are outside of the ken and the pale of the Constitution, Socialist Dr. 
William H. Owen would have loved Carter. Owen was the president of the 
Chicago Normal College, Chicago, Illinois and president of the NEA, who was 
chosen to represent the NEA at the World Conference on Education, June 23, 
1923, held in San Francisco. Included in his speech was the following ".. .In spite 
of what we write and say, the world does not believe that education as a form of 
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social control is comparable with armies, navies, and statecraft...We should spend 
our time and efforts in sharing a constructive educational program that will demon- 
strate what education can do as a form of social control comparable with armies..." 

The foregoing, demonstrates why it is so dangerous to leave education to the 
lender mercies of the Federal Government, especially with the advent of the 
Socialist Woodrow Wilson, whose administration collected Socialists by quantum 
leaps, until today, we have the Clinton administration riddled with Socialists, in 
fact, differing little from the Socialist Labor Party governments in England. Our 
Founding Fathers were wise enough to foresee the time when Socialist agents like 
Wilson, Kennedy, Johnson, Carter, Bush and Clinton, and Socialists like Owen, 
disguised as "educators" would try to steer our, Nation leftward through their 
seditious "education" programs, and so they made sure that the powers of educa- 
tion were prohibited to the Federal Government. 

However, using the Supreme Court to get around the Constitution was a dan- 
gerous development the Founding Fathers could not have altogether foreseen. 
They knew treason mongers existed in their day and age, but they could not have 
had any idea that a man like Chief Justice Earl Warren would come along and 
make a mockery of the Constitution. It is said of Warren, that he made the 14th 
Amendment to the Constitution of the United States, mean "everything and any- 
thing." It was through this ugly subterfuge, of unratified amendments and a 
Supreme Court choked with judges with sedition on their minds, that the obnox- 
ious Brown vs. Board of Education became "law," which it is not, but which the 
States are forced, nevertheless to obey. 

Another ugly subterfuge and piece of outright deceit, was the use by Warren 
of totally prejudiced sociological data dredged up by Dr. Gunnar Myrdal, a 
Socialist reprobate whose economic theories had cost Sweden billions of dollars, 
and we shall return to this outright liar in due course. 

The Department of Education was established to take control of education 
away from the States and replace American education with a system that would 
ensure children grow up in the Socialist format and become political leaders, in 
the Socialist way of promoting a new political order based on the Soviet system, 
which will lead to the One World Government � New W orld Order. 

What the Warren Court tried to do with Brown vs. Board of Education, and 
other Supreme Court Justices have also tried to do, was separate the 1st Section 
of the 14th Amendment from the whole Constitution, so that it would mean any- 
thing they wanted it to read into it � classic pred ilection forbidden by the 9th 
Amendment. Any part of the Constitution HAS to be interpreted in the light of the 
total Constitution, which cannot be fragmented. The Slaughterhouse decisions 
made a mockery of Warren’ s Brown vs. Board of Education ruling, which, if he 
had observed it, would have shown Warren the error of his ways. 

Because Justice Warren decided not to read the Slaughterhouse decision, he 
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went and ruled on the Brown vs. Board of Education basing it on the so-called 
"Civil rights" act of 1964. We deal with this more fully in the chapters on the 
Constitution. In Brown vs. Board of Education, we have the Communizing of 
education in the United States. What is the difference between transporting chil- 
dren in forced busing out of their locality and transporting political prisoners to 
the gulags in Siberia, or the transporting of Colonists to England for trial, against 
which Thomas hurled his full fury? 

There is no difference! Children, black and white, are transported against 
their wills to other locations. This is a violation of life, liberty and property as to 
due process of law, which Brown vs. Board of Education denied children and par- 
ents. In this alone, Brown vs. Board of Education is 100 percent unconstitution- 
al. Why should parents and children suffer a violation of their 5th Amendment 
rights in order to fulfill the Socialist designs of the Socialist educators and their 
friends at court? Our children suffer "cruel and unusual punishment" by being 
bused out of their area to magnet schools, paring schools and the like, because of 
their race. There is no trial by jury available to them, no due process, simply a 
herding aboard buses under Communist-like, totalitarian "laws." 

The children and their parents are citizens of the States FIRST: Article IV 
Section 2, Part 1. The citizens of each State shall be entitled to all privileges and 
immunities of citizens in the Several States and U.S. citizens, second. The 14th 
Amendment is still a restriction on the Federal Government, even though it was 
not ratified, so the States kept their sovereignty and could not be imposed upon in 
matters of education by the Federal Government. 

There was tremendous pressure on judges to rule in favor of the American 
Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) in cases involving religion in schools. The ACLU 
filed 23 such briefs and in the cases heard by Justice Felix Frankfurter, he always 
ruled in favor of the ACLU. One of the allies of the ACLU was Pastor Davies of 
the Unitarian Church of which Justice Hugo Black was a member. This is what 
Davies had to say about "religious clause" school cases: 

"Like St. Paul’s freedom, religious liberty with a great price must be bought. 
And for those who exercise it most fully, by insisting upon religious education for 
their children, mixed with secular by terms of our Constitution, the price is greater 
than others... The religions of the creeds are obsolescent, the basis of their claims 
expired with yesterday." Justice Hugo Black was 100 percent in favor of packing 
the Supreme Court of the United States with Socialist justices which is what 
Roosevelt and Truman certainly did. 

Justice Hugo Black was a committed Freemason, and one must suppose that 
he held to Mason tents regarding education: 

"Next to this, the form of learned literary society is best suited for our pur- 
poses and had not Masonry existed, this cover would have been employed and it 
may be much more than a cover, it may be a powerful, engine in our hands. By 
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establishing reading societies and subscription libraries and taking these under 
our direction and supplying them through our labors, we may turn the public mind 
which way we will... We must win the common people in every corner. This will 
be obtained chiefly by means of schools, and by open, hearty behavior, populari- 
ty and tolerance of their prejudices which at leisure root out and dispel... We must 
acquire the direction of education, of church management � of the professional 
chair and of the pulpit." 

What is truly astonishing is that if we take the writings of Beatrice and 
Sydney Webb and overlay them upon the Masonic views of education, we find 
they are almost always identical! The onslaught on American education was 
directed by the Tavistock Institute of Human Relations, the premiere brainwash- 
ing establishment in the world, and their "educators," Kurt Lewin, Margaret 
Meade. H.V. Dicks, Richard Crossman and W.R. Bion. These enemies of the 
American Republic were unleashed upon an innocent, unsuspecting general pub- 
lic, with disastrous consequences for education. 

Among their "new science" sciences projects for American schools were the 
study of masturbation, homosexuality, transvestitism, lesbianism, prostitution, 
exotic religions, cults and religious fundamentalism. 

The so-called "civil rights law" of 1870, which was supposed to enforce the 
15th Amendment which was never properly ratified applied specifically to the 
Chinese brought over by the opium peddlers and the railroad magnates like the 
Harrimans, should not have any bearing today as the 15th Amendment was never 
properly ratified. To imply that "equal protection of the laws" in the Section 1 of 
the 14th Amendment, means that every person has the same level of intelligence 
� more than even the worst star-struck Liberal woul d hold to be true! But this is 
exactly and precisely what Brown vs. Board of Education attempted to do � 
level all minds to one mean or average level. This is at the core of Brown vs. 
Board of Education and it is egalitarianism in action. 

Sedition in education is a reality as much of a reality "gun control" as the 
sedition practiced by Senator Meztenbaum and Representative Schumer. By per- 
verting education, first through the establishment of a Federal Government 
department of education and second by Supreme Court action of the order of 
Brown vs. Board of Education, treason and sedition transpires. To destroy the 
American system of education and replace it with a Marxist/Leninist/Socialist 
system will result in the rot of the Nation from within. The secular humanist 
Justice Warren was guilty of treason when he allowed Brown vs. Board of 
Education to become "law." 

The National Education Association (NEA) is a 100 percent Socialist- 
Marxist organization. Their first task was to remove from the schools the proper 
teaching of history, geography, civics and in their place, install social studies 
favoring Communism. The NEA is a Socialist organization that has been active- 
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ly engaged in undermining education in the United States sine the 1920s. They 
were no doubt in the vanguard of those who brought Brown vs. Board Education 
case in 1954, "fixed" by Justice Earl Warren, in the Abe Fortas manner. 

With the Socialist take-over of American schools, new curriculums were 
introduced, children being awarded credits in courses such as soap operas and 
nonsensical "environmental issues. "In all, Tavistock Institute drafted 4000 new 
science social scientists to work on turning American education away from tradi- 
tional values. The result of their efforts can be seen in the huge upsurge of violent 
teenage crime, school crimes, rapes. These statistics mirror the success of the 
Tavistock Institute’s methods. 

Among the "educators" drafted by the Socialists were the Socialist Gunnar 
Myrdal and his wife, who hailed from Sweden. The Myrdals had a long history 
of fealty to Socialist/Marxist ideas. Dr. Myrdal had worked as an assistant to 
avowed Socialist Walt Whitman Rostow, at the United Nations Economic 
Commission for Europe in Geneva. Rostow’s treasonous activities are recounted 
in other chapters of this book. Myrdal had worked in Sweden as Minister of 
Commerce before joining Rostow, in which capacity he did almost irreparable 
damage to Sweden’s economy, in true big-spending Socialist style. 

Myrdal was chosen by the Socialist Carnegie Foundation to conduct a study 
in race relations in the United States on a grant of $250,000. It was believed that 
since Myrdal had no experience with blacks, there being none in Sweden, his 
study would be impartial. What was not realized at the time was that the whole 
thing was a set up: Myrdal was to produce a set of conclusions that would be used 
in the notorious Brown vs. Board of Education case. Myrdal produced a report 
filled with totally fraudulent so-called sociopolitical conclusions which said, in 
essence that blacks were getting a raw deal in education. Myrdal’s conclusions 
were riddled with gaping holes. 

Moreover, far from being a disinterested scientist, Myrdal was an avowed 
enemy of the Constitution of the United States, which he referred to as being, "a 
nearly fetishistic cult...a 150-year old Constitution (which is) in many respects 
impractical and ill-suited for modern conditions...Modern historical studies reveal 
that the Constitutional Convention was merely a plot against the common peo- 
ple....Until recently, the Constitution has been used to block the popular will." 

Myrdal and his wife toured the United States under the auspices of the 
Socialist Benjamin Malzberger. Among the lesser of scores of disparaging 
remarks made by Myrdal was the one in which he described the American people 
as, "narrow-minded whites, ridden by evangelistic religion," and Southern whites 
he dismissed as "poor, uneducated, coarse and dirty." This was the man who 
wrote the "unbiased" sociological background report which it is said, made up 
Chief Justice Earl Warren’s mind on which way to rule in the Brown vs. Board of 
Education case. 
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What was behind the great Socialist drive of the 1920 and 1950s to wreck 
America’s education system? It can be summed up in a few words: The central 
idea was to "make new minds" for only through new minds could humanity 
remake itself � this according to one of the high-p riests of Socialist education, 
Eric Trist, who added that the new mind would exclude belief in the Christian reli- 
gion. And as Myrdal said, "what better place to start than in the schools?" 

In bringing the Brown vs School Board case before the Supreme Court, the 
NAACP received ten million dollars from a variety of sources, including the 
Political Action Group, a Socialist-front organization, and Freemasonry. NAACP 
lawyers received extensive briefings from Florence Kelley and Mary White 
Ovington. Kelley was the originator of the "Brandeis Briefs" which consisted of 
hundreds of sociological opinions and often covered by no more than two pages 
of legal references. The Brandeis Briefs method was the way in which the 
Supreme Court was to rule in all future cases involving Constitutional matters 

The Socially-corrupted American school curricula does not teach the 
Constitution, because if children were given instruction in it, they would have to 
be taught that the Constitution is there as a primary defense against the Federal 
Government and presidents like George Bush and Bill Clinton, who would aspire 
to become tyrants, if not subject to its constraints. The aims of Socialist educators 
is to gradually erode the constitutional safeguards that guarantee life, liberty and 
property for all citizens and replace them with totalitarian Socialism. 

Only a Biblical-based education system is good. All other systems were 
devised by men and therefore must of necessity be imperfect. Our schools have 
fallen into the hands of profoundly influential people whose main purpose in life 
it is to turn them into a Socialist bulwark. In this they have the backing of the judi- 
ciary. The goal is to advance, slowly, in true Socialist style, toward a 
Socialist/Marxist government, by altering the thrust and direction of what is 
taught in schools. If the Socialists continue to make the kind of progress they have 
made over the past three decades, by the year 2010 we shall have a nation of 
young adults and middle aged citizens who will have no quarrel with the secret 
agenda of centralized power in a Socialist dictatorship, backed up by a national 
police force. 

It is clear that one of the objectives that has already been reached by the 
Socialists is the lack of interest in reading. American children would be totally 
lost if they were placed, let us say, in the British Museum Library in London, or 
the Louvre in Paris. The great writers and artists would have little to say to them. 
Books are not the friends of children as they were in the early days of our histo- 
ry. Our education system has seen to that. Even Dickens is a stranger to the major- 
ity of American students. 

The lack of true education is leading children and young adults to seek 
enlightenment" in the movies, in rock music, which is how it was intended. The 
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only way we can fight this insidious creeping paralyses is to intervene regularly 
and vigorously. The so-called "struggle against racial prejudices" in the 1960s 
greatly affected the minds and attitudes of our young people. The so-called demo- 
craticization of our schools and universities over the past three decades was a 
direct attack on their internal structures, which brought in its wake a loss of focus 
and direction. 

The so-called "feminist" movement is a direct product of the Communist man- 
ifesto of 1848 and the twisted thinking of Gunnar Myrdal and the new science sci- 
entists of the Tavistock Institute. This has resulted in students questioning the gen- 
der of God. Likewise the distortion of "history" is very much in evidence in the 
1990s. A group of school children was asked who the most evil man in the world 
was; without hesitation they answered, "Hitler." The same group knew nothing at 
all about Stalin, certainly not that he was the greatest butcher of humanity of all 
times who killed ten times as many people as Hitler is said to have caused to be 
murdered. Such a statement would bring looks of puzzlement to their faces. 

The heroes of school children and students are not the great figures of histo- 
ry; rather their "idols" are the decadent, evil, unwashed, drug-ridden "pop stars." 
Beethoven and Brahms mean nothing to them, but they will at once show a real 
interest when the hideous sounds of "rock" music fill the air. On the other hand, 
Marxis known to most college students but they do not really know what he stood 
for. We have arrived at a point in education in our schools where "reform" is put 
above learning. In the 1990s, virtually every educational matter is attached to the 
word, "reform." 

Nowhere has a greater transformation due to "reforms" taken place than in 
sex education. The Communists were determined that even the very youngest stu- 
dent be forced to learn about sex. Madame Zinoviev was in charge of the project 
in Bolshevik Russia, which she tried to transfer to the United States, but which 
was blocked in the 1920s by a Supreme Court not yet packed with Socialist jus- 
tices, and by the alertness of the Daughters of the American Revolution. The 
products of "feminist courses" now regard marriage as merely another contract. 
Sex has had the mystic taken out of it, so that today’s college girl does not want 
to spend time forming an emotional relationship before indulging in "free love." 
We know that these ideas were prepared in Bolshevik Russia by Madame 
Kollontay and then transplanted to the United States by her. 

Our badly-flawed educational system is turning out girls who are maladapt- 
ed toward society and the truth of the statement is borne out by crime statistics 
involving teenage girls. The drug culture is deeply embedded in the youth of the 
1990s. Spiritual matters have been driven out of our schools. Today, our young 
students are the edge of the "Age of Socialist Enlightenment" where anything 
goes if it feels good. 

Of all the sciences, political science is the oldest, its beginnings traceable to 
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ancient Greece. Political Science covers the love of justice, and it explains why 
men want to rule. But political science is not taught properly in our educational 
institutions, which now teach a perverted form of it known as Socialism. If polit- 
ical science had been properly taught in our schools and colleges, Justice Warren 
would not have had such an easy time forcing Brown vs. Board of Education 
down our throats. Thus, by cunning, by stealth and deception did the Socialists 
work their way into the fateful Brown vs. Board Education ruling, which redi- 
rected education in the United States into Socialist/Marxist/Communist channels. 

The Rockefeller and Carnegie Foundations funded a study-group composed of 
Margaret Meade, a new science anthropologist and Rensis Likert, to come up with 
a review of all educational policies governed by Biblical law. Meade used Tavistock 
Institute’s reverse psychology technique to overcome what the report termed "a 
teaching problem." This report, which has had a devastating impact on education in 
the United States, remains classified to this day. One of the results of the Meade- 
Likert study was the emergence of the National Training Laboratories (NTL) with 
more than four million members. One of its affiliates was the National Education 
Association (NEA), the largest teachers organization in the world. 

Thanks to the efforts of this organization and the hundreds upon thousands 
of Socialist teachers, secular, humanist education has come the full circle from its 
slow beginnings of 1940. By the 1990s the Socialists have mustered so many 
impressive victories in the Supreme Court that they are quite open about their 
intentions of altogether secularizing education. The new scheme, although not 
really new except in the choice of title, will drag American education down to the 
dust and leave our children among the most uneducated in the world. 

Earlier, we mentioned the Tavistock Institute for Human Relations in Sussex 
University, England and the crucial role it has played in the economic, political, 
religious and educational life of the Nation. This organization was unknown in the 
United States until I published my works about it in the 1970s. Tavistock is under 
the direct control of the most powerful Socialist figures in Britain and is closely 
allied with British Freemasonry. It has the closest of contacts with the National 
Education Association, whose top management personnel were trained at the 
National Training Laboratories. This is the level at which "geopolitics" entered 
education at the teacher’s level. 

The "new" system is called, "Outcome Based Education" (OBE.) What OBE 
is going to do is teach our children that there is no need to learn to read and write 
properly, there is no need to excel in education; what matters is how they relate 
to each other and children from other races. 

What is OBE? It is a system that punishes excellence and rewards medioc- 
rity. The OBE aims to make our children over into one level students where the 
ruling standard is mediocrity. Why should this be so desirable? The obvious 
answer is that a nation in which the vast bulk of the population is educated at the 
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lowest common denominator level, will be easy to steer toward a Socialist dicta- 
torship. The basis for OBE was established with Brown vs. Board of Education, 
which in a very real sense, "pegged" education levels to the lowest common 
denominator. 

What OBE will do is turn Christian American children into pagans, with no 
respect for their parents, and no love for country, children who will despise 
national identity and patriotism. The love of one’s country is turned into some- 
thing ugly, to be avoided at all costs. OBE teaches the Marxist concept that tradi- 
tional family life is out of date. This is precisely what Madame Kollontay tried to 
force on the United States in the 1920s; it was what Socialists Bebel and Engels 
strove to introduce into mainstream education in America. Now, their wildest 
expectations are being fulfilled through OBE. 

It is eerie, even uncanny, how OBE duplicates the writings of Bebel, Engels, 
Kollontay and Marx � almost a carbon copy of the ha ters of family life and the 
sanctity of marriage. It is uncanny how the system proposed in OBE is found 
almost word-for-word in the Communist Manifesto of 1848. We can only say that 
following the stunning successes of the Evers case and Brown vs. Board 
Education, Socializing education in America took off like a hurricane, and seem- 
ingly, today, there is no holding it back. 

Justices Black and Douglas would have rejoiced if they were still with us, as 
would have Brandeis, Frankfurter and Earl Warren. OBE has seized control of the 
schools. Today, instead of having teachers, we have change agents who force 
acceptance of group views, which they, the facilitators, brainwash into the minds 
of the students. The "reforms" the facilitators carry out are turning children 
against their parents and their family values. The group leader in the class takes 
the place of the parent. There is always the notion that "inner reform" or "inner 
needs" must be catered to, and those "needs" mean anything the group leaders 
says they mean. 

The old Socialist technique of "sexual education" is pushed far beyond any- 
thing previously encountered. In OBE there are group pairing with explicit sen- 
suality training and promiscuity is actively encouraged. There is no attempt to 
foster a sense of history. Nothing is taught about the great leaders of the past who 
brought civilization to the world. The emphasis is on the present, "do it now" and 
"do it if it feels good." OBE is responsible for the tremendous upsurge in juvenile 
crime. The present and future generation of youth now being taught through OBE 
methods will become street mobs of today’s "French Revolution," to be used for 
the same purposes, in the not too distant future. 

There is no doubt that project OBE arose from the 1986 "World Curriculum" 
and from the book, "Brave New World," by Aldous Huxley in which he stated that 
a perfect world would be one without families, children without parents, in which 
a loathing and disgust were induced for the words, "father," "mother" and cared 
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for by State social institutions, children whose allegiance would be only to the 
state. The quest for such a society goes back a long way, before "World 
Curriculum" and Huxley. The Communist Bebel wrote his version of how chil- 
dren ought to be regarded � as wards of the state. So did Marx, Engels, and par- 
ticularly Madam Kollontay, whose work, "Communism and the Family" was the 
source of much of Huxley’s "Brave New World." 

Children would come via the test tube, and laboratories would match sperm 
to give a higher level of mentality, mid-level intelligence and lower intelligence. 
In their adult life these beings would be assigned various roles in a slave world, 
as I described in my book, "The Committee of 300." If this sounds too much for 
the reader to accept, then bear in mind that test tube babies are already with us. 
They have been accepted by society, not realizing the sinister purpose behind this 
ungodly development. Socialism needs a dullard mass and a small number of peo- 
ple of higher intelligence. The dullard masses will do the work in the slave-labor 
Socialist world, the intelligent class, the ruling. In such a world, we shall have 
"apartheid" such as would make the South African version look like a golden age 
of goodwill. 

The reaction of readers to this information will be predictably one of skepti- 
cism. However, we need to examine realities, so let us see just how far OBE has 
come in matching Huxley, Kollontay, Engels and Bebel. House of Representatives 
bill, HR 485 is part of the Socialist agenda to "reform" education. President Clinton 
was selected to carry out a wide-ranging battery of reforms � and he is doing it 
with great speed and efficiency, knowing that he will be a single-term president. The 
Parents as Teachers (PAT) Socialist plan is already in action in 40 States. The so- 
called "Co-parenting Program" (COP) began with a pilot program in St. Louis, 
Missouri in 1981. The real intent of COP is to substitute parental authority with 
COP social workers, preferably in the pre-natal period. 

Taking her cue from Aldous Huxley, Laura Rogers wrote a work she called, 
"The Brave New Family in Missouri" in which she stated that it has taken only 
four years for PAT to be accepted by the Missouri’s State Legislature and that the 
PAT concept has spread to Europe and is being implemented in 40 States in 
America. Is this reality? Does it compare with what we have exposed in this chap- 
ter about educational "reforms?" The Socialists intend to "reform" education to 
such an extent that it will produce the very climate foretold by Huxley’s "Brave 
New World." And they are doing it now, before our very eyes! 

Under PAT, a so-called "educator" will attach himself or herself to a family 
� in the literal sense, and begin the process of ch anging attitudes of both parents 
and child or children to conform with Socialist ideals. How this is being done was 
explained by Rogers in her article, "The Brave New Family in Missouri:" 

Step 1. The "parent-educator" will visit schools and homes "bond" herself to 
the family, under the guise of furthering the child’s education. 
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Step 2. The child or children is given a computer identification number 
which will be permanent. 

Step 3. The "change agent" will work toward changing the relationship 
between child and parents through a "mentoring program" such as happens in the 
Socialist Oxford University. 

Step 4. "Parent educators" are required to report anything they deem "hostile 
behavior" or abuse by calling a "hotline" especially set up for this purpose. 

Step 5. Judges will decided "hotline cases" and if the child or children are 
deemed at risk, the child or children may be removed from parental custody. 

Step 6. If the mental health services recommendations of the "parent educa- 
tor" are refused by the parents, such as what medication to be prescribed, the state 
can remove the child or children from parental custody. The child or children can 
be placed in a residential treatment center and the parents ordered by the courts 
to undergo "psychological counseling" for as long as the "parent teacher" deems 
necessary. 

What the PAT program does, is set itself up as judge and jury in deciding who 
are fit and unfit parents! For this PAT uses what Rogers calls, "risk factor defini- 
tions" which have become the standard yardstick for measuring the fitness or 
unfitness of parents to raise children, and bear in mind, this criteria is being used 
at present in 40 States: 

"Inability of parent to cope (which is not defined) with inappropriate child 
behavior (e.g., severe biting, destructive behavior, apathy)". 

"Low-functioning parents." These are considered as potentially abusive par- 
ents. In this category the parent-teacher has a large number of options. Virtually 
any parent could come under the category of "low functioning." 

"Undue stress that adversely affects family functions." This gives a virtually 
unlimited number of options to the parent teacher to cite as "abusive" danger 
signs, including low income. 

"Other... This can include a wide variety of conditions such as allergies, 
heavy cigarette smoking in the house (does R.J. Reynolds know about this?), a 
family history of hearing loss..." 

From the foregoing it is clear that Socialism in education has come of age in 
America. What Madame Kollontay, Engels, Bebel and Huxley found most 
desirous has now come to pass. Education is the way in which Socialism can be 
defeated, as so many of our statesmen in the 1800s made clear, but in the wrong 
hands, it is a mighty weapon which Socialism will wield without mercy to bring 
about their longed-for New World Order slave state. None of this would have 
been possible, but for the treason and treachery of the Supreme Court and espe- 
cially the venomous attitude of Justices Douglas and Black, who should go down 
in history as two of the most vile traitors in the history of this Nation.

THE FEMALE OF THE SPECIES 

All through history, women have played a decisive role. Before the 20th cen- 
tury, it was usually from the background, observing, giving advice and encour- 
agement, never in an obtrusive manner, and seldom, if ever, publicly. But that 
was to change in the late 1800s, and the vehicle of change was the Fabian Society 
and International Socialism. 

When the small, bespectacled Sydney Webb met the statuesque Martha 
Beatrice Potter, sparks began to fly. (Miss Potter preferred Beatrice, which had a 
better ring to it than Martha.) Both recognized in the other a peculiar genius for 
organizing and getting the day to day business done. Anthony and Cleopatra were 
more glamorous, the Queen of Sheba and Solomon more majestic; Hitler and Eva 
Braun more dramatic, but by comparison with the Webbs, their impact on the world 
was of a lesser degree. The damage done by the Webbs is still reverberating around 
the world, long after the other two somes have become mere historical figures. 

Sydney Webb met Beatrice Potter in 1890. She was well endowed both phys- 
ically and financially. He, by contrast, was short and small and had no money. 
Beatrice came from a family of Canadian railroad tycoons and she had her own 
income from her father. Perhaps what brought the Sydney and Beatrice together 
was their conceit, which they never bothered to hide. Beatrice had been angered 
and embittered by the rejection of her love-offering to "upper class" Joseph 
Chamberlain, which seems to be the fuel that kept her "class hatred" fires burn- 
ing. Webb worked as a clerk in the British Colonial Office, considered a fairly low 
station in life in Victorian England. 

In 1898 Beatrice and her husband turned their attention to the United States, 
going on a three-week "grand tour." During this time, the Webbs did not meet 
with rank and file members of labor unions nor any of the ladies slaving away in 
New York’s garment district. Rather, they sought out, and were received by the 
elite of Socialism in New York, including Miss Jane Addams and Prestonia 
Martin, both right out of the Social Register. 
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This was a pattern that was to be followed by all Socialist/Bolshevik leaders in 
later years. In 1900, thanks largely to the work of Beatrice, the Royal Commission 
of London University ruled that henceforth, economics would be elevated to the sta- 
tus of a science. Beatrice lost no time in impressing Granville Barker, a theater man 
of note, and President Wilson’s personal representative, Ray Stannard Baker, with 
this great achievement, at a lunch hosted by Beatrice and her husband. 

The Webb-Potter partnership developed into marriage and set the fashion of 
a husband and wife team devoted more to Socialism than to each other in private, 
but for appearance sake, a very devoted couple. This was to prove a big draw card 
for attracting women into the ranks of social causes and politics, and can be said 
to be the birth of radical feminism. From Clements Inn, headquarters of the 
Fabian Society came the "Fabian News," published first in 1891. Beatrice was 
coauthor and her money paid for the cost of printing. 

It came naturally to Beatrice that the best way to promote their ideal was 
through the elite of the land. While the ordinary people were good for Billy 
Graham-type "rallies" it was the elite who could get things done. In this regard, 
Beatrice never lost her snobbishness. As she saw it, they had to convert the elite 
first; the rest would follow. This was the pattern that Bolshevik leaders were to 
adopt in later years. One never saw Khrushchev staying at a dock workers cottage 
or having meetings with the rank and file of the trade unions during his visit to 
England and other West European countries. It was always to the elite to whom 
Khrushchev gave his rapt attention, Agnelli of Italy, Rockefeller of the United 
States, and so it was with all Socialist leaders. 

It was no surprise that Beatrice began concentrating on the sons of the rich 
and the famous at Oxford University. How well she did her job can be judged 
from the number of high-society traitors, products of Oxford and Cambridge, who 
willingly betrayed the West in the cause of promoting their goal of a Socialist 
world revolution of whom Burgess, Mclean, Philby, Anthony Blunt, Roger Hollis 
are the best known, but certainly not the only ones. Underneath the mantle of 
social "reforms" was a deadly dangerous cancer eating away at Christian Western 
ideals, and it was called Fabian Socialism. One of its earliest converts of note was 
Walter Lippmann, whom Beatrice Webb "induced" to join the Fabian Society. 

By 1910, Beatrice and her money had established several centers from where 
Fabian propaganda was disseminated. Writers, theater people, and politicians of 
the day were beginning to drift toward her circle. The general opinion was that 
Beatrice was running a nice, liberal, cultural movement, according to the "New 
Statesman." Millionaire Charlotte Payne-Townshend became a friend of Beatrice 
who was responsible for introducing her to George Bernard Shaw, after which 
Charlotte made an honest man of him. Now, both the male leaders could afford 
devote their entire time to promoting Socialism, thanks to the money of their 
respective spouses. 
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What has often been remarked upon is how these two women spent their 
lives attacking the very system that provided the money for their pursuits. 
Beatrice Webb was the guiding force in securing control of the Labour Party, just 
as in later years, another Socialist, Mrs Pamela Harriman, was to secure control 
of the Democrat Party in the United States and put in power a president whose 
Socialist agenda was designed to usher the country into a Socialist One World 
Government � New World Order. 

Certainly Beatrice Webb worked tirelessly to wreck the economic policies 
and dismantle the social and economic order of an orderly England. What sur- 
prises me is that the Webbs were not arrested for sedition and treason, along with 
"Red" Professor Harold Laski. Had this happened, it might have saved the United 
States from Socialist oriented convulsions that are still going on. By now Beatrice 
numbered among her friends a Countess, and many of the famous ladies of 
London society at the time, including the wife of Sir Stafford Cripps. These devo- 
tees of radical feminism opened their homes to tea parties and weekend retreats 
in furtherance of Socialist causes. 

Throughout her long reign, Beatrice Webb never wavered in her support of 
the Bolsheviks, which didn’t seem to phase her long list of high-society contacts, 
including Sir William Beveridge who was to make a tremendous impact on poli- 
tics in England and the United States.(The Beveridge Plan became the blueprint 
for Social Security in the United States.) When Beatrice died in 1943, her services 
to Socialism were recognized in a bizarre manner � Martha Beatrice Webb’s 
ashes were interred in Westminster Cathedral � a st range place for an avowed 
atheist to find herself! 

The tigress of the radical feminist, anti-marriage, anti-family movement that 
was given a window of opportunity to the world by the Fabian Socialists, was 
Madame Alexandra Kollontay. It is not known whether Beatrice Webb ever met 
Kollontay during her frequent trips to Moscow. Who was Madame Kollontay? On 
page 9972 of pages 9962-9977, Congressional Record, Senate of May 31, 1924 
we find the following: 

"Madame Kollontay is now Soviet minister to Norway, after a hectic career 
which included eight husbands, two positions as people’s commissar, first as com- 
missar of welfare, two visits to the United States (1915 and 1916), a German 
Socialist agitator, after having been deported from three European countries in 1914 
as a dangerous revolutionist..." Then there is a further expose of this hard-core 
Communist world revolutionary radical feminist, on page 4599 of pages 4582-4604: 

"...Recently there came to Mexico as the ambassador of the Soviet Union, 
one Alexandra Kollontay. She is said to be a leader in the world revolutionary 
movement for 28 years; that she has been arrested in three different countries 
because of her effort in 1916 and in 1917 she visited the United States speaking 
from coast to coast. She was under the management of Ludwig Lore, now a 
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prominent Communist in the United States. The object and purpose of the visit of 
Kollontay to the United States in 1916 and 1917 was to incite the Socialists of this 
country and to hamper our activities if the United States entered through a system 
of resistance by what took place. Alexandra Kollontay is the world’s greatest 
exponent of ’free love’ and nationalization of children. She is in Mexico for that 
purpose and bodes no good to the people off the United States." 

Kollontay’ s book, "Communism and the Family" is the most violent and sav- 
age attack on marriage and the family ever written, surpassing the decadent evil of 
Fredric Engels’ "Origin of the Family." Kollontay’s radical ’free love’ followers for- 
merly called themselves the "International League of Peace and Freedom." But they 
have undergone a number of name changes to disguise the fact that their agenda is 
still the same as that of Alexandra Kollontay: to day they call themselves the 
National League of Women Voters and the National Abortion Rights League 
(NARL) They also have the audacity to go by the label of "pro choice advocates" 
meaning that they have a choice of whether or not to murder unborn children. 

The goals of the Marxist/Socialist "liberal feminists" � better known as rad- 
ical feminists � were outlined in the 1920s-1930s a nd they have not changed. 
The clamor for "women’s rights" is for love without responsibility � i.e. abor- 
tion on demand. They and their incendiary Socialists in the House and Senate are 
in an unholy alliance with the jackals of the media, which began in the days of 
Florence Kelley. 

Kollontay was the standard bearer of the crop of radical feminists with which 
this country is cursed today. The Overman Committee on Bolshevism of the 
United States reported as follows: 

’The apparent purpose of the Bolshevik government of Russia is to make the 
Russian citizen especially the women and children, wards dependent on that gov- 
ernment...It has destroyed the natural ambition and made impossible of accomplish- 
ment the moral obligation to provide care for, and adequately protect the child 
against the misfortunes of orphanhood and widowhood...They have promulgated 
decrees relating to marriage and divorce which practically establish ’free love.’" 
Senate Document page 61, 1st Session, Pages 36-37 Congressional Record. 

The foregoing fits perfectly the aims and objectives of Fabian Socialism. 
Radical feminism, rampant and running wild across the United States today is a 
Socialist teaching. The Fabian Society’s Socialist pattern allowed for radical fem- 
inism, indeed, encouraged it while at the same time cloaking it in a veil of domes- 
ticity. While Beatrice Webb and her associates were not able to establish open 
abortion houses, it is worth repeating that Mrs. Harold Laski, wife Professor 
Laski, of one of the great names in Socialist circles, was the first one to push the 
idea of birth control counseling centers in England. 

Dr. Annie Besant was well-known to Beatrice Webb through Liberal Party 
circles in London. Besant was the successor to Madame Blavatsky and inherited 
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her Theosophy Society, whose adherents were to be found among the rich and the 
famous in elite circles of power in Victorian England. Besant played no small role 
in instigating unrest via the drawing room, her first venture being an attack on 
industry in Lancashire, a large industrial center in England. 

As the head of Co-Masonry allied to KKK "Clarte" (no connection to the KKK 
in the U.S.) and the Grand Orient Nine Sisters Lodge in Paris, Besant was very 
active in promoting what she called, "social democracy" but all the time she was 
under the control of the Grand Orient Lodge in Paris, from whom she received the 
title of Vice President of the Supreme Council and Grand Master of the Supreme 
Council for Britain. It is here where the convergence of Freemasonry, Theosophy 
and the Fellowship of Faiths becomes clearly recognizable. 

H.G. Wells was a believer in Besant’s notions, probably, because like Besant, 
he was a member of KKK "Clarte" as was Inez Milholland. Both Socialist ladies 
worked hard for the cause of women’s suffrage, which Sydney Webb astutely saw 
as the wave of the future when it came to getting votes for the Labor and Liberal 
Parties. 

Whatever Besant became, she owed to Madame Petrova Blavatsky, who, in 
turn, owed her rapid rise up the social ladder to Herbert Burrows who promoted 
her "talents" through the Society for Physical Research, a select club for the rich, 
the aristocracy and the politically powerful in Victorian London circles. These cir- 
cles were patronized by H.G. Wells and Conan Doyle (later Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle.) Wells described Blavatsky as "one of the most accomplished, ingenuous 
and interesting imposters in the world." 

Blavatsky was initiated into Carbonari Masonry by the undoubted leader of 
that Lodge in Italy, the great Mazzini. She was also close to Garabaldi, and was 
with him at the battles of Viterbro and Mentana. Two men who greatly influenced 
her life were, Victor Migal and Riavli, both Freemason revolutionaries inside the 
Grand Orient Lodge. She died in 1891, a hardened and confirmed Socialist. 

Susan Lawrence was one of the first three Labour Party candidates elected to 
Parliament as a result of the work done by the suffrage movement, spearheaded 
by Fabian Society warriors Ellen Wilkinson and Emily Pankhurst. Lawrence 
became famous for her statement, "I don’t preach Class War, I live it." Margaret 
Cole developed her instinct for radical feminism by working as are searcher for 
the Fabian Society. She was later able to put what she learned to good use when 
she served in the British Ministry of Labour, while her husband, G.D.H. Cole, 
rose to great prominence in a succession of Labour Governments. Like the 
Webbs, the Coles maintained an outward appearance of domestic bliss, but theirs 
was a marriage of Socialist convenience. 

One of Beatrice Webb’s star pupils was Margaret Cole, who wrote "The 
Story of Fabian Socialism" in which the goals of radical feminism are given a 
coating of sugar to attract the flies. Cole was responsible for much of the pene- 
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tration and permeation of Fabian Socialism in America. It is believed by Fabian 
Socialist researchers that the nullifying of the Lusk Report through the veto of 
New York Governor Al Smith perfectly fits Fabian Socialism’s dictum: "Get 
someone-Socialist to do the dirty work for you." Cole was a member of the dele- 
gation of International Confederation of Free Trade Unions at the United Nations. 

Over in the United States, one of the most important of the female Socialists 
was Florence Kelley. Her real name was Weschenewtsky. Nobody seemed to 
know much about her, except that Kelley had studied Lenin and Marx in 
Switzerland, the international haven for revolutionaries. She liked to call herself 
a "Quaker Marxist," sometimes a "Marxist Quaker." One thing that the Fabian 
Socialists did know was that Kelley was leading the "reform" charge in the 
United States. At times she overshadowed her more famous friend, Eleanor 
Roosevelt, persuading Roosevelt to join the Socialist National Consumers League 
(NCL) of which she was one of the founder members. 

The NCL, a dedicated Socialist institution, was an organization bent on get- 
ting the Federal Government involved in health, education and police powers that 
belonged to the States under the 10th Amendment of the United States 
Constitution. Kelley proved a genius in this regard. She is credited with formu- 
lating the so-called "Brandeis Brief strategy which consisted of burying a thin 
legal case in masses of irrelevant documents so that the case was decided, even- 
tually, not on law, but on Socialist-slanted sociology and economic "juridical 
notice." Since the judges were not trained in sociology, they were not the people 
to judge the merits of the SOCIOLOGY of the case before them, so that such 
cases were generally decided in favor of the Socialists. 

Elizabeth Glendower, an extremely wealthy socialite often had Kelley as a 
house guest along with Brandeis and the top Socialist writers of the day. Kelley 
is known to have struck up a close friendship with Upton Sinclair, whose early lit- 
erary works were made up of bundle after bundle of Fabian Socialist "position 
papers" which were sent to Socialist university students for distribution on cam- 
puses around the nation. In spite of her denials, Kelley was a ceaseless opportu- 
nity-seeker in promoting the cause of world revolution. 

Mrs. Robert Lovett, whose husband held the position of professor of English 
at the University of Chicago, was a close ally of Kelley. The Lovetts, Kelley and 
Jane Addams ran a Socialist induction center named Hull House, which was fre- 
quented by Eleanor Roosevelt and Frances Perkins. Many Hull House members 
traveled to England to take part in the Fabian Society Summer Schools program. 
Kelley was good at making converts to Socialism, and was a tireless missionary 
in the service of American Socialism. 

Socialist women came on the scene in the United States at the close of the 
Civil War. Communists were very active in the runup to the war and in its imme- 
diate aftermath, a fact that is not mentioned by establishment history books, and 
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these Socialist "feminists" were very successful in penetrating and permeating 
legitimate women’s organizations concerned with the well being of their families. 

This was relatively easy for trained Fabian Socialists, given the custom of the 
time of putting women on a pedestal of respect, deserving of male protection. 
Some of the leaders of the "carpet baggers" were deeply-committed Socialists or 
Communists. When the question of women’s suffrage was being raised by women 
Socialists, men felt it was not well advised to expose women to the rough and 
ready of politics, but they did not know their tough female Socialists. 

Others were fully aware of how the Socialists and Communists were recruit- 
ing militant, aggressive females and training them to go against mainstream fem- 
inism. The attitude of the period is well expressed on pages 165-170 Appendix to 
the Congressional Globe, "Suffrage Constitutional Amendment." The Hon J.A. 
Bayard said of Socialism in 1869: 

"The next exception is that of sex. I will not argue this position either with 
the Communists or the Socialists, nor with the women’s rights party, because of 
the folly of this species off a naticism, though, it has made great progress lately, 
is not sufficiently widespread to need elaboration or refutation. Inordinate vanity 
and love of notoriety may have tempted some women to unsex themselves, both 
in their dress and their pursuits; but women’s hearts and the instincts of materni- 
ty will keep her true to the greatest of her duties in life, the culture and the for- 
mation of the character of her offspring..." 

That it was the age of chivalry, which has been thoroughly destroyed by 
Hillary Rodham Clinton, Bella Abzug, Eleanor Smeal, Elizabeth Holtzman, Pat 
Schroeder, Barbara Boxer, Dianne Feinstein and their close relatives, is found on 
page 169 of the Appendix to the Congressional Globes (Speech by Senator 
Bayard): 

"I feel proud and gratified that in this country, our own America, there is a 
chivalrous devotion to sex which has not been equaled in any other country. I 
yield to none in my deference to sex, and a desire to secure and protect women in 
all her rights; but a suffrage is not a right..." It is interesting how much the 
Socialists used legitimate concerns felt by feminine society and turned them into 
a vehicle for Socialist causes, to telling effect. It is due to the natural consequence 
of such penetration and permeation by clever Fabian Socialists that the United 
States Congress became the stamping ground for a hardened, unfeminine cadre of 
women who turned chivalry on its head in their fierce desire to see Fabian 
Socialism take over the United States. 

Some of the so-called "women’s rights" Socialist fronts were the following: 
General Federation of Women’s Clubs. 
National Congress of Mothers and Parent-Teachers Association. 
National League of Women Voters. 
National Federation of Business and Professional Women. 
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Christian Temperance Union. 
Association of University Women. 
National Council of Jewish Women. 
League of Womens’ Voters. 
National Consumers League. 
Women’s Trade Union League. 
Women’s International League. 
Girl’s Friendly Society America. 

These organizations were a party to a court action brought by Mrs. Florence 
Kelley and several leading "feminists" (Socialists) in July of 1926. They were 
trying to get a bill passed, "Maternity and Infancy Act," which violated the 10th 
Amendment to the United States Constitution, but the Supreme Court, free of the 
control exercised over it today (which began with the Roosevelt era) saved the 
nation from a Socialist bid to completely take-over the United States. President 
Carter took most of the material in Madame Kollontay’s book, "Communism and 
the Family" for his education bill 

It was always the intention of the Socialists to nationalize the children of 
America. Socialist Shirley Hufstedler, who at one time headed the unconstitu- 
tional U. S. Department of Education took her cue from Madame Lelina Zinoviev, 
wife of Gregory Zinoviev. Hufstedler was seeking to "nationalize" and "interna- 
tionalize" American children to fit them for their future role as race-mixers in a 
One World Government. 

This was also the intention of Frances Perkins, a trained social worker who 
led the so-called "feminist movement" in the United States for many years. 
Perkins was Governor Franklin D. Roosevelt’s New York State Commissioner of 
Labor. She counted Eleanor Roosevelt as one of her closest female friends, and 
Kelley was close to Roosevelt during his three-term stay at the White House. One 
of Perkins’ first assignments was founding the International Association for Labor 
Legislation along with Eleanor Roosevelt and her protege, Harry L. Hopkins, 
with whom Perkins worked closely to bring in work relief for the unemployed in 
New York State. 

The original plan came from a Socialist group known as the Association for 
Improving the Condition of the Poor. Perkins and her friends pushed all the right 
buttons and pulled out the right stops to get their "reforms" passed by the New 
York State Legislature. Hundreds of booklets and pamphlets were distributed 
throughout schools and universities to elicit support for these "beneficial 
changes" while kept writers churned out articles which were snapped up by the 
jackal press. Scores of "polls" were run to create "popular sentiment" for labor 
"reforms" that could only "benefit the whole country." 

Perkins wore many hats, and was noted for her tireless energy and devotion 
to the Fabian Socialist movement in the United States. When Roosevelt moved 
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from Albany to Washington, Perkins went with him. She was the first women to 
be named to a cabinet post in the history of the United States. Her influence with 
Roosevelt was only slightly less than that of Eleanor Roosevelt. 

Perkins remained with Roosevelt, from the very first to the very last day of 
his three terms in office, during which time she introduced a veritable flood of 
Socialist legal personnel, economists, statisticians and analysts into the Federal 
government. When John Maynard Keynes went calling on Roosevelt and tried to 
explain his economic theories without much success, it was Perkins who sold 
them to Roosevelt. Perkins swallowed the "multiplier" theory, making the near 
immortal observation that "with (Keynes’s) system, with one dollar you have cre- 
ated four dollars." 

Perkins concocted the scheme to rig the 1940 Democrat Convention, which 
gave Roosevelt his third term, although the "credit" for this has generally gone to 
Harry Hopkins. Early in the days of Roosevelt’s Governorship of New York, 
Perkins was the lobbyists for the National Consumers League and the Women’s 
Trade Council in Albany, New York. 

Her contacts among leading Socialist intellectuals of the day is said to have 
numbered in the hundreds and she was a favorite of Felix Frankfurter. Another of 
her male supporters was Harry Hopkins, who was to rise to tremendous heights 
in the Roosevelt era and do tremendous harm to the United States. Perkins 
brought a host of Socialist economists and labor specialist professors with her to 
Washington, from where they poured out a veritable torrent of Socialist material, 
much of it still taught in universities today. More than any other women � 
including Eleanor Roosevelt, Perkins influenced Roosevelt to get the United 
States into WWII. 

Perkins is credited with writing the nation’s unemployment insurance and 
old age pension legislation. At the request of President Roosevelt, Perkins worked 
behind the scenes to bring these two socialist dreams to reality, using Prestonia 
Martin’s " Prohibiting Poverty" as a guidebook. Perkins received much help from 
John Maynard Keynes, who visited the United States in 1934 as a Fabian Socialist 
ambassador of goodwill. Keynes and Perkins agreed that Socialism had a price- 
less opportunity to make great strides during the tenure of Roosevelt. 

Like almost all of the New Deal, which was taken virtually verbatim from 
Graham Wallas’ book of the same name, "Prohibiting Poverty" was widely used 
to formulate a system for setting up compulsory social insurance (Social 
Security.) Perkins had sought and obtained a great deal of input from Sydney 
and Beatrice Webb, who pointed out to Perkins and Roosevelt, that the Fabian 
Society had drafted the Labor Party’s 1918 election plank and had a lot of influ- 
ence in writing the Beveridge Plan which became the basis of Britain’s Social 
Welfare. 

Thus, "The New Deal" by Graham Wallas, the Beveridge Plan, and 
Sydney 
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Webb’s proposals written for the Labor Party in 1918, and the economic "tax and 
spend" principles of the Fabian Society’s John Maynard Keynes, were with adap- 
tations and minor adjustments the basis of Roosevelt’s "New Deal." The role 
played by Frances Perkins in bringing this to pass cannot be overstated. People 
often ask me, with deep doubt in their voices, "How could the British possibly 
influence, let alone run a country like the United States, as you aver?" The Social 
Security Act of 1936 was the work of Sir William Beveridge, Professor Graham 
Wallas and Fabian Society director, Sydney Webb, touched up and rounded off by 
Frances Perkins. A study of how this was achieved and the role played by Frances 
Perkins answers the question of all Doubting Thomases far better than any words 
of mine could ever do. 

The Social Security Act of 1936 was pure Fabian Socialism in action. It was 
unprecedented in the history of the United States and also 100 percent unconsti- 
tutional. I spent a good deal of time researching Congressional Records of 1935- 
1940 and beyond to see if I could find anything that would have made this piece 
of outright Socialist legislation constitutional, but to no avail. 

The manner in which this Socialist heist of the American people was carried 
out is a case history of how the Socialists will go to extraordinary lengths to get 
their patently absurd laws sanctified by the Supreme Court. Perkins facing this 
dilemma, saw no way out of it. Roosevelt needed the Social Security Act to 
become law so that he could use it to get reelected. Thanks to the intercession of 
Harry Hopkins, Brandeis and Cardoza, Perkins found herself seated next to 
Socialist Justice Harlan Stone, a leading Liberal, at a Washington dinner party, at 
the height of the crisis. 

Secretary Perkins told Justice Harlan Stone that she was up against the 
Constitution and needed away to fund Social Security that would pass muster the 
Supreme Court. In breach of every judicial etiquette, if not a gross violation of the 
law, Justice Stone whispered in Perkins’ ear, "the taxing power of the Federal 
Government, my dear, the taxing power of the Federal Government is sufficient 
for, everything you want and need." Perkins took Justice Harlan Stones advice, 
and that is how today we come to have Socialist Social Security in a Confederated 
Republic. There is no doubt at all that Justice Stone ought to have been 
impeached, but no charges were ever brought against him. 

Perkins kept the Justice’s confidence, telling no one but Roosevelt who 
immediately used this grossly illegal stratagem to fund every single one of his 
Socialist New Deal programs. Later, Harry Hopkins was let into the secret, and 
he was allowed to take credit for the phrase, "tax and spend, tax and spend." 

Perkins was a confidant and friend of Henry Morganthau, Justice Hugo 
Black, and Susan Lawrence, the formidable Member of Parliament and top 
Fabian Society executive. Perkins was one of the leading personalities in the 
attempted takeover of the United States by Socialists in the 1920s � a deadly 
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scheme that was modeled along the lines of "Philip Dru-Administrator" the book 
written by Col. Edward Mandel House. 

According to what Susan Lawrence told Jane Addams, it was by "one of his- 
tory’s strangest freaks, the elaborate system of checks and balances devised in the 
American Constitution has resulted for the moment at any rate, in the complete 
personal ascendancy of Franklin Roosevelt." However, a quick look at "Philip 
Dru-Administrator" shows that rather than due to happenstance, it was elaborate 
planning and a careful heed of Colonel House’s technique that placed Roosevelt 
in the top slot, ready to seize control of the Democrat Party. 

When the time came, Frances Perkins was right there with her former 
employer. A product of Hull House, a professional social worker, Perkins has 
been described as the Socialist’s best opportunist. Perkins moved easily in the cir- 
cles of British Fabian Society "aristocracy" and she learned her lessons well at the 
hands of Lilian Wald, Jane Addams and Eleanor Roosevelt. When the moment for 
her edification came, she was ready. If there were two main women conspirators 
in the 1920s they would be Kelley and Perkins. The latter’s devotion to Socialism 
was what caught the attention of Mary Rumsey, the Socialist sister of Averill 
Harriman. 

Mary Harriman Rumsey was the earliest of a band of enthusiastic New Deal 
proponents who urged the adoption of the Fabian Society’ s blueprint, adapted to 
fit American conditions. Rumsey came from one of the top elitist families in the 
United States in the 1930s. Her close association with Eleanor Roosevelt helped 
to sharpen her already deeply committed Socialist activism. Rumsey was a tire- 
less reader of the writings of Sydney Webb, Shaw, Haldane, Muggeridge and 
Graham Wallas. 

Her life-long friendship with Frances Perkins developed after they met 
through Eleanor Roosevelt and quickly discovered their common passion for 
Socialist causes, which Rumsey was quick to insist be followed by her illustrious 
brother, Averill Harriman, who became a devout Socialist and intimate of a suc- 
cession of Bolshevik leaders. Rumsey’s Socialist endeavors took her all over the 
United States and Europe, and in England she was feted by the Webbs and the 
blue blood aristocracy Fabian Society members. 

What was often remarked at the time was how this women whose social 
graces marked her clearly as from the top drawer of society, came to be inciting 
women trade union leaders and working in among women trade union rank and 
file where she was seemingly quite at home. Clearly Fabian Socialism had left an 
indelible imprint on the life of Mary Rumsey, reputed to have been among the top 
five richest women in America. 

Mary Rumsey’s long friendship with the genteel Miss Jane Addams, "lady- 
like to her fingertips" as a social columnist of one of the New York papers once 
wrote, was yet another of those anachronisms that seemed to flout conventional
